Somebody or something took
the idea of free press too far at the
University of Calgary campus Fri-
day.

Editors were surprised to find
that somebody had walked off with
an entire campus edition of the The
Gauntlet, the U of C student paper,
after a Students’ Union election.

"We feel like we've been ripped
off,” said an angry Phil Rodrigues,
co-editor of The Gauntlet. "You
pouryour life into the paper —and
then someone just takes it.”

Both Calgary police and univer-
sity security searched garbage bins

and dump sites for the missing
10,000 copies, but came up empty
handed. :

The Gauntlet normally circulates
13,000 papers — 10,000 on campus,
and 3,000 in the city.

"It’s a big piss-off,” said Rodri-
gues. "We're really upset at the
party involved. They ripped off the
students who pay money for their
paper.” Gauntlet editors quickly
reprinted a second run of the miss-
ing edition Monday.

Rodrigues said the incident left .

editors baffled and suspicious. He
said it may have been a "strong-
armed” action to a sharply worded
editorial which appared in The

Gauntlet condemning certain poli-
tical parties on campus and plead-
ing with students to vote in the
upcoming elections.

"We're almost positive it has
something to do with the election.
Nothing else could have caused it,
there’s just too much coincidence.”
U of C student election ballots
were cast last week.

While the investigation contin-
ues, Rodrigues says if they catch
anyone it will be difficult to lay
charges for the theft of something
that is free. Most university papers
are pre-distributed, or paid for in
advance.

The last day for payment of fees is September 29th. If a student is paying
by instalments (terms), the amount of the first instalment is the First
Term assessment and the last day for payments is September 29th. The
amount of the second instalment is the Second Term assessment plus a
$25.00 instalment charge and the last day for payment is January 16th.

A penalty of $15.00 per month will be assessed for each month after the
last day for regular payment of fees in which a student’s fees remain
outstanding.
