“There are many peo-
ple and things out there
who don't understand
or appreciate my views.
For that reason I'm
always packing a little
heat, yes soms A-6-4€
muscle relaxan:. There
have been others that
have gone before me
that have not gotten
away as lucky as I have.

Just last week in Chi-
cago my wife threw a
shoe at me. Let me tell
you and your ieaders in
this business you always
have to be on your
guard.”

The world will truly
miss Dr. Bleary and his
award-winning books
such as You and Your
Tie-dyed, LSD is You,
and who will ever forget
My House is Inhabi-
tated by John Lennon’s
Ghost. :
