
Ross ramp to be reconstructed Student Centre Corp.
bombs YUDC offices-

The Ross Ramp will be recon­
structed this summer thanks to York 
president Huckleberry Aurthurs’s 
obsessive-compulsive disorder.

Since he came to York in 1984. 
Aurthurs had made a daily ritual of 
skipping every second step of the 
ramp as he went to and from his 
office in the Ross Building. After 
each step, Aurthurs would also 
increment a mental counter by two, 
avoiding even numbers.

Aurthurs had counted to 181,785 
when the Ross Ramp was demol­
ished last summer.

In a dramatic turn of events. Student 
Centre corporation (SCC) officials 
bombed the York University Devel­
opment Corporation (YUDC) offices 
Monday.

In what appeared to be an act of 
complete frustration and despera­
tion, SCC officials were seen entering 
the offices of YUDC with enough 
explosives to destroy a small town 
early Monday moring after the 
YUDC threatened to carry through 
with its plans to put McDonald’s 
Wendy’s, Harvey’s, Burger King, 
Kentucky Fried Chicken, A & W, 
Dairy Queen, Domino’s Pizza Pizza, 
and BIWAY into its new Yorklanes 
complex.
