I spent the sfternoon in making up my men's accouhte., On

the Z1st. I wes all day paying off my men, and packing my
equipment for ehipment. The following day 1 shi;béd two
canoces and other equirment to Duck TLake. I had two canopes
to sell so 1 stayed over and sold these canoces, on Satur-
day 22Zrd. I also went to see Sergt. Grennon of the R.C.M.P.
regarding liguor conditione at Pukitawskun. I had & long
talk with him regarding matters relaeting to Indians in the
norfb. He says thé police &re eeriously handicepped

through the lack of megistrates in that dietrict. It would
appear tc me a gord thing if N.C.0's of the R.C.M.Police
were invested with auth~ rity to handle summary cases, and de
deal with them as they pat It would make their patrol
so much more effective, and the residents of the northland
would respect them so muec I left for Regina on

night of* t}

Monday 25th and reached there on the the 26th.
"

In conclueion I wou'd say that 1
found thinges threughout my trip fairly sastisfactory. At
no place was any particular hardehip complained of. Of

course the usual hard luck stories were told, with the

-

usual request for more supplies. 1 would judge the Indian
of the northland in better circumstances than his brother
Indian cen the prairies. His lekee. teeam withwfish of various
kinds. The fur hunt is good, and prices are fair. The
Indians number 2238 against 2210 last year, a zein of 28.
There were 98 births against 55 deaths.

to get permiscion for owr Indians to do some fall fishing

in these northern waters. It is not the Indian who depletes
the lakes of fish, but rasther the treding companies wha put
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
