In view, however, of your explanation regard-

ing the conditions under which these children were taken

by you into the school, the Department will agree to their

being enrolled as arant coming pupils, but upon condition

that if at any time in the future a request is made to

have these children removed from your school on the ground

of their religion they will have to be at once discharged.

The admission of these two children under these circum¬

stances is not to form a precedent for future Gdmissions

of a like nature to your school, as under the Regulations

you should not recruit any children of Roman Catholic

parent. Xr. Agent Sibbald will be advised of the ad¬

mission of these two children and the conditions under

which they are admitted.
