The first impulse of
man is to lay the blame for
present crisis wholly on the Pope.

Well, of course, any stick
is good enough to beat the Roman
dog with, but, for our part, when
Rome (which is supposed to be mnot
wholly destitute of worldly wis-
dom) does precisely the thing she
was expected not to do—the thing,
too, which looks absolutely fatal to
her own interests—we are inclined
to pause and to ask ourselves whe-
ther, after all, the Papal ‘‘Non pos-
sumus’ is as foolish and as wicked
as such impartial critics .as MM,
Clemenceau and Briand would have
us believe. We should really like
to Mhow how many of the good
folk who blame the Pope for refusing
to permit compliance with the
French law have the faintest notion
how Ahe law stands. If they had,
they might possibly perceive that
there are two sides to this question
and that the Papal contention, whe-
ther right or wrong, is at least
arguable.—Pall Mall Gazette, Lon-
don.
