The term “labor leader ’ is badly 
in need of definition ; and it is the 
workmen themselves who are most 
concerned in having it accurately 
defined. As at present used, the 
term “labor leader” covers all sorts 
of leaders from the ordinary, moder­
ate, labor union officer, to the inter­
national Socialist and to the kind ot 
leaders who were on view at Winni­
peg last spring ; the admirers of 
Russian Soviets and “direct action."

Up to the present, every sort of 
man who became an officqjr or leader 
of a local branch of a labor union in 
Canada, has been accepted without 
question by the men as a genuine 
labor reformer. The time has 
for a show-down. Labor anions 
must in future draw distinctions, or, 
ii they do not do so, they will find 
their future hopelessly hampered by 
impossible policies and bad leader­
ship.

It is rather remarkable that the 
Canadian press, In general, shows so 
little sense of the extent to which 
Socialism has permeated Canadian 
labor unions ; not their ranks so 
much as their local offices ; delegates, 
representative agents ; these are the 
offices sought by Socialists, and only 
too olten, by reason of glib talk, and 
an appearance of knowing much, they 
get these offices.
