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The Soeparation Question.

Dear Si—At the last regular meeti
of our Branch 2nd Vice-President Smith
read the following very able paper on the
all-absorbing topic of separation from the
United States. A reso ullnn was carried
unanimously instructing me to forward
you a copy of this p\lwr, the members
being of opinion that Bro. Smith's effort
deserves the widest possible recognition.
Trusting therefore you will klndly give it
space at your earliest opportunity,

In compliance with my promise to this
Branch, I lay before you the result of my
an<|ulru-~. into the proposition of separa-
tion from or continunance of the Canadian
Branches wustuu,: throughout the United
States, forming, as we now do, cue homo-
geneous body.

Upon admittance to membership 1
early learned that some dissatisfuction
exis ed, due to the apparently abnormal
death rate of the United States member-
ship, particularly that of the State of
New York, when contrasted with the
death rate throughout Canada, as indexed
by the assessment slips issued.

Knowing that on the face of those slips
evident cause of uneven pressure upon
the (';umtli:m Branches seemed to exist,
1 concluded that it was desirable to ascer-
tain f thero was substantial grounds for
the existence of the impression of un-
evenness of bearing so indicated.

With t.is end in view I communicated
with 8 . Brown, Grand Recorder of the
Canadian Branches, asking for statisties,
the nature of which was read to you at a
previons meeting of this Branch.

The Grand Recerder, acceding to my
request, turnished me with information, |
a portion of which I shall presently make
you acquainte.t with. The other matter
vontained in answer was not in such form
as I would wish to convey to you, it being
in part a statement of the general death
rate as applied per 1,000 members, to-
gether with the approximate anoant for-
warded to the Supreme Council at each
assessment.

There was placed in my hands by
members of this Branch a copy of the
minutes of the seventh convention of the

Canadian Grand Council, held at Mont-
real \n'lulvlnlur 1890, and a copy of the
minutes of the mvvlnh convention of the
Supreme Council of 1he United \I.m-\
and Canada, held  at i
October, 1890, from each of which we ex-
tract some mlnrnl wion,

It appears in those minutes that the
question of separati n had been up for
discussion and the pros and cons entered
upon to considerable extent, the Montre 1
mecting aflirming the necessity of separ-
ation, he Snpreme Council was

while the
steadfust in the opiion that continuity
of the purposes and intents o0 the
iation should prevail. llxw dive I\I\\ of
opinion poivts the necel v of an un-
biased conclusion as to \\ia:<'h side the
influence of this Branch shonld be cast
for the advantage and wellare of its
membership.

Seeking from the minutes the in‘orma
tion nccessary to form a ¢ nelusion, my
attention was directed to the eatire ab-
gence of a tabulated form s owing mem-
bership and its annual increase, as well
as the death rate per centage.  The min-
ues certainly contained |ll-l:\':lwl state-
ment of heneficiaries paid and a death
record (as on folio 18 of the minutes of
the Montreal meeting), as well as a mem-
berslup staternent  and a column  of
finance, but no form which would tell at
a ul:nm- he standing of membership, the
death rate, the payments and other
matters.

It must not be concluded that these re-
marks are in‘ended as strictures upon
the nu\hmh adopted in re ;mr.ﬂ for these
n-pnrn evidence a great deal of care and
labor; they are merely for the purpose of
calling attention to the omission in the
belief that such a form would prove of

great benefit and enable rapid l"“l[hlrl-?

sons and conclusions.  All, however, may
not agree with the writer on that poiut or
on the utility of such form.

Such method or form I herein give in
part—sufficient for the purposes of this

per—and with the belief that it will
contribute to the ready understanding of
the essential points of the sepa ation
guestion,

The Grand Recorder writes me that in
1880 the United States member-hip was
2,600, and on June 30, 1891, it stood at

States Dranches and the sterling characs
ter of iis members, not forgetting the
gnstaining influence of Mother Cliurch,
the countenance given and the express
wishes of hishops and pricsts for it8 pros-
perity and increase,

The eyvidence of carefulness of the
financial management on both sides of
the line, as manifest in ti.e copies of re-
ports to hand, is matter of further con-
gratulation.

With this panegyric we proceed to
elacidate the facts necessary to the form-
ation of cenclusions.
Our prepared statement presents the
gituation as follows:
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This form, then,shows that the position
of the United States. and Canadian
Branches is a constantly changing one,
and that the relative percen.age is a
flnctuating quantity ; we can, theref re,
only arrive at a conc lusion by comparison.
There being no Canadian deaths recorded
in 1880, we pass that year by. In 1582
the death perc-ntage shows that the Can-
adians n that respect conormed to the
requirements of a rate of 10 to 1—r, as

the table shows, 4 to 40; thus in that year
the Canadian Branches did not assist
t' eir United States brethren. TIn 1884

we find 9 Canadian deaths to 65 in the
United States Branches. Therefore, we
have an excess of United States deaths
over the percentage proportion of 6 in
number.  Let us estimate four of those
deaths as being covered by a$2,000 policy
and two of $1,000 each. Ti:is means that
a total sum had to be raised by all the
Branches equalling 10,000, The mem-
bership in that year stood at 7,800 United
States brethren to 1, '(m( Ml.\‘]ll yoor 154
per cent. Thus, the n, of the & ﬂlIHH the
Cana rian nn-mlmrxhi;) had to furnish
$1,510. There wa-, thercfore, on this ac-
count an average amonnt of over Iraft on
each Canadian member of $L28, a sum
certainly not over-weighting the ultimiate
projec ted ool of the whole body.

