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In memorization, as in other things, it is necessary also to strike 
while the iron is hot—and at the same time to keep it hot by striking. 
Memorize the passage as soon as possible after it is studied, and keep it 
resh in the memory by frequent repetitions. The pupil who learns 

a Passage to-day and then puts it aside for a month, will find that he has 
a large part of his work to do over again. A passage that is learned only 
0r the purpose of immediate recall, which the pupil stumbles through 

w't'1 difficulty in class, is usually forgotten in a few days. If the pupil 
Wlshes to practise economy of effort, he will learn his work a little beyond 
what is necessary for immediate reproduction in the class-room.
