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2d. We Jikewise;e bmit thatthe comrnmunication betweep. the City
of(Quiebec and thel Côte de Bgpré.night be, greaiy unpoved by e
erection of Bridges ondhe seyeral riv;ults betweep ih Beauport's dis-
tillery or. mili and jorchested Bridge along the beach 'wods, that
vwhich could bdeèented- fora st an 'nôt exceeingý £180.

8d. - The colmmînication:bet;een Baie Staa4iiand St. Joacin,
meeting with great difficulties, it is ne.cessary that an additional sui
ofimon'ey shohld be .a*prôpiated toiimpróé -the oad opened last ea-
son pursuant tO theaidi Act.

4th. There exists no communication by land btween the river St.
Lawrence'aid the Baie, of &haleurs, nanely between Rimousky and
the upper part of the said Baie, the distanc.ebeing thirty'eagues or
thereabouts.

We huimbly submit the propriety of cutting-open a.roàdzor ïathr
foot path, which night be done at the rate of £2(J;perm 1nile the,
whole-amounting to 91800, .and by establishing settlçients from dis-
tance to distance, that road woul.d improve. itélf,' and might in tiie
becone of a great importance.

5thI. We shall again humbly observe that. the-keeping of a double
winter road with a single row of balises between, would not be more
expensive and perhaps less than the keeping of a.single one,:andtliat
it might perhaps be advantageous Ibr the winter communications, if it
was left to the decision of the Parish overseers todecide, .when and
where it inight be necessary to have such a double road.

6th. There is no easy communication alorig: the sóuth of the 'river
St. Lawrence fmoni Poiite Léèi upwards, towsi-ds iLotbinière, one
Bridge on the river E chemin, near -the Grand River ., St. Lawrence,
another Bridge on the river Chaudière, likewise near the said Grand
River between Pointe Lévi and'St. icolas, änd thii-d on the river
Duchéne in the Parish. ofotbinière, woldgreatly mprove that com-
munication, each of these Bridges might cost about 600.
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
