pr. W. M. Mather, formerly of
Tweed, in writing to a friend from
London under date of August 18th,
1914, says:—
“You will naturally ask, “What a-
pout the great war’’? At the present
time London is a great military camp
literally. Every where nearly where
there is any space at all you will see,
young fellows being drilled by army
officers and the enthusiasm about the

war is unbounded. There is no great
cheering, waving of flags, boasting or
expressions of ill-will against the Ger-
mans in general but the feeling a-
gainst the Kaiser and his war party
is bitter enough. The people here de-
plore the war, they know full well
from past. experience what a grim,
gruesome thing war is, but the Eng-
lishman has set his teeth with a de-
termination that is unmistakable,
that he will see the war through suc-
cessfully to the end, however much in
blood and treasure it may cost. Pre-
eautions of the strictest kind are be-
ing taken by the authorities here.
Fifteen thousand extra . policemen
were to be sworn in yésterday. - The
large post office on Newgate Street is
barricaded by.strong wire netting all
around and a strong detachment of
soldiers with fixed bayonets ‘parade
around the building all the time. The
source of the city water supply is
being guarded by a strong force of
military guards.- A rumor was cur-
rent a day or two ago that some Ger-
mans had attempted to poison Lon-
don’s water supply but this story is
doubtful. There are about 250,000
Germans in this ‘country and just
what to do with them is a serious
problem for the British government,
To send them home would only make
more enemies’' for England and
France to fight, and to keep them:
here means a great expense especial-
ly in food stuffs and the latter is
needed here. = They claim there is
food enough for four months and that
if the British fleet ean keep the

Not until to-day was a word
uttered about the army that has been
landed in France. 1 have been told
too on good authority that a large
British force has been in Belgium al-
most from the beginning fighting with
the Belgians and that the Black
Watch regiment has been badly cut
up. I am inclined to think this is
true as wounded British soldiers are
being brought over fom Belgium.

We tried to get passage for America
some days ago but our boat was can-
celled and like many others we have

een compelled to remain. I may get
away by the 12th or 15th of Septém-
ber, but am not sure. The work at
the hospital goes on but it is not so
good now for us as before the war.
