THEN AND NOW.

Most prominent among the points 
that have come into notice since the 
war in the East began, Port Arthur 
is in no way likely to be forgotten 
by the public—Admiral Togo's per­
sistent efforts to “bottle it up"' are of 
too frequent occurrence to make that 
possible.

April 25, 1896, the government of 
Russia sent to the govemmént at To- 
kio the following note: “Having ex­
amined the demands presented by 
China to Russia, the Russian imperial 
government has come to the conclusion 
that the" Japanese occupation of the 
peninsula of Liao Tuiig menaces the 
Chinese frontier and the Independence 
of Korea and is, In consequence, dan­
gerous to the preservation of peace in 
the far east. Animated by a cordial 
friendship for Japan, the Russian im­
perial government has decided, in con­
sequence, to, counsel the Japanese 
monarch to renounce completely the 
possession of the peninsula of Liao 
Tung.”

It is reasonable to presume that the 
occupation of this peninsula by Russia 
is not a menace to the peace of thé far 
east, for we have the assurance of 
Russia herself that she desires peace 
everywhere and if her occupation of 
this strip of land menaced peace, she 
would certainly relinquish it at once. 
Viewed from the Japanese standpoint, 
however, it is easy to see that it de­
pends. very much upon whose ox is 
gored, when the effect of the occupa­
tion of Liao Tung is to be detërminèd.

It to 
necessary first to have a worthy arti­
cle of common Use. Such an article 
will usually justify the advertising de­
pended upon it.

BRITISH FINANCES.

In a financial way, Joim * Bull has 
certainly teribly heavy burdens to 
bear these days. The chancellor of the 
exchequer, Austen Chamberlain, can­
not figure out a deficit for next "ear 
of much less than 826,000,000, arid this 
with the income tax still at eleven 
pence In the pound. The only methods 
open to him of bringing ends a little 
nearer together are such as, on polit­
ical grounds, he would not care to at­
tempt. Any addition to the income tax 
would be especially displeasing to the 
Conservative party, and would Involve 
the government in very general un­
popularity. A duty on cereals cannot be 
thought of just now, because Mr. Bal­
four has said that he is noiTyèt pre­
pared to adopt a policy of preference 
to the colonies and to impose the dut­
ies without a preference would create 
a very awkward position.

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LOOKING FOR A LAND ATTACK.

Spring having opened in NrirtÈéèn 
Korea and Sor.tbern Manchuria the 
Russians are looking for a Japanese 
land attack on either the Valu or tie 
Liao river. The Russian commanders 
are anticipating an attack at New- 
chwang and at the month of the Yaiu 
river. They are completely mÿStlflëd, 
however, by the movements of the Jap­
anese. The army in Korea has grad­
ually driven the Russians out of that 
country, and the forces of "he tilts.* 
are now lined up on the right bank of 
the Yalu. While the Russians are pro­
fessing that a stand will be made *héte 
against any further advance of the Jt$L- 
artee, the indications sow that thé re­
sistance will J>e only nominal, and tiüt 
the invasion of Manchuria from the 
direction of Korea inky be made possi­
ble ty their withdrawal inland.

Newchwang Is regarded by the Rus­
sian evidently as the most likely point 
for the initial attack as its occupation 
by the Japanese will expose the reâr 
of Port Arthur and isolate that fortress 
on the land side through the control of 
the railroad passing to the Japàneife. 
The defenses of Newchwang have, con­
sequently, been strengthened. The for­
eign ships in the Liao river are gettlilt 
out and the river is being mined tri in­
vent the entry of the Japanese whs 
ships and transports.

A Shanghai dispatch reports that the 
betrayal of the plans of the Japanese 
by one of their own officers prevented 
an earlier landing of their troops on th* 
Liaotung peninsula, the point which 
they were represented To have secured 
for the purpose having been tried in 
anticipation of the movement. The or­
iginal plan had, therefore, to be aban­
doned and hew plans adopted. Assum­
ing that this report Is true, the Rus­
sians are now in the dark regarding the 
Lew intentions of the Japanese com­
manders.
