Lumbering in West May
Solve After-War Employ-
ment Problem.

that before the close of the war, and
for several months afterwards. the
question of taking care of and find-
ing emplovment for a large number
of returned soldiers, who are in vari-
ous stazes of physical condition, from
total disabilitv to a aqnuestionable
physieal condition for ordinary em-
vloyment, dne to injuries received,
nervous strain, and military life
generally, will result in a dutv falling
on the government controlling the
situation in snch a mnner as will
avoid returned soldiers becoming la
charre on the various localities in
which theY are- discharged . from
military service.

It is quite evident from the num-
ber of returned soldiers that have
alreadv arrived in British Columbia
—nartienlarlv on the Pacific Coast—
that owing to the mildness of ~the
climate a much larger nronortion of
the men who have enlisted in Brit-
ish Columbia will elect to come to
the roast in preference to other narts
of Canada, which eondition will in-
rrease the resvonsibility of assimi-
lating these returned soldiers into
ordinarv avocations of business life.
It will be a difficult matter for the
gove~nment by the development of
ordinarv industries on the TPacific
Coast. to take care of a larre num-
ber of returned soldiers in lines of
emnlovment that such returped sol-
diers have been acenstomed to.

It is. a well estahlished faet thit
agrienlture, narticularlyv on Vancow-
ver Island, and on the heavilv wond-
od prtions of the Pacific Coast—has
been retarded bv the expensive cost
of elearing the land.

There are thousands of acres of
logged-off land available on Van-
couver Island, as well as on the maln-
land, where a healthy and congenial
employment can be provided for re-
turned soldiers.

It is suggested that either the Do-
minion or the Provincial Government
shiould secure  -control of areas in
different localities of say, five hun-
dred to two or three thousand acres,
accessible by railways or highways,
which land it is understood can be
secured at a low valuation; and
what might be termed “disbanding
cam_s’ capable of accommodating
one or two thousand men each,
should be estdblished under military
control, which might be termed ‘‘mo-
dified military discipline.” to suit
conditions; and that these disband-
ing camps should be used for the
purpose of keeping returned soldiers
employed in clearing land at their
regular military pay, or an addition-
al wage if deemed advisable by the

Individual soldiers could secure em-
ployment in the various lines of work
which they had been accustomed to,
or in new lines as might suit their
tastes or aspirations.

This method would give care or
comfort, and a line of out-door em-
ployment to- which the men have
long been accustomed since their en-
listment; and there would also, un-
der the proper guidance and tuition
of a resident agriculturalist at each
camp, doubtless be a large percent-
age of the returned soldiers who
would secure' portions of this land
from the government and start ac-
tive agricultural work.

As there is so much land to be
cleared, and the expense is so great,
and in view of the fact that a duty
will devolve on the government fto
take proper care of returned soldiers,
this field will not only prevent large
numbers of returned soldiers being
spread throughout the country with-
out employment, but will also give
them a means of subsistance, and
out-of-door employment, and the re-
sults of the expenditure to carry out
such a plan will be the minimum to
the government and the maximum
amount of good will result by ren-
dering = available for cultivation
