WILL RATIFY THE TREATY.

Tien-Tsin, May 3.—The Emperor of 
China has decided to ratify the treaty of 
peace negotiated at Shlmoneski by rep­
resentatives of China and Japan. Ac­
cording to the arrangements the ratifi­
cation will be exchanged at Che-Foo on 
May 8th. The Mikado ratified the treaty 
on April 20th last. Prince Kung, president 
of the -Chinese council of ministers, and 
head of the Foreign Office, who has been 
absent from his duties on sick leave for 
some time, will not resume active control 
of the governmental departments under 
his supervision,

London, May 3.—Independent advices 
confirm the statement that the Emperor 
of China has agreed to ratify the treaty 
of peace arrived at between China and 
Japan.

Paris, May 3.—The Japanese Minister in 
an interview published ln Figaro tills 
merning is quoted as saying that the 
Intervention of other powers In the ar- 
rapgements for pe%ce arrived at between 
China and Japan is only a small diffi­
culty. China, he adds, has every interest 
to ratify the treaty and leave Japan to 
arrange matters with the European pow­
ers. The Minister also said the Japanese 
desire payment of the indemnity and 
commercial concessions upon t)ie part 
of China to Japan.

JAPANESE SUSPENSE.
Toklo, Japan, May 2.-dapan must give 

•her final answer to Russia by May 7th. 
The suspense and public anxiety are ter­
rible. Nothing is known. Everything is 
dreaded. When mediation by the United 
States was being discussed last Novem­
ber by the authorities at Washington 
and Toklo, President Cleveland prophesied 
a league of European powers to deprive 
Japan of the fruits of her victory. There­
after the powers were carefully notified 
of the Japanese intentions. No opposition 
was then manifested. The blow was re­
served until the treaty of peace had been 
signed. Viscount Mutsu, the Minister of 
Foreign Affairs, and Premier Ito’s col­
league In the peace conference, is des­
perately HI.

Paris, May 2.—The Matin to-day says 
that Japan is treating with Russia, France 
and Germany and -that a peaceful settle­
ment of matters in dispute, arising from 
Rvssia’s objections to the terms of 
treaty arrived at between China and Ja­
pan, is probable. The Gaulois asserts that 
the three powers are about to achieve a 
diplomatic victory, adding that Japan is 
inclined to accept a territorial conces­
sion In another direction which is agree­
able to Russia.

WHAT ENGLAND WANTS.
London, May 3.—It is officially an­

nounced here that as a result of commun­
ications exchanged between Earl Kim­
berley, Secretary of State for .Foreign 
Affairs, and Sen or Chrisanto Medina, the 
Salvadorean Minister, here, acting for 
Nicaragua, the British Government has 
agreed that if the Nicaraguan Govern­
ment will address a note to Rear-Admiral 
Stephenson accepting the terms of the 
British ultimatum and undertaking, un­
der guarantee of the Republic of Salva­
dor, that the indemnity will be paid with­
in a fortnight, that the British squadron 
will be withdrawn from Nicaragua.

From a gentleman who took part in 
-the negotiations the Associated Press 
learns that it Ls felt by all concerned 
that Senor Guzman, Nicaraguan Minister 
at Washington is largely responsible for 
the continued opposition of Nicaragua as, 
being of a sanguine temperament, he led 
his Government astray as what they 
might expect from the United States. 
Continuing the gentleman referred to 
said, it would have been more satisfactory 
to any of t'hp Central American republics 
to have themselves paid the indemnity 
rather than be subjected to the calumny, 
misrepresentations and distrust which ap­
peared in the American and European 
press during the past few days. There 
is no question about the Monroe doc­
trine being involved. In fact, the doc­
trine is absolute. If England or any other 
power is unable to protect the safety 
and rights of her subjects in Central 
America, she is unable to protect her 
interests anywhere. If England tried to 
annex Corlnto it would be a different 
matter, but she was only demanding re­
paration for insults offered her subject*. 
The Associated Press further learns th&t 
Great Britain would not view with dis­
favor a United States protectorate over 
the whole of Central America. Indeed, 
during the present investigations the Earl 
of Kimberley said that under certain cir­
cumstances it would perhaps be better 
for the United States to proclaim a pro­
tectorate over Central America and make 
herself responsible for the acts of its 
people.

TARIFF" AMENDMENTS.
Berlin, May 2.—The Reichstag to-day 

passed the customs tariff amendment 
bill. The measure Includes a para­
graph giving the Government full 
power to Impose additional duties as 
reprisals for the hostile duties of for­
eign states, but providing that discri­
minating duties on goods on the free 
list shall not exceed 20 per cent- ad 
valorem.
