NO- INTERFERENGE

Will b: Tolerated in South Afri-
can Aifairs by Any Une.

Thst is ihe Position éf the British
Uovernment—No sympathy for
Pro-Boer Agitators.

London, March 15.—In the House of
Commons to-day, replying to Wii-
liam Redmoad, Irish Natienalist, who
asked whether the Government of the
United States had offe its good of-
fices to Her Majesty's Government
with the view of bringing about peace
in South Africa, the Government lead-
er. Mr. A. J. Balfour, said Her Ma-
jesty’s Government would not accept
the intervention of any power in the
settlement of South African affairs.
The following is the text of Mr. Bal-
four's reply to Mr. Redmond:—"The
United States Charge D’Affaires, on
March 13, communiecated to Lord Salis-
bury the following telegram from Mr.
Hay:—'By way of friendly and good
office inform the British Minister of
Foreign Affairs thatl to-day received
: telegram from the United States
Consul at Pretoria reporting that the
Goverament of the South¢African Re-
public request the President of the
United States to intervene with the
view of a cessatiom of hostilities, and
saying that a signilar request had been
made to the representatives of the
European powers. In communicating
this request I am directed by the Pres-
ideat of the Unized States to express
the earnest hope that a way will be
found to bring about peace, and tosay,
that he wou!d be glad in any friendly
manner to aid in bringing about the
desired result.”” The reading of this
despatch was greeted with cheers from
the Irish members. Continuing, Mr.
Balfourtsaid: — “Lord Salisbury re-
quested Mr. White to convey the sin-
cere acknowledgment of Her Majesty's
GGovernment to the Government of the
United States for the friendly tone of
their communication, and to say that
Her Majesty’s Government did not
propose to accept the intervention of
any power in the settlement of South
Loud and prolonged
cheegrs followed. this statement.
