Toronto, Ont., June 23. — After a
Cape Town, June 23— Lord Kitchener 

received a great public ovation on his 
arrival here to-day. The town was 
decorated, the streets were lined with 
troops, and the mayor and corpora­
tion welcomed the British commander 
at the town hall, and presented him 
with an address.

In the course of his reply Lord Kit- 
chener, referring to the country of 
his nativity, paid a special tribute to 
the services of the Irish troops during 
the war in South Africa.

Subsequently at a luncheon, in ac­
cepting the presentation of a sword 
of honor, Lord Kitchener took the re- 
sponsibility of having enforced mar­
tial law in Cape Colony. He declared 
it had prevented a general rebellion 
by stopping the disséminai ion of lies. 
Now, he asked for the suppression of 
racial feeling and all leagues and 
bonds. Briton and Boer had had a 
good fight, and were now shaking 
hands. Lord Kitchener also said his 
bearers could be sure that the rebels 
would not be dealt with vindictively.

Lord Kitchener and General French 
sailed for England to-day on the Pa­
cific Steam Navigation Company's 
steamer Orotava.
