Most Terrible 
- of Modern Times.

Victims of Italian .Earthquake Num­
ber Nearly 2<m,ooo.

/ROME, Dec. 29—One hundred thous­
and dead; Messina in Sicily and Rcg- 
gio and .a score of other towns 
Southern Italy overwhelmed; the en­
tire Calabria region laid waste; this 
is the earthquake's record so far as is 
at present known from the reports 
that are coming slowly into Rome on 
account of the almost complete des­
truction of lines of communication to 
the stricken places.

The death list in Messina ranges 
from 12,000 .to 50,000. that of Reggio 
which with its adjacent villages num­
bered 45,000 peopie, includes almost -the 
entire population. At Pialmo 1,000 are 
rëjÿorte(I dead; at Cassaho 1,000, at 
Cosenza 500 and half of the population 
of Baghaira, about 4,000. The Monte- 
leone region has been devasted and 
RLposto, Bern inant, San Giovanni, Scil- 
l<a, Lazzaro and Cajvnitello and all 
other communes and villages ‘border­
ing on the -Straits are i-n ruins.

ROME, Dee. 31—The Vitga states 
that a wireless message from it he 
Strait of Messina reports that Lipari 
Islands, a group of volcanic Islands in 
the 'Mediterranean near the coils*, of 
Sicily have disappeared. Tile toffial 
population of the group numbers 28,- 
000 -and must have inevitably perished.

The minister of marine has rushed a 
torpedo boat .to ascertain the faots.

Estimates of the deathroll of the 
earthquake now cease to concern the 
Italian people. It is enough to know 
that, the catastrophe is overwhelming 
figures wouid add nothing to the grief 
of the stricken nation nor move to 
greater efforts those upon whom the 
work of relief and resuce have fallen.

An Appalling Death List 
The horror of tihe Bituation at Mes­

sina grows with every fresh despatch. 
One of -the ccrrespoiidénts -places the 
death .role throughout the entire ter­
ritory as -high as ^90,000 but this ap­
pears to be extreme. Others make 
their ou-tside estimate 200.000, but the 
official estimate as made by the min­
ister of -marine, still holds to 115,000. 

Aid From Canada 
OTTAWA, Dec. 31—At this after­

noon's cabinet council it was decided 
to contribute on behalf of the Canadian 
government, the sum of $100.000 to­
wards the reiie’f of the sufferers 'by 
the earthquake In southern Italy. The 
contribution will ibe forwarded through 
the colonial office accompanied by tn 
appropriate expression of sympathy. 

Fight for Food
MESSINA, Dev. 31—A frightful 

scene occurred herf today amid 'the1 
ulna of the custom house. Bands of 
famished individuals \^ere grojijlng 

among the debris in the thope of dis­
covering food. The first of the search­
ers were successful and others, at­
tracted by .their cries of joy, fell ui>on ! 
them with revolvers and knives. The 
lucky ones defended each morsel liter­
ally wlthitheir lives. The struggle was 
of the most Inhuman description. The 
famished men threw themselves upon 
each other -like wol/es and several ffe31 
disembowelled in'defending a handful 
of dry beans or a few ounces of flour. 
One of the unfortunate was pinned to 
a -plank -by -a. knife while clinging to 
his hand was his little child, for whom 
he had sought food.

Disaster Worse than War

This disaster has resulted in a great­
er loss of ilife tdian any of our wars 
of (independence. Indeed, the situation 
is much worse as while war always is 
l>t*eoeded by a -period of preparation, 
•this has happened within forty ■sec­

onds. Millie war only affects the 
young and strong among th-e people, 
the -present calamity lias mowed down 
women and children old men and 
youths. While in war, the armies are 
followed ‘by the most complete camp 
hospitals, the numiberiless wounded 

in Calabria and eastern Sicily have 
been left tin main-y cases, forty-eight 
hours without assistance. Even wihen 
rescued :it Is impossible ‘to house .them 
everything having been filled by the 
dead.

Disaster Worse on Calabrian Coast

PALERXO, Dec. '31—The roads be­
tween Palermo -and Messina are fibed 
with long a«nd -sad processions of the 
wounded refugeèw, and the sights 'to 
bo seen as they painfully make theiir 
way <to the westward are simply heart 
rending. They all say they think they 
are -the only survivors.

The walls of several of the principle 
buildings of Messina are atiil standing, 
but they are so weakened that they 
will -have to be demolished as soon as 
possible to prevent fatalities among 
the rescuers. Every day tile under­
mined masonrÿ qfcmes crashing down.

Terrible Tale of Misery
MONTE LEONE, Dec. 31—Each tale 

wouid seem to surpass the bthfr .in hor 
ror and misery but the experience of 
a bund of refugees from Messina and 
Reggio who made their way on foot 
into Pal mi is distressing beyond words. 
The Messina refugees succeeded in. get 
ting away from -the Sicilian -coast in 
sailboats. After a -frightful experience 
in trussing the strait- they Iifndod at 
Calabrian. Here -they were met by 
the haggard refugees from Reggio and 
the various grtnips of unfortunates 
Joined forces. Together ‘;he>* pain­
fully climbed -the hills. At a certain 
point they all turned to give a last 
look at 'the burning cities. They stood 
on the mountain-side plunged in des­
pair. A young «prJesft. who had es­
caped from Reggio advanced towards 
the group, in all some 2,000 persons 
and blest them. Then turning In the 
direction of Reggio Iho solemnly called 
down -the blessing of God upon the 
desolated .city.

‘Peace ,to the dying.*- he cried, ‘peace 
to -the dead/

Men, women and children knelt -to 
the ground and rajseil their hands to 
Heaven, prayed for -the Ue!iveran*£. of 
the multitude. ’

The band .then t«>ok up its broken 
and toilsome inarch ho Palmi where the 
refugees arrived ton hours later in a 
torrent of rain. Two thousands hid 
set out in -the «beginning, but only 500 
rugged ami emaciated wanderers roach 
ed their destination. The others h,n<1 
succombed on tho awful journey and 
had fallen by «the wayside.
