better than was expected

That the temperance workers 
are not discouraged is shown by 
the fact that immediately on re­
ceipt of the returns a meeting was 
called to discuss the next step in 
the temperance cause. After some 
discussion in which the dominant 
note seemed co be more aggressive 
work than ever, it was resolved t 
that a committee of three from 
each denomination be appointed 
to take the proper place for bring­
ing into force the prohibitory 
clause of the License Act and also 
to deal with violations of the 
Canada Act and Liquor License 
Act in the maimer provided by 
law.—Events.
