THE REVENUE IS INCREASING.
Ottawa, June 29. — The House 

went into Committee of Supply, the 
estimates for the Post-office Depart­
ment being taken up.

Mr. Foster complained that the pub­
lic accounts did not show the actual 
cost of the Post-office Départaient, 
inasmuch as it had not assumed the 
cost of carrying malle ' to the Yu­
kon, which was charged to the other 
departments which old the work.

of $800.000 in domestic postage and 
$100,000 in Imperial postage. In­
stead of that sum, however, the Gov­
ernment had given the people a postal 
service at reduced rates fqp half the 
year at an expenditure of $398,717 In 
.excess of the revenue. If the deficit of 
that year were doubled it would still 
be less than the annual deficit under 
the late Government. Mr. Mulock was 
gratified to be able to tell the House 
that the reductions have been steadily 
offset bv the growing increase in the 
revenue. One reason of this was that 
owing to the reduction of the rate to 
2 cents the public had largely discon­
tinued sending impaled letters at the 
one-cent rate, and for the same rea­
son people were using letters instead 
of postcards, in the use of which a de­
crease was reported. He believed that 
within a month or two the revenue 
would be equal to what it was when 
it reached the highest point under the 
old high rates. In spite of what any­
one might say, these cheapened rates 
had brought the posVofflce nearer to 
the people, and they had taken advan­
tage of the cheaper rates. It was not 
merely bankers and commercial men 
who write to China, Japan and other 
countries who derived benefit from the 
Seduced rates.
