We find in. Herapath's Railway Journai,
of the 24th September, a confirmation of the
view taken. by us yesterday, that the import.
ance of the City of Hamlton und its grocery
trade are quite sufficient 1o justify the con-
struction of the Ca'edonia branch which is to
connect the aty with the Grand Trunk, and
sccure to us the trade of the: vast country
truverse® by the Buffalo and Lake Huron
Railroad. Answeiiny this question, what
will be the effeet uzon the Great Western
Railway. of Canada if the Grand Irunk having
the line from the Juffalo line to Hamilwon,
the Great Kailway authority proceeds thus:

‘18 Hami'ton a place of tiaffic importanee?
It was a few years back the most important
station on the Great Western of Canada, with
the exception of their two terminal stations,
Suspension-bridge and  Windsor, opposite
Detroit; there is no reason to suppose  that
any material change in the traffic of the'sta-
tions has occurred in late years. The Great
Western of Canuda used to publish in their
haify curl{' reports several stateroents from
their audit office, showing -the amount of
traffic from each und all of their stutions.—
These were most valuable tubles, but they
bave been discontinued since 1861, The last
