Stock Sales.
The week of shorthofn safes of the 

Messrs Miller came off as advertised, 
and notwithstanding the very unfavor­
able weather proved a fair success. At 
George Miller's, Riggfort, Markham, 16 
cows and heifers were offered, and all 
found purchasers at an average of 9301 
each. Of ûJ bulls offered, only 6 found 
purchasers, at an average of 9149 each, 
making the general average on 22 head 

\9325. 76 Cot old sheep brought 91,560, 
an average of a little over 920 each. At 
Wm. Miller jr's sale the next day, 37 
cows and heifers brought 912,950. an 
average of 9350 each. 3 bulls brought 
9405, or an average of 9138. The gener­
al average making 9334 each. Sheep 
brought good prices, but not extra. 
One cow sold for 91,260, another for 
$1,000. At John Miller’s sale 20 cows 
and heifers were disposed of for 96,715 ; 
average, 9335.75 each. 5 bulls brought 
91,085, an average of $217. 28 imported 
Cotswold ewes brought 91,386, 24 Cana­
dian bred ewes and rams brought 9572.

At Birrell & Johnston’s sale, 24th Oc­
tober, the average on cattle reached 9225 
each. Shçep, however,brought very high 
prices, ewes and ewe lambs going from 
$30 up to 9230 per pair. They were 
extra tine, and the whole flock weas put 
up and sold. Two Clydesdale stallions, 
recently imported, only brought 9550 and 
9500 respectively.
