Petitions for Artificial Stone
Pavements.

Oomplaints About the Stone Crusher
Oome. Before the Board of Works.

——————

The board of works met last night,
and disposed of a few petitions for and
against street improvements. The
members present wete Ald. Douglass
(chairman), Carrothers, Belton, Cooper
and Dreaney, Engineer Graydon and
Secretary Bell.

Resldents of Queen’s avenue petween
Park avenue and Wellington street pe-
titioned against the laying of an arti-
ficial walk. Mr. Crawford, one of
the petltioners, said they 'had a board
walk at present which was in good con-
dition. and had been down but two or
three years. The petition was not suf-
ficiently signed and Mr. Crawford said
he would try to remedy that defect.

A petition from the residents on the

north side of Dundas street between
English and Ontario streets against an
artificial walk was granted.

The engineer recommended that artl-
ficial walks be laid on the morth side
of Queen’s avenue, between Waterloo
and Colborne streets, and on the morth
side of Wolfe street. Adopted.

The pay sheet showed that some of
the ward foremen were recelving @ay
for work overtime, and Ald. Cooper ob-
jected. claiming that it was a part of
their duty to attend to the work when
needed. The accounts passed.

Ald. Dreaney found fault with the
treatment which Mr. Adams, formerly
watchman of the stone crusher, had re-
ceived. He had been put at work that
a younger man should he given, the
alderman said, and moved that he be
appointed engineer in place of Mr. Mea-
den. The motion, however, was not
pressed.

\Ald. ‘Cooper favored doing nothing in
the matter at present. The work upon
which the stone crusher was now en-
gaged would be finished in a few days,
and he would then move that no more
stone be crushed until another macad-
am road be asked for. The management
of the crusher was very unsatisfactory,
he said. The highest number of loads
of stone drawn per day this year was
22, as against 40 and 45 last year. The
tnen employed to epread the stone had
to wait an hour and a half at.a fime
because the stone was not drawn fast
enough, and the residents had to pay
for that.

The engineer said the fault lay with
the engine, and it was decided to in-
spect the machine.

A deputation of South London resi-
dents—Messra. McCullough, Stinson and
Betts—living on the Wharncliffe road,
bhetween Byron avenue and the Pipe
Line road, complained that the grade
of the street rallway .in front of ‘their
property waa too high. They asked that
the sidewalk be raised and the road at
the side of the tracks be properly grad-
ed. The committee decided to visit the
place Saturday afternoon.

MARKET
IMPROVEMENTS

Butchers Want a Shed From
City Hall to Market Lane
Crossing.

Protest Against the Method of Water
ing the Pavement—Tenders To Be
Oalled for Oity Lighting Plant.

The chief discussion at last night’s
meeting of the fire, light and market
committee concerned the question of
lighting the city and market changes.
Engineer Graydon presented the spe-
cifications for an electric lighting plant,
together with the steam plant required,
both for high and low pressure. He
recommended the latter. These recom-
mendations were dndorsed after a few
alterations, and a motion passed to ad-
wvertise for tenders.

Messrs. P, Birtwistle, D. W. Black-
well, Spry and Thomas Kingsmill ap-
peared before the committee to pro-
test against the [present street watering
system. They preferred having the
streets watered in the daytime, as the
dust was & very great annoyance to
merchants. Besides this there was a
great waste of water at nights.

Ald. Hunt sald the method was
changed by order of No. 2, which had
no right to interfere.

Ald. Stevely had brought ithe matter
up when he returned from New York,
There they flooded the streets at night
and used a rubber scraper. There was
no dust during the day.

Mr. Birtwistle thought that might
work all right in New York, where as-
phalt pavement was expensive, but
here none of the streets leading to the
main thoroughfares were paved, and
there was bound to be dust.

The engineer said the merchants were
responsible in a large measure for so
much  dust during the day, because
they swept the dust and dirt from their
eatablishments on to fhe pavement.
He suggested watering the sidewalks.

Mr. D. W. Blackwell said if the side-
walks were watered the ladies would
go out in the middle of the road in pre-
ference to the walks.

On motion of ‘Ald. Hunt it was decid-
ed to order the contractor to return
to the old system of watering in the
daytime, and that merchants he order-
ed mnot to put sweepings from their
stores on the pavement. g

A deputation from the wholesale but-
chers protested against the canceling
of the privilege of using the east side
of the bagar shed.

Hunt moved ‘that the shed be
built if 30 signatures were received.

The city solicitor’'s opinion was given

regarding the allotment of spaces on
the market to gardeners. He doubted
if this could be done, apd it would
doubtless give rise to many difficulties.

The communication was filed for re-
ference.

Repairs to the market house and
gldewalk were ordered mpade after in-
spection by a sub-committee.
