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Convicts in and Out of Prison.

The Minister of Justice has intro-
duced into the Senate a bill for the ex-
tension of the ticket-of-leave system to
Jalls and reformatories, as well as pen-
itentiaries. Last year, following the
example of Great Britain, the United
Btates and Germany, Parliament in-
dorsed the paroie system_ for convicts
sent to penitentiaries, and the Minister
of Justice having found that it works
well so far as tried, now proposes that
#t shall be extended so as to permit
$he liberation of conwicts on parole
from other places of punishment.

At first, there was some little ob-
Jection to the adoptiion of this system,
dbut it arose from a misapprehension,
and now only one Senator—Hon. Mr.
Clemow, of Ottawa—has raised his
volce against the second reading of the
measure for the extension of the sys-
tem, As we have shown, it has worked
exceedingly well .in ¢he old country,
where, acctording to last year’s report
of the commissioners of prisons, the

overwhelming majority of convicts are
Iberated on parole, and put on their
honor to start 2 new and honorabie
Mfe, under the knowledge of the fact
that if they do not do so, they will be |
rearrested, and not only punished for |
the mew offense, which tkey have com- |
mitted, but be made to serve out the
sentence which was suspended while
they were on parcle. We can be as-
sured that if the sysftem had mnot
worked well—if it had not proved for
the best interests of society—it would
have been long since repealed in Eng-
land.

It 18 many years since it was first
established, and though there was a
little friction, a’” little harshness to-
wards ticket-of-leave men by meddie-
some officials, no sne would now think
of repealing the provisions of the law
which have just been copied in the Do-
minion.. We live in & humanitarian age,
too, and the British people look with
more kiridness on the erring than in the
past, and the persecution of ticket-of-
leave men would not be tolerated by

the authorities. The fact that it is |

now easier for 4 man who has been
dlberated from a place of punishment to
get a new gtart than it was formerly,
has probably something to do with the

decrease in crime in Great Britain. For |

Wwe all Know that few things have a
greater tendency to drive men to reck-
less wrongdoing than the belief that
nobody cares for them, that they are
outcasts, and that their punishment
does not end when thy leave the place
of their confinement.

The dissentiniz Senator at Ottawa ar-
gued that prisoners are too well taken
care of while im jail, and it may Dbe in
€eome cases, as In countiy jails, where
they are allowed to lie in idleness, to
be supported by the industry of thelr
fellows, that they are made more com-
fortable than is desirable in the pub-
lic interest, and come to regard the jail
as a pleasant place of abode. That is an
error that can be corrected where it

exists. But to our mind there is not in
this country, as yet, any too much !
sympathy* displayed towards e::{-con-|
victs, who are anxious to get a new |
start. Indeed, the experience that
comes to many of these men, and to |
some ‘women, after their liberation, is !
that It is only after their liberation
from prison that their punishiment for
wrongdoing reaily begins, and often be-
ocomes sO severe as to lead them to the
venge of despair.

‘When criticised dn the Senate, the
other day, for doing a kindly act to a
man who had been discharged on a tic-
kea-of-leave, and who had been gullty
of a grave wrong, Hon. Mr. Mills took
@ccasion to point out how difficult it
was. for a person who had been in the
penitentiary to get a start in leading
an hoaest life. He adduced the case
of one man who had come out of the
penitentiary resolved to do what he
coul® to atone for past deeds. This man
had received employment on four gdif-
ferent occasions, and on each he had
been dismissed from the service of his
employer, not because he had done any |
wrong, but simply because it had be-
come known that he was an ex-con-
wviet. It is a fact that the wnoment it
becomes known that a man has been in
the penitentiary, it becomes a barrier
to his obtaining employment. The trust
of his fellow-men is shaken in him.
They do not know how far they can re-
Pose confidence in a man ‘who has been
In jail, and they refuse to take any
risk while the services of men who
bave always behaved themselves can
be gbtained.

‘This is a consideration which should
be #aid to heart by those tempted to do
mwrong. It is indeed no €asy matter
even after one has suffered the penalty
called for by justice, to regain a posi-
tion §n saciety that has once been lost.
