Port Hope, Jan. 22.—In the collision be-
tween two freight trains on the G. T. R.
last evening (mentioned elsewhere), be-
tween this place and Newtonville, a sta-
tion 7% miles west of here, the victims
were: Fireman Matthews, of the east-
bound freight, residence Little York, and
Brakeman Everist, of the west-bound
freights, residence Little York.

Conductor Preston, of the west-bound
train, was slightly injured.

The west-bound train was ascending a
grade, when the eastern freight rounded
a curve, the engine crew of the former
