KINGSTON, Ont., April 18.—Short-

dock here at noon. The acetylene gas
generator in the stern of the boat had
just been filled as also two huge buoys
on deck and the crew was engaged on a
third, when the gas exploded, and the
two of the buoys were hurled into the
air., In an instant the boat was in
flames. When. the air cleared, Fred
Mullin, first mate, was found lying 75
feet away, his head blown off and his
body burned almost to a crisp. Capt.
Allison, of the Morrisburg, was ba
burned about the head, face and body.
He is in the hospital and is not expected |
to live. Clifford Irwin, Chas. Burnett,
Sam Delanty, G. H. Smith, W, H., Mich-
aud and George Lessard, members of the
crew, were more or less injured. The
fate of two others of the crew, Fred
Courier of Montebello, the secend mate,
‘who was painting one of the buoys, anfi

‘ Evan Millard, of Morrisburg, is. un-|

known, but from all indications one was
blown into the water and the other was
blown to pieces. The lung 'of .2 man
and small pieces of his body were found
on the deck of the steamer Avoun, 150
feet away, and it is thought they maust
have belonged to one of the unfortunate
men. The boat blazed fiercely for over
an hour in spite of the efforts of the fire-
men, Tonight she sank in shallow wa-.
ter. She is almost a wreck. The force
of the explosion broke thousands of win-
dowse for one hundred yards The
explosion was heard at Cape Vincent,
New York, thirteen miles away.

BARRICADES AND RED FLAGS..

Limoges Strikon_Killed in Conflict
j With Treops.

{ Limoges. April 17.—Disturbances in-
cident to the strike of workmen employ-
ed in the porcelain industry were more
serious today. Strikers demanded the
release of those of their comrades who
were arrested Sunday night, and on be-
ing refused attempted to force their way
into the prisom.

Mounted troops arrived at the scene,
but the strikers tore down fences, erect-
ed barricades and raised red flags. The
cavalry charged several times, but.the
horses fell among wire. The police com-
missary called on the strikers to disperse
and the response was a volley of stones.
Several soldiers were hurt.

The troops then fired blank cartridges,
followed by ball, killing one, mortally in-
jured another arZ slightly wounding sev-
eral of the strikers. T'urther charges by
the cavalry were successful, the crowd
retreating into ride streets, from whence
they showered stomes and other missiles
on the troops. Many arrests were made.

‘New Post Office Bullding for
Fernie Will Rival Nelson’s—

Elko’s Large Planing MIilI —
Large Land Deals In the

to move the wagon a few feet forward he
spoke to the horses and as they moved for-
ward a plece of timber tipped up and
scared - the team, onme of which was a
colt.

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CONCLUDING' ARGUMENTS.

Counsel in Hopper vs. Dunsmuir Are
‘Now Making Final Addresses. -

Before the Full court yesterday the
argument of A, P, Luxtoni K. C, for
the defendant in the appeal of H
vs. Dunsmuir; - was coficluded, and
Bodwell, K. C., for plaintiff began his
reply. The latter will be followed. by
Sir Hibbert Tupper, K. C., for the inter-
vener, : :

Mr. Luxton went very fully into the

unsmuir, quoting from various wit-
nesses to show that testator always look-
ed upon’ Vietoria as his home. He had
often spoken of returning to Victoria to
live, and contended he would always re-
main a Britisher. Shoﬂll{ before his
death, on his last trip to New York, he
registered at the hotel as “Alex. Duus-
| muir, Victoria.” The home at San
Leandro was always referred to as being
built for Mrs. Wallace or Mrs. Duns-
muir. It was never described as being
‘built for himself, it-being always under-
stood that he would return to Vietoria
to live.
i Mr. Luxton also paid some attention
to the question of the probate of the will,
quoting numerous authorities in support
of his contention that the decree of pro-
bate granted in the place of domicile
eould not be annulled after the period

yond the jurisdiction of the court in the
place of domicile. :

In opening his address in reply, Mr:
‘Bodwell- dealt first with the relations
betweeu Alex. Dunsmuir and Mrs. Wal-
lace up to the time the latter became his
wife. Counsel on the other side had at-
tempted to show that the intimacy was
oune to which no special importance could
be attached, in short, that it was a pass-
ng whim of Alexander’s to be in: her
society. This, contended Mr. Bodwell,
‘was contrary to 'the evidence, which
showed that the utmost affection existed
‘between the two, that their relations for
years were those of man and wife; they
were considered so by their friends, in-
cloding the defendant, who visited them
with his family.

