Toronto, and the village of Yorkville in re-
gard to the matter of annexation, met ia fhe

City hall on Saturday forencon. There
were preeent Mayor McMurrich, Aldermen
Clurke, Boustead, and Denison on behalf of
Toronto,- avd ~ Reeve Gibson,  Deputy-
Reeves Sannders, Hastings, and Vair on be-
half of Yorkville. They formed into a joint
committee, and appointed Mayor McMur-
rice as chairman, &n the discussion which
followed Ald. Denison said they should
meet each other in a liberal spirit, and the
annexation should be worked out on a broad
general basis. Take the debt of the city,
and Yorkville, and see what each bore to
the population and assessment, and if the
percentage was lower for Yorkville, the
city should give some allowance in a lump
sum, so.as to enable the village to meke any
necessary improvements, Then let York-
ville come in as a ward of the city. He
thought they should come in entirely under
the local improvement system. He saw no
reason for going too much iuto details. -

It was finally moved by Ald. Denison,
seconded by Deputy-Reeve - Saunders,
**That a committee of five be aBpointed
consisting of the mayor, Messrs. Drnison,
Clarke, Gibson, and Saunders to enquire
into the financiel position of the corpora-
tions of the city of Toronto and the village
of Yorkville and report to the joint com-
mittee at its next meeting.”’ ‘The motion
was carried and the meeting then ad-
journed. :

REFORMED EPISCOPAL CHURCH,

A service was held in the church yes-
terday afternoon. The pastor, the Rav. An-
thony Bilkey, officiated, and the sermon
was preached by the Rev. D. J. Macdon-
nell, who took for his text the words of
Matt. v: 17; ¢ Think not that I am come
to desticy the law ot the prophets; 1 am
not come to destroy but to fulfil.” - The
charge which was entertained against Christ
was that hefwas an invader, one who had
-come to destroy the {law. This is always
the cry of formalists—nien who cannot dis-
tinguish between the body of truth aud
the garments in which it is elothed—who

worship the letter and ignore the spirit
Christ fulfilled the old testament in two
ways. Fust, by, his teaching. -Who can
r«ad the sermon on.the mouut and not be
persuaded that there is an advance on the
Jegislation of Moses—there is no antagonism
between them —but the sermon is a com-
pleiing of the partial—a developing of the
germ  The question is sometimes ask-
ed. Was the old testament imperfect ?
Ye:—and no. It was perfect, inasmuch as'it
was all that men *‘ could bear.” It was
perfeetly adapted to their moral stature ai
the time. It was imperfect, as the rules
that you give ycur child would be incoin-
plete as rules of life for men. Christ’s own
teaching was gradual. T do not thiuk any
one can read that first sermon on the mount
and ‘then that passage beginning at the
13th and ending at the 17th chapter of Join
without realizing that from the one slip to
the other therz has been a great advance.
This is only in accordance with what Jesus
indicated as to the partial nature of his
own teaching, ‘/I have many things to
say uuto you, but ye cannot bear them
now."” y

But there is a more important sense in
which Christ fulfils in the ol testament—
by His life. Many teachers before Christ
had propounded beautiful and true maxims,
but none had lived up to them ; so far as
I am :aware, none had claimed to do so.
Christ’s life was a large part of his teachiug.
No mere words—not even his own words—
could have made us understand God as that
life does  Life must be ifiterpreted by life
—apirit by spirit—and Christ presents
to us God in miniature. What
volumes of words could be compar-
ed to the simple fact of Jesus shed-
ding tears. We ask ‘‘does God really care
when a man dies and his sisters are broken
hearted ?° and Jesus in raising Lazarus
viriually answers “yes,” We may be in
doubt as to the inspiration of this or that
particular old testament psalm or prophecy.
But we can not even read the gospel ac-
couut of the life of Jesus without being
convinced that that life was inspired as no
other life had been.

The. preacher closed by speaking of Christ
as fulfilling the old testament by the sacri-
fice which crowned hislife. His was the
real sacrifice which does take away sin as
the blood of bulls and goats never took it
away. The love which prompted that sacri-
fice has been the mighriest lever to move
men out of their sin. They have recognized
that siu as the accursed thing which eruci-
fied the hand of glory.

