War, I take it,
ismterrible evil, and I believe that between
the country on this side of the'line and the
country to the south there is no contingency in
which the good sense of the two peoples will
allow a war to arise. There are cur-
rents of passion and prejudice thav ruf-
fle the surface of a people’s feelings
but do not stir the strong deep curre:
that flow beaeath. I believe these two coun-
tries will live together in peace and amity.
The executive head of the United States has
asked for power to retaliate against the people
of Canada, I do not know why. The people of
Canada have not violated any treaty. {Cheers.]
They have only sought fairly and uul{{w
carry out the terms of the treaty. or
have the people of Canada been averse to
modify that treaty in accordance with
the rit of the present age. They
showed their willingneasto do so by assenting
to the treaty of '88 which the Senate of the
United States rejecied, nor bave they shown
an unfriendly spirit toward the United States.
The whole course of the fishery negotiation
shows the very opposite, They were granted
free fishing without any compensation in 1871
They were given six months free fishing in 1885
after the Treaty of Washington expired.
Their fishermen were allowed to make their
customs entries with the captains of cruisers
instead of having to go into port. and the in-
structions to the’commandersof cruisers were
nlwni ive the American fishermen the
benefit of ail doubts. The true cause of Retali-
ation was this, that the Americans wished to
moditg a solemn treaty and get for the use of
their fishermen priviléges in our waters which
they renounced in 1818, and for renouncing
which they gained a thousand miles of our sea

coast.

Continuing, he sald two suggestions had
been made, one by The Globe. The latter
organ he highly praised for its straight course
on the question of the Fisheries during a very
critical time. He nsked, however, whether the
suggestion was a wise one of go[ng to Wash-
ington to parry the blow and of asking for a
new trade relation which should carry the
Fisheries question with it. Between the
two countries the history of the trade
relations. went to show that frequently the
Canadian Government had asked for trade
relations. They had asked for them within the
last three years, had tried o settle the new
question by a fresh .arrangement. It wasin-
compatible with tho dignity of the Canadian
people and _ with our interests that we
with such a threat of retaliation hanging over
us’ should make another such useless

effort.

Did Mr. Laurier, when suggesting that we
should reverse our policy with the United
States, mean that we should resign our rights
contained in the treaty of '187 'I'he hon. gentle-
man did not think that Canadian people would
sanctionthat course. They would rather tellthe
Canadian Government that they must patient-
ly await the issue of great events that throng
upon us. Kpnowing our rights that Govern-
ment must maintain them, even if by so doing
we had to submit to that greatest possible in-
jury which Cleveland says it is his policy to in-
flict upon Canada consistent wich least injury
to Americans.

‘We should by the growing Canadian unity of
spirit, by tho consolidation of our people,
come out of this difficulty carrying prosperity
with us, [Louil cheers],

Mr, Foster deévoted a great deal of time to
refuting  Mr. Laurier’s Blue Ruin speeches
which he lately delivered in the Province. His
speech throughout was most attentively listen-

ed to.

Dr. Montague's speech was brief and telling,
Mr. McGilvray was witty and sarcastic and
Mr. Porter bubbled over with love of country.

Treasury De-
partment has reaffirmed its ‘docision that
foreign-caught fish which have been tdken
out of pickle and placed in dry barrels for
mmportation are dutiable at the rate of one
cent per pound under the provisions for “fish
pickled in barrels,” and not at the rate of 50
cents per hundred pounds, as claimed by some
importere. It is held by the Department that
the placing of the fish in dry barres is merely
an attempt to evade the payment of duty.

He then stated that in this
matter he had investigated creditors’ claims
amounting to $1,700,000, as well as the habil-
ity of shareholders $600,000.

enlarged until the 17th inst.

OFFICIAL REPORT TO THE MILITIA
DEPARTMENT,

No Casualties of Any Kind—The Trouble

THE MANITOBA WHEAT CROP,

Contradictory kpom of the Damage—
From 15 to 50 Per Cent. the Estimate.
Mr. E. O’Keefe returned from Regina yes-

terday afternoon snd with him was a gentle-
man who preferred not to have his name
mentioned here but who has been making an
inspection of the Manitoba crops iu
the interest of an English loan com-
pany. They called on The World to cor-
rect what they termed were exaggerated
reports of the trosted wheat m the Province
from which they came.

The Inspector said he bad no hesitation in
saying that the reports are very far from true.
During his tour through the country he found
the wheat almost. untouched. Some places
fifteen per cent. was damaged but &t no point
did he find  more than -that  percentage
injured. To attempt to report on the
condition of the crops from an office in Winni-
peg is impossible.  The most extravagant
complaints, he says, are carried n to the
towns and in & majority of cases if the alarm
18 not altogether groundless there 1s only the
smalless reason for it. A frost comes during
the night and the farmer, witliout a register
to ascertain just how low the temperature
dropped, is stricken with the fear that his
bete noir—the frost—has caught his grain, and
taking the most disastrous view of it he is
sure his crop is spoiled,

An 1nstance of this the Inspector narrated.
He was at Brandon with Mr. Jeaniugs, one
of the oldest men on the Chicago Board of
Trade, who was for William Dunn & Co., the
grain men of that city, also on a tour of in-
spection of the Muanitoba grain. A farmer
came in lameunting that fully fifty per cent, of
his ‘grain was spoled. hey drove
out to the farmer’s place and went
through his wheat, carefully testing %, and
proved to‘théir own and the suttler’s satistac-
tion that not more than five per cent, was
damaged. And-by such exaggerated reports,
unexamined, finding their way to the tele-
graph wires and offices in the cities, the present
scare was originated.

Mr. Jennings’ report to his firm from Bran-
don was that the damage was. not more than
fifteen r cent., and that the total crop
would 17,000,000 bushels. Then from
Manitoba a day or two later Mr.
Jennings had  reported the damaged
grain fifteen per cent. These reports were
made last week, but there have been no frosts
since.

Mr, O'Keefe and his friend lefv Winnipeg
on Monday night aund there were no such
rumors current as found their way to Ontario.
Mr. O’Keefe added to whas had been said his
assurance that through the country through
which be has passed the grain is but slightly
damaged. hat may surprise people in On-
tario, as it had surprised him, he said,
was the discovery that a'lower temperature
than six degrees below freezing does not affect

wheat in that northera climate. Until
the Ontario farmer lives in that ocountry for
several years he does. not feelsatisfied that
this is the fact and so when & frost comes 1t
fills him with dire apprehensions.

“I shought it my duty,” said Mr. O’Keefe,
in leaving, *‘to let it be known how. false are
the siatements of fifty or sixty per cent. of the
wheat being frosted. It will do the country a
great deal of harm in deterring emigration
from Great Britain, and I know' that the in-
formation you now have is true.”
