BITTERLY CONDEMNED,

The London Standard Says Cleveland Has
Sacrificed His Honor,

Nrw YoRk, Oct. 3L.—The Herald’s London
despatch says: The. action of President
Cleveland towards Minister Sackville was
known here only late last evening, but at the
leading clubs was the one topic of conversa-
tion and was bittgrly condemned by all
Eunglishmen present. The general expression
of opinion is of the tone assuamed by The
Standard, the only paper that treats of the
matter. It says:

If the intelligence we publish this morning
from Washington be.substantially aceurate in
its verbal details the American Government
bavetaken summary action of a deliberately
offensive kina in relation to Lord Sackville.
Mr. Bayard has informed the British
Ambassador that for reasons already known to
the English Government his continuance is no
longer acceptable and would consequently be
detrimental to the relaiions between the two
countries, It must be hoped that a more
precise account of the terms of the communi-
cation will take from the brusqueness, we are
tempted to say Dbrutality, of the mes-
sage. Apparently it has been thought
necessary Lo assert American dignity by in-
sisting on some open rebuke of Lord Sack-
ville. The inference seems to be that Lord
Salisbury saw nothing in his conduct to
Justily severe disciplinary measures, and con-
Bequently American statesmanship felt it ne-
cessary to tanke the punishment into its own
hands. In any case Lord Salisbury will be well
advised it he proceeds with all possible de-
spatch to acquain this countrymen with the na-
ture of his communication to Mr, Phelps. The
attitude assumed hy the Presidens may thenbe
intelligible, though'it can hardly be reconciled
with a regard to English susceptibilities. He
may be quite sure, however, that opinion on
this side Lthe Auantic will distinguish between
what he bas done asa candidate and what, had
- he beeu free from tho despotism of electioneer-
ing, he would have thought it his duty to do as
chief magisirate,

The Standard concludes by referring to that
{(mrb of the American press which can afford to

eep its bead and obey its conscience duting
the Presidential campaign, and observes that
Mr. Cleveland " has saved his electioneering
prosjects at vthe vxpense of the honor of Am-
erican public life,

Why Lerd Salisbury Didn't Act.

It is well understocd that the communica-
sion made to Lord Salisbury by Mr. Phelps
was to thie effect that the Government of the
Unived States looked upon the indiseretion
oommuitted by Lord Sackville as fatal to his
further usefulness as British Minister. The
sugrestion was therefore thrown out that it
might be a friendly act on the part ot Great
Britain to supersedo him with as little loss of
time a8 possible. Mr. Phelps’ representations
were received in the most amicable spirit by
Lord Balisbury, who made no attempt to ex-
euse or justify the letter. He, however, point-
ed out that the minister 'had not designedly
given offence tothe United States Government
or people, and that during the ten years he had
Jived in Washington he bad always preserved
friendly relations with everybody, public or
private, The Goverument regretted very
much the indiscretion of which he had been
guilty, but was very reluctant to infliet so

severe a penalty for 1t as to recall a munister |

who bad served his country faithfully for
forty years, .

In a confliet between geography and senti-

For 867,024 Messrs. McQuillan & Co., of
Parkdale, will do the entire work. The water
will be taken from Humber Bay, 700 teet from
the shore” and  west of the Parkdale water-
works, Operations will at ‘once be proceeded
with, and next year West Toronto Junction
will have a'pure and adequate supply.

The Provincial Board of Health -have en-
dorsed the scheme from a sanitary standpoint,
and all the objections which had. been urged
againss iy have been‘satisfactorily disposed of.

Reeve Clendemman officially presided over
‘the meeting and tersely explained the situa-
tion, Then Clerk Leigh read the specifica-
tions, contract, and suraties’ bonds. This was
a long and tedions process, as numsrous ques-
tions were asked and explanations given.

A tempest in & tea-pot _had been caused in
the vill:ge by mome severe atrictures in a
series letters under the, signature of
““Fides,” . which had appeared in a local
paper. In these were strong animadversions
on Reeve Olendennan, Solicitor Going, En-
gineer Venables and others.  The chief sting
was in the allegation that together they had
agreed to give the contract. to the Parkdale
firm.. The refutation of these statements,
plainly designated “lies” by those who
ought to know, led to some l"%:l passages.
