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BRITISH LABOR COMMISSON.

BOARDS OF CONCILIATION NOT RE-
COMMENDED,

Arbitrators To Be Appointed-The Hours
of Labor Cannot Be Fixed By Law—
Intimidation iy Picketing Uniawfual—
Non Untonists Must Be Protected ~The
Minority Report,

Loxpox, April 30.—The Royal Labor
Commission has agreed upon the report re-
commended by the Duke of Devonshire,
and it is made the basis of the commission’ s
own report. The Duke's recommendations
included the statement that it was unwise
to institute any general system of indus-
trial tribunals, He added, however, that
there might be some advantage in empower-
ing town and county councils to establish
them tentatively without directly appoint-
ing membeis. Any court of this kind duly
authorized would have statutory powers
similar to the county courts, These tri-
bunals would only deal with ~dis-
putes arising out of existing agree-
nents or trade customs. With refgard to

serious disputes affecting the
arge bodies of men, it is believed that it
would do them more harm than good to
establish boards with legal power.

The Duke in his report also said that he
could not recommend the direct establish-
ment of boards of conciliation and arbitra-
tion by the state; but the opinion was ex-
pressed that a central department, having
means to procure accurate information,
might do much by advice and assistance
to promote their more rapid usiversal
establishment,

Arbitrators To Be Pald by the Treasury.

The report next deals with appointment
of official arbitrators, and the opinion was
expressed that the difficulty often experi-
enced in finding a suitable arbitrator might
be overcome by giving a public department
power to appoint an arbitrator to act alone
or in conjunction with others. If the same
persons were frequently appointed they
would become arbitration experts, entirely
free from the suspicion of bias. Their ex-
penses would be paid by the treasury. 1t
the system succeeded it might eventually
be given a permanent basis with, perhaps,
power to summon Wwitnesses and examine
under oath. The report.considers it to be of
no advantage to institute a special labor de-
partment, but it advocates a Government
enquiry with the view of remedying the
confusion now existing in the administra-
tion of various acts dealing with sanitary
regulations, hours of labor for women and
children, and other matters of that kind.

Wwages and Hours of Labor.

The second part of the report deals with
wages and the hours of laLor. No one, it
says, seems seriously to argue that wages
could be fixed by legislation; but opinions
are very much divided about the regulation
of hours of labor. The proposal that a
maximum working day be ff:ed for all
trades and occupations is dismissed as not
calling for serious examination. The settle-
ment of hours of labor in any trade by a
vote of the trade is more defensible, but no
scheme has been laid before the commission
which solves the difficulty of defining a
trade and of ascertaining its collective de-
cision.

Intimidation by Picketing,

According to the report there seems to be
a general desire among workmen, as well as
inasters, for some clear definition of intimi-
dation by picketing. Though employers
urge the hardship of collective intimidation
without acts for which individuals can be
punished, the reportsaysthat the commission
is not prepared to recommend any change
in the law. The opinion is expressed that
when picketing takes the shape of besetting
the entrance of a factory in a threatening
manner it comes under the definition of un-
lawful assembly. But it is pointed out that
moral compulsion may be carried to great
lengths in ways which the laws cannot
control and cannot usefully attempt to con-
trol. It is added, however, that there isa
point at which it can intervene with de-
cided effect without any alteration except
the reduction of its precepts to a form
which & plain man may clearly understand.

The sanitary conditions of the labor is
the last subject dealt with by the report,
and it is stated that, though not directly
leading to strikes or lockouts,. this condi-
Jion has a considerable indirect influence
apon the relations between employers and
employed.

Non-Unionists Must Be Protected.

In regard to mon-unionist labor, the re-
port says that the commission does not
think it possible, by any legislation, to re-
move the cause of those serious conflicts
which have taken place, espécially in re-
cent years, in the less skilled and
organized trades. The commission
holds that non-unionist workmen should
be protected, as far as possible, by the pub-
lic authorities, and that individual liberty
for rhasters to employ and men to serve
whom they please should be, by all means,
maintained.

