Yarcoi Toronto Steam lro*1Explosion on a British Steamer.
London, Sept.. 7.-The British steamer 

Tennadice, plying between Mauritius and 
Bombay, has returned to Port Louis. 
One of her boilers exploded shortly after 
she sailed from Port Louis for Bombay, 
killing four men and injuring seven, and 
seriously damaging the vessel.
