Ameng the places he had visited were Skye, Uust,
Mull, aod Morven, tn which he wis attended by
another, Dr. Mclacan of Vobermory ; nad sl
Jura, and Knapidale, in which he was alene. In
the Iatter place, particulurly, which hie viaited,
there had been a most remarhable and vnexpected
wwakening ; and on his retura home to lus owa
parish, he had obtuined the consent of his beloved
congregation, when they heard what had taken
ace, to repeat his visits to that district, which he
ad done accordingly alinost every week since, up
till now.  §e was happy to say, that the impres.
sion which had beeo produced at the beginning,
hud continued up to the present timue.  He believed
that he had not paid & single visit without hnow-
fnp that some one or more individuals had been
wuwakeuned during that time.  Every time he went
hie heard of ncw chees, and those [requently such
as ho lcast expected ; some of those who rcoffed
at the beginning, Were themselves before long
niade subjects of the work, and were ro at this
momeznt. The number altogether who had been
ught under scrious inpressions might he be-
tween two and three hundred, and some of these
had been bronght to peace and comfortin believing
in the Lord Jesus Christ.  He was happy 1o ob-
werve, that as far as ho kuew, there hiad been
hothing like withering in any of the cases,—=no
going back, but, on the contrury, in respect to
wome of thein whicli he had regarded as doubtiul
for & nensony he had afterwands had the sattafuction
©f knowing that the impressions had deepened 1a-
ther tharn otherwige, awd the suspicions which he
had at first entertained had been eatirely removed.
With respect to the character of the work, he ad-
hitted that it had beeu accompamied with outcries
and badily agitalion, tat remarked that these did
not form by any meaans 1t leading features,  There
was weeplag, however, toaa eatent which he
ad never witnessed befure 5 and he honesily con-
fessed that he had aever before imagined that any
fndividual was capable of weeping to the extent
which he had recenily witnessed,—that any one
could continue either to weep so long, or to shed
tears in such abundauce, ‘Faecause of this weep-
ing théy readily ackuowledged to be an, ulthough
they were not more distinguished anners than
theirneightionrs, e was happy 10 state also, that
sin¢e the change the characters of mauy of them
wers emerging béautifully. Thege was a humble-
ness, a sell-abascment, a sense of personal worth-
teseness, a love of the Saviour, and a devotedness
18 the glory of God, which it was dehghifal to wit-
ness. It was with much satisfaction also that he
stated that, in regard to the truth, the people were
aliogether free from cxtrvagance ; they had been
mercifully prevented from being led anay to views
of the truth that might be coasid-red contrry to
the glorioas Standards of she Church.  Wath re-
Baid to the means used by him in this work, he
observed thut the only means hie had uvsed was
thit of apealy preaching the gospel,—he had used
no special means whatever.  He halnever called
the people out from the test, aud seldom spaken
With them in private, or 1aken any uotice of the
ganicuhr circuinaiances of the work at all, In
iy addresses he certaiuly did hisbest to warn them
to flee from the wrath to come, though in this
spect he was seusible of inuch shortcomniug, for
he felt that if he and his brethren would success-
fully arouse the sinner, they would require to be
anointed anew with the fHoly Ghost, 50 that they
might havea tongue of fire it their mouths to ox-
press to the sinner the danger onder which he lies.
and his iodispensable need of a Saviour, But lic
did address the people on this topic to the utinost
of his powar ; ‘and he alsa took care distinctly to
warn them that it was not enough that they were
awakened to a sense of their danger, and that,
besides being awakened, it was nccessary that
they should be born again,—that they should un-
dergo a change 1ot Jess ‘than that of @ new crea-
tion into the image of God, that so they might he
brought by the. saving nflucace of the Spurit of
God to adopt Christ asfreely offered to them in
the_gospel. This was the manner in which he
bad sddresstd them ; and he had reason to believe
that thess were the doctrines which the people

Gnd, he was quute preparcd 10 adunt that there
might be a fulling away anong those who had been
awakened,  But'hnherto, every thing of this na-
tare hod been prevented duting the whole of last
winter, down to the present tune. e confeased
he felt highly encouraged by the watk so far as it
hadd gone; and he might meation for the encour-
ascment of s brethren whosé hearts were fuling
them for want of suéceas, that he had waited long
to gee such a twamiestation of Divine power in
conncction with the preaching of the goxpel,  He
regarded what had aow occurred, however, asa
tohen of encouragenment, and as un evidence that
the Lord had not forsaken them.—that he was
willing to be sought after aud wutted to be gra-
cious.”

Great Britain for the promotion of the objects of
thetr visit, they scem to have declined any public or
formal intercourse with the Assamblv of the Scot-
tish Eatablishment,  On this occasion the Can-
nonmills hall was crowded in every part, pewsand
passages being cramped—many Ialies and getle-
nien having taken possess'oa of seats for the evene
ing before the adjournmeat of the carly diet. We
ought to have mcationed that'the pmésedings of

likewise her peculiar facility and advantage for
doinge se with effect. .

¢ Refreshed with the interchange of sentiment,
and affection, and love, to a cominon cause from
abroad, your Committee nppealed to their fathers
and brethren ot home for the tneans of aiding the
faithful on the Continent; and it is matter of de-
vout gratitude to Gad that, duting the year, the
entire gutt which has been put into the hands of
the Commitice for Continental objecty of religious
usefulness nmounts to £1600,—a sum by three or
four tunes ex ;eeding the largest contribution which,
1t is believed, even in the most prosperous year,
was ever eent by Scotland for the same ohjects.
PThis sum is independent of another of £400 (to-

etlier £2,000), mised by the Rev. ‘Theophilus
§!nnials of Lille, among thie members of the Free
Churchi.
