Peatateuch, in Judeo-Polish, 27 of the prophets in
German 1lebrew, and 127 of the New Testament in
Uebrew und Gérmun Hebrew. ‘I'lie missionaries
at Warsaw wero at present procceding with the
trausfation of the Judeo-Polish version of the Old
Testament Seripiures, of which the Pentateuch had
@ oxtensive circulution, as mentivned in a former
report.  The committeo wego anaivusly looking for
the ¢ompletion of a tratstation of the Seriptures into
Jewish Spamsh, which was tho language spoken by
theJowsof Spain aud Portugal, 9l'urley. und a-
round the shores of the Mediterrancan. The trans-
lation of the New Testament had been nearly com-
pleted at Corfu; and the revision of tho Hobrew
New Testament by Dr. Neuman alearned Christian
Jew of Breslaw, had almost arrived at its comple-
tion. Daring the past year, about, 14,000 tracts, in
various languages, had'been issued from the depo-
sitory for circulation amongst the Jews, hesidesa
much greater nutuber pubilished on the Continent,
under the superi 1 of the missi ies, in
German, Fre veb, Itzlian, and other languages. 1o
ad Jition to the Scluols'at Hainburgh, Pusen, Pinne,
Dresden, Madras, and Bbuwbay in the East Indies,
wrentioned in the fast report, others had siugel‘hp'en
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as to their due prepa-
ration for the coming of Himn in whose time the pro-
phecies will be fulfilled with respect to them. In
this point of view, the society may consider itself as
the herald or pieneer in this great work, or like St
Johnin the wilderness-~the voice of one preparing
the way of the Lord."—(Hear, hear.

The Rev. Wm. Jowett, misstonary of Malta—
“ Feeling the duty of those who have witnessed the
operation of your society abroad, I shall bear my
testimony to what I have h:d opportunities of sce-
ing as 10 their extent and importance in Malta.
Some few years ago, when the Rev. Mr. Way caino
out 1o us, we were indeed in a very low situation,
and oue individual (net amissionary) proposed that
we should break up thesociety. What! break up
a missionary society 2:we exclaimed. That would
indeed be to place ne relianco on the promise of
God, or on his conimand to teach all nations. No,
however adverse things may appear, let us persc-
vere, and leave the result to Heaven. We did go
on. Woe translated the T' into the madern.
Greek, and jnto that dialect of the 1lebrew, which
is the vernacular tongue of the Jews of the sauth of.
Spaiu, of Greece, of Asia Minor, and south. Africa.
‘There were also many useful and important tracts
translated into that same tongue, and I am happy.
to say, that the result of these exertions was cousi-
derable, aud many were induced by them- to em-
brace the true faith._ .¥.have received the most en-
couraging account from the Jews at Constantino--
plo. and one friend, who is proceeding from thenco
into sisin Minor, writes to me that he bas the. high-
est expectation of the success of the mission, under

Tl number of missionary agents in
conncetion with-the society wis thirty-sia, of whom
twelve were of the Jowish nation. hesides subordi-
nato teachers, cinployedin the varivny schools.  Tn
the course of the year, ten students had, becn uuder
instructicn in the seminary, of whom fonr had been
apj.osmted to the missionary work. Five had been
ad nitted since the last anniversary, aud three moie
wero shortly expected to arsive from Berlin, ~ At
howme, new efforts had been made to briug the great
truthy of Christianity before the Jews in various
parts of England, and that ot without success. The
véport then took & review of the foreign work of the
socicty, and concluded by urging British Christiaus
u; increased exortions on behalf of the Jewish peo-
ple.

It appears frém the report of the treasurer (Sir
R. 1. Ingliy) thit the contributions for the year end-
ing Mareh 3lst, amoanted to 13,1291 15s. 2. of
which sum the auxiliary associations had produced
10,4631 This was an increaso of upwards of 1001
heyond Wie receipts of the previous year, wlich in-
crease chiefly arase from legavies.  1,4541 hadbeen
reecived from  Ircland.  The expenditure was
13,318 Gs. 5d. of which 5,5531. ivas in payments to
foreign_missions and schools.