While ealling the attentio n of members )
to the greater percentage of increase of }
Canadian membersaip during the ]n’lllnl
tabulated than occurred among the ~|~h-
Branches locate i in the United States, i
might not be unwise to assume toat Hn'_\' !
in their first years of existence increased
with the same rapidity. |

Neither must 1t be torgotten or over-
looked that the stage of rapid inerease of
membership has probably passed by and
that for the future the percentage of in-
crease will more than likely be a dimin-
ishing one, for the reason that, although
the annual increase may be a large one,
the increase of the totals will have the

eflect of reducing the percentage ; mores
over, as far as Canada is concerued,
1'5|uw'iully in the western centres of popu-
lation, the supply of Catholics who can
be induced to join is a limited one.
Although it 18 eminently satisfac lnl’\' to
have knowledge of the matters of the
Association in these past respects, present
knowledge of the standing and apparent
destiny of the Canadian Branches is
what we are most concerned about.
Reference to the list embodied in this
communication points to the rate of in-
crease of membership during the decade
us wonderfuily in favor of Canada; how

then is it with the death rate? The table
shows that the death ra‘e, when consid-
ered with the un-mlwrshlp, has 8o far in
the existence of the combired body
proved but slightly dmud\um.\-u-m.s 1o
the Canadian membership, and, it cer-
tainly appears to the writer, that as time
passcs that disadvantage will cease 1o
exist. ‘This conclusion is strengthened
by reasonings not ne cessary to here ap-
pen!

he seeming fact of the assessment
| gheots showing so few ‘lmu'm throughout
Canada must 1e looked ai from this point
"of view: The United States membership
at the present being about four times that
of the Canadian, they are (i [ may so
put it withont irreverence for, the dead)
entitled to four deaths to onr one. Suv'h
Leing the case, and npon this showing, it
sghould become the duty of all members
of Branch 49 of the . M. B, A, to dis-
countenance and discourage all eiforts
which may be made to introduce sepir-
ation dissention into the DPranches
thronghout Canada,

It shonld be always remen ‘;-r'ul that
a bond of unity of purpose and a desire
to do good is our connecting link. It is
also well to keep before our minds that
disintegration in part leads to disintezra-
tion as a whole, and it probably is with
the C. M. B. A. as it is with many another
association, that existence depends on
union, or,in other words, united we stand,
divided we fall; or, a housz divided
against itself, ete,

We have so far considered the snbject
from a statist.cal and perhaps sentimental
point of view. Let us, before closing, ex-
amine the question {rom a tinaucial one,
Conld we exist as a separated hody ?

The Grand Recorder writes me that
there is remitted each assessment to the
Sapreme Couneil about 36,500, The aver-
aze number of assessments during the
lasy eleven years was less than 17 the
average will probably be maintained this
year. Seventeen times the amount re-
mitted to the Supreme Council amounts
to $110 '»lli), a reserve of 5 per cent. being
laid by, say $5,500 per annum,

This year so far we have had 28 Can-
adian deaths recorded, and no epidemic
chrimicled—that is, up to 30th June, the
half year.  The probabilities are that the
remaining half year will see another 23
recorded, or a total of 56, 1f we take 50
of those ag policy holders of $2,000 each
and six as policy holders ot $1,000 each,
we shall have a gross payment to make
of $106,000, leaving a residue of say
$10,000, against which amount eurrent
expenses—salaries and other office and
traveling charges—must be booked. How
and what would our position be did we
have an additional five or more deaths?
Insolvency would stare us in the face, or
additional assessment calls would be in
order to restore eqniiibrium, Had we
not then better continne to pay into the
one coffer the overdraft as previously
shown than run a risk of having three,
four, five or possibly more assessments to
pay into the treasurer’s hands as a separ-
ated body than we wonld have under ex-
isting conditions? We at least think so.
Are we insane enough to seek such posi-
tion?  We think not; and we believe
that misapprehiension of existing facts
has been the leading cause of the dis-
salisf ‘tion.  We sincerely hope that, in
the case of Branch 49, the reading and
mn%lnlvr.mnn of this paper will forever
set at rest the anxiety of our members as
to which is the proper course to pursue in
and for the future.