Mr. Bodwell also- called attention to
the. fact that it was evident from an
examination of the will that the date’ of
its exécution was written in at a period
later than thdat on which the signatures
were affixed.

To this Mr. Justice Martin remarked
that it was an incontestable fact that a
good will could not be invalidated by any
changes in the document after the sig-
natures had been affixed. °*

HOPPER-DUNSMUIR APPEAL.

E. V. Bodwell, K. C., Continues Ad-
dress in Reply Before Full Court.

E. V. Bodwell, K. C., spent all of yes-
terday’s session of the Full court in pre-
senting his reply to opposing counsel’s
argument in the Hopper-Dunsmuir ap-
peal case. Mr. Bodwell pointed out to
Their Lordships that it was somewhat
strange that there was no record of Dr:
Huntihigton ever having made an exam-
ination of Alexander’s physical and men-
tal condition, although he gave testimony
purporting to ‘describe such examination.
No record had been found of Dr. Hunt-
ington, ever having been paid for mak-
ing such examination, and it was not to
be supposed that be would give his ser-
vices for nothing.. Respecting the point
opposing counsel had tried to make: by
attacking the evidence of witnesses who
testified as to testator’s drinking habits,
Mr. Bodwell ‘said he wanted no better
evidence than that given by Dr. Thorne,
who had sworn that Alexander was prac-
tically drunk all the time from 1897 to
1899—and had drunk enough to kill ‘ten
ordinary men. The conclusion which

t Mr. Bodwell submitted to Their Lord-

ships was that from this evidence, sup-
ported as it was by other facts which
had been ' proved over and over again,
Alexander eould not have been in sound
mind at the time he made his will,

" Mr. Bodwell" will be: followed by Sir
Hibbert Tupper, K. C., who appears'for
the intervener. It i expected the argu-
ment will be completed by Thursday
next, when the Easter vacation begins..

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ASSASSIN'S TERM SHORTENED.

Anarchist Who Attempted Steel Mag-
nate’s Life Gets Pardon.
Pittsburg, April 18.—Alexander Berk-
mann, %; personal friend of Herr Most,
Emma Goldman and others, who in July,
1892, tried to. assassinate H. C. Frick
in his Pittsburg effice, and whose com-
bined sentences aggregdted 22 years, will
on July 24, 1906, step from Riverside
penitentiary, just eight years ahead ‘of
the origindl time set for his liberation.
I Formal notice has been served by the
friends of the noted anarchist that ad-

The ori-
ginal bill was eriticized somewhat sev-
erely by some membeérs who took the
view that it rather favored the legaliz-
ing of crimping.

“BRAVE” ROJESTVENSKY.

‘Admiral’s Hardihood in Facing Japa-
nese Admired by Countrymen.

Paris, April 18.—The Russian naval
attache here, Captain . Icpantchine,~in
an interview, says he believes the
strategic situaticn will lead Admiral
Togo to await Admiral Rojestvensky
off Nagasaki,- where Togo will have a
base to repair his damaged ships, which
is important owing to the Japanese not
having reserve vessels.

The ¢aptain further says that Togo's
strength represents seven battleships
against Rojestvensky’s five. The gun-
fire of the squadron, he asserts, is
practically the same. Togo's heavy
guns dismounted for use at the siege
of Port Arthur have been replaced by
new ones ‘of English ‘and_ American

Captain Icpantchine also declares
that Admiral Rojestvensky’s lengthy
voyage and daring entrance to the
waters of Japan constitute an achieve-
ment without historical’ precedent.

MOBBED AT BARGAIN SALE.