When . between . Elm . and  Walton
streets Policeman Long, (No. 110,) sprang
into their midst exclaiming, with & oath,
** the first man who - opens- his mouth I'll
snlit his head open.” He then carried his
threat into effect and  seized a young uni-
versity stirdent, probably the smallest in
the crewd, and bolding him' against the
wall with one hand, proceéded to lay on
the baton with the other. He accom-
plished his design of splitting his head
open. On the following day that young
man appeared personally before the com-
missioners, being taken there in a hack,
and laid an information. It is needless to
say that he got no satisfaction, the comn-
missioners saying that the matter would be
brought up in a few days. It has not been
brought up yet. g

On the night of Nov. 3 the students of
Trinity ‘medical school were proceeding in
a body up Yonge street after their annual
dinner at the Rossin house, when they were
assaulted by the police and several of them
badiy hurt by the batous. :

On the night of Nov. 10 the ‘ students
of Toronts school of mediciné were pro-
cceding home from their annual dinner at
the Queen's, when they were tollowed from
thut ‘place to corner Kingand Yonge streets
by twe policemen. There they were joined
by two more. = These four followed up
Yonge street, and when near Queen street
three more policamen ran across the street
with theirbatons raised. The scven then
jumped on the stadents, and those who did
not use their batons skilfully plied their
lists and"boots at one ‘and the same time.
Now, gir, four of the leading doctors of this
country were in that erowd—one of them
was struck by a policeman and shoved
into the ditch. A second, ‘when
about to be struck by a policeman,
simply remarked to him that he
was Dr. R—, when the whole even coward -
ly policemen slunk away. * Lmay just say
here that there was a serzeaut among the
number. The four doctors above mention-
ed started with the boys that they might
watch the conduct of both beys and police-
men. They are willing to give their -evi-
dence at any time.

(2) Have the police amy  right to use
their batons unless resisted ! The highest
legal authority in this city says they have
not.

(3) Are they not bound to give their
numbers when asked to doso? On the
above oceasion, when asked their numbers,
they replied individually, “I'll show you my
number,” and proceeded to lay on their
batons.

(4) Does not a policeman cease to be a
policeman as soon as he nses his baton,
when not resisted ! Tiigh icgal authorivy
says he does. t

the chief wiii confer & favor on
the doctors, the students, and the public
at large.

POCKET THEOLOGY.
il SR
A Letter from James Parton, Voltaire’s Bio-
grapher—His Opinion of Collector Patton’s
Act.

In a letter which I have received from
Jawmes Parton, the eminent biographer, he
has the following regarding the *° Pocket
Theoiogy,” in answer to an enquiry of
mine upon the subject : *“ The first edition
of the Philasophical Dictionary, published
in 1764, was ¢alled Le Partatif, which cor-
responds pretty nearly to our motion of a
pocket-book. ”

Before Mr.' Patton’s letter was received
I had come to the couclusinn that the
Pocket Theology was a translation of an
early edition of the Philosophical Diction-
ary, after examining caretully that work.
The arrangement is the same, and the ar-
ticles become shorterin the older editions,
80 that I have no doubt but that the edi-
tion of 1764, that Mr., Parton mentigos, is
the one that Miss Carroll has translated
and called the "Pocket Theology. But
whether this aalnm(f;tion is correct or not,
none whv have read much of Voltaire can
doubt that he is the author of the much
msliﬁle::d work in question. Indeed every
line bears the impress of his peculiar genius,
and the work as a whole must have had a
tremendous effect upon the rotten ecclesias-
tical systems of Europe in the middle of the
last century.

Mr. Patton’s aetion in seizing a work of
this characier is fittingly describbed by
Mr. Parton in the concluding paragraph of
his letter, *‘ The insolent action of your
collector shows the truth of Voltairc’s frea
quent assertion that L'lifume wuas not
dead. He gave it its death wouud, but it
may takea hundred years yet for it to die.”