The Minority Report.

The minority report, presented by Mr.
John Austin, one of the members of Par-
liament for Yorkshire; Mr. Tom Mann and
Mr. J. Mawdsley, insists that the remedy
for differences between employers and em-
ployed will be found in tho evolution as.
signing capitalists, as well as working peo-
ple, to their proper position as servants of
the community. Continuing, the minority
report declares that immediato action is
necessary to stop the sweating system, ex-
cessive hours of labor, ete,, and to raise the
standard of life among the oppressed work-
ing people.

6. T R HALF-YEARLY MEETING.

Sir Henry Tyler Received With Groans,
Hisses nud Applavse — A Nolsy
Meeting, But Little Done,
LoxpoN, April 20.—The half-yearly
meeting of the Grand Trunk shareholders
was held to-day in the Cannon-street Hotel.
There was a very large attendance, and. the
proceedings throughout were of a lively
and sometimes turbulent character. The
chairman, Sir Henry Tyler, and the direc-
tors, on entering the room, were received
with audible marks of disapproval. Un-
mistakable hisses were mingied with the
applause with which their supporters
greeted them. Sir Henry, on rising to move
the adoption of the report, was received
with applause, which was swamped under a
chorus of groans and hisses. He blamed the
ngral,_depression experienced in both con-
inents tor the condition of affairs which the
report revenled and as being the cause of
the falling off in traffic receipts. He said
that money would be required for the con-
struction of the new Union Station at To-
ronto.
Mr. Hoschold, a former auditor, moved a
resolution to the effect that a commission
consisting of three shareholders and three
directors be appointed to investigate the ac-
counts and report therefrom upon the con-
dition and prospects of the branches now
attached to the Grand Trunk system.
Mrs. Jane Baker of Bristol seconded the
resolution.

A noisy discussion ensued. Mr. Hose-
hold, in his speech, bitterly assailed the
management and declared that Sir Henry
Tyler had wilfully hoodwinked the share-
holders. He characterized the directors as
a lot of dummies. Mr. Robertson referred
to Lord Claude Hamilton, one of the direc-
tors, as holding & similar position in nine
different companies, which might account
for his apathy sofar as the Grand Trunk
was concerned,  This soft impeachment
Lord Hamilton denied.

A shareholder asked  Sir Henty Tyler
whether—The Grand  Trunk maintained
friendly relations with the Canadian Pacific
Railway. Sir Henry replied that the
management of the two railways were on
the best of terms, General Managers Van
Horne of the C. P. R. and Seargeant of the
G.T. R. were always in close communica-
tion.

The president referred to the decreasing
business, which was in part met by a de-
crease in operating expenses. . The current
half Iurly interest on debenture bonds
would be fully earned. Sir Henry’s report
stated that the American railways were of
the opinion that the Interstate Commerce
Law would have to be modified. He hoped
that Canada would shortly abolish or modi-
fy the coal duties. The amount which the
Grand Trunk paid annuslly as a duty on
coal was nearly £74,000.

A small dividend upon the guaranteed
stock had been provided for and the presi-
dent promised ‘that exceptional measures
would be taken for a reduction of expenses.

The report was adopted by a large ma-
jority and Hosehold’s motion defeated.

The only change in the directorate was
the election of Mr. Jeffries in place of Mr.
Brown. Nothing was heard from Mr. Mc-
Intyre regarding his intentions. The meet-
ing closed in comparative peace.

C.P.R, BOONOMIZING,
300 Men faid Off In Montreal—The

G.T.R. Dismisses 1000 Men,

MoxTrEAL, April 30. —Three hundred
men have been discharged from the Cana-
dian Pacific workshops here.

There have also been dismissals in offices
and other departments.

The Grand Trunk authorities state that
within the last three weeks 1000 men em-
ployed in the repair department have been
dismissed.