Women and Children Are Trampled
w21 Under Foot.

Philadelphia, April 18.—Thousands of
men, women and children, seeking bar-
gains at the new five and ten cent
store opened here yesterday, fought
wildly to enter the building, and in the
rush which followed every time  the
doors were opened scores of weaker ones
were trampled beneath the feet of the
more robust bargain hunters.

The crowd in front of the store en-
trance blocked the street and stopped
the street cars. Some bargain seekers
stood for heurs with infants in their
arms, fighting, scratching and scream-
ing. They struggled fiercely to entef
the store. Women were trampled to:
the pavement and babies were torn
from the arms of mothers. The entire
police force was summoned and ambu-
lances from Jefferson, Penna and Hah-
neman hospi hastened to the scene
to carry off the injured.

For half an hour there was also an
immovable jam inside the store. In the
rear of the store a temporary medical
ward was organized to care for women
who fainted.

AGENTS TAKE A HAND.
Representatives of Equitable Company
Meet and Pass Resolutions.

New York, April 18.—After a session

at the Hotel Savoy lasting for nearly
six hours today, aside from a short re-
cess, the two hundred odd managing
agents of the Equitable Life Assurance
Society from all parts of the United
States adopted resolutions late this af-
.ternoon -asking the New York state legis-
lature to “exerdise its plenary powers
by enacting an amendment to the so-
ciety’s charter,” this amendment to give
the policy holders admission t6 the direc-
torate of the society.
i ‘Soon after the meeting opened, - Mr.
Alexander made an address and was fol-
lowed by Mr. Hyde and Mr. Tarbell.
The talk of all was confined strictly to
the admonition that all concerned should
work from now on for the best interests
of the society. '

‘When Mr. Hyde arose to speak he
was hissed by a general agent of the so-
ciety, who was said to be the leader in
a movement to engage Joseph Choate,
who was said to be the leader in a move-
‘American ambassador to Great Britain,
to conduct an investigation on behalf of
the agents into the society’s affairs. Mr.
Hyde remarked that any such reception
really was a compliment, and proceeded
with what he had to say undisturbed by
the incident. He sajd that if he had
done anything wrongfully or otherwise,
he should be kicked out and if any offi-
cers of the society had been guilty of
wrongdoiug they should be thrown into
the street. h

Boston, April 18.—A number of the
largest policy-holders of the Equitable
Life Insurance Company in New Eng-
land have formed a protective commit-
tee, the purpose of which is set forth
in the statement issued today, which
is, in part, as follows:

SHINGLE COMBINE REVIVED.
Nearly All Companies Organize to
Restore Prices. :

Vaneouver, B. C., April 18.—(Special.)
—It would appear that better counsel
has prevailed in the shingle trade in
British Columbia and that 90 per cent.
of the trade have voluntarily put it
beyond their power to commit the folly
of breaking the market price of
shingles below the profit point. Two
companies have been organized to
handle the ‘entire output of the mills
and fully 90 per cent. of the trade are
giving their co-operation to the plan.
The names of the companies are the
Export Lumber and Shingle Company,
Limited, and the Union Lumber Com-
pany, Limited. Customers of all the
mills have been written to, acquainting
them with the condition of affairs and
of the change in the price of shingles,
and asking them to deal direct with
these  companies.

Should any mill, however, receive an
order direct, that mill will hand it over
to the selling company to fill. The
price of shingles, although raised, is
less than the schedule price before the
price war. The old price was $2.65 to
fifty-cent points, and $3 to points out-
side. The present rate is $2.50 to fifty-
cent points and beyond $2.95. The
present plan, of course, makes the con-
trol of the output practicable. This,
of course, was the great evil to be
guarded against. With & possible out-
put of from one hundred and fifty ma-
chines of nine hundred million a year,
and without some regulation, over-
production was very likely to follow.
With each mill rated according to an
equitable, just plai to which all have

agreed, the supply need not be above
the demand and business may be con-
ducted cleaner, more ecunomically and
on more legitimate lines.

NAN PATTERSON'S TRIAL.
