Tho spenker then roviewed the con.

He traced the rvovolt agminst capi-
talism, referring to tho socialiatio
Focieties of I'rance, Germnany and
Lugland. He skotohed the f);fo of
Karl Marx, the leader of modern
soctalism, and outhned lus theory of
surplus valuo of FErench socialists,
explunnng tho theortes as well as the
mothods of La Salle, who was the
disciple of Marx.,

In England tho growth of socialism
has been very mpid during the past
century and is constantly inoreasing.
It Lias its representatives oven in tho
Huure of Commons.

In the United States wo are far
from being free from tho presenco of
socinlism even in its more dreaded
formn of anarchy, It ia truo that itis
net native to our goil, but has been
introduced within a compuratively
short time by foreign agitators. Re.
ferenco was made to the Haymarket
affuir in Clucsgo, the attempt upon
the life of Mr. Frick, Mr. Carnogio's
partuoer, of Uittsburgh, growing out of
the lubor troubles at Homestead.
Tho lessons of sociulism aroe taught to
larger bodies of dissatisfied working-
men during strikes and  Jockouts,
which are of such frequent oceurrenco
in thia country.

Socialistic movemcnts have taken
on in the United States a political
aspect.  The Populist party advoeates
Stato socinhism. It lolds that the
Government should taky chargoe of the
railroads, telegraph lines and nnning
lands, and provide warehouses for the

Archbishop Satolll’s Lotter,

Bishop Watterson, of Coluwbus,
Ohio, has fuenished for publication the
lottor of Archhishop Satolli, the Papal
Dulegate, upholding the Bishop's action
in suspending every Catholio society in
the diceso that has a liquor-dealer or
ssloon keuper at its head or among its
officers until it bad coared to bu so
oflicered, and in giving notice that no
ouo would ba admitt'd to moembership
in such socioty who is engaged, cither
as priocipal or agent, in tho manu.
facturo and sale of liquor, The letter
is as follows :

Wasnixaroy, July 3, 1804,

Dean Smn— I anawer your lotter,
which, tognther with tho document in-
cloged therein ‘y.ho Bishop's letter),
you handed me during my stay in Co
lumbus,

As fer as tho genoneral principlo is
concernod you should know that as it
balongs te the oflico of a Bishop to ob-
seevo in bis own dioceso what is hurt
ful or helpful to tho spiritual good of
thoe faithful, so it bnlongs to bis power
to commeand, prohibit, counsel or per-
wit to ho done or removed whatever ho
judges to coutribute to the discharge
of his o#n duty and to the good of the
faithful.

It 13 necessary first to notice the !
negative aspect or side of Sociahsm : |
ana then to give some account of the |
positive or reconstructive movement,
wviz.: The new forms of society work
whteh 1t seeks to replace the old; and
the means it proposes to effect this
reconstruction.

The evils 1n our industrial system
againgt which socialism protests may
be grouped under two heads: Indivi-
duahsmand capitalism—individualism
had its origin in the last century in
the teaching of an infidel school of
French philosophers; it was the logical
cutcome of Rousseau’s theory of the
social contract. It was held by this
school that man, apart from his own
purposes and his own profit, owed no
obligation to society, nor to any power
higher than himself ; bis own interests
were to be the standard and incasure
of his duty to others. Tho expression
of this doctrine of selfishness as tho
basis of social life, when carried into
the political world, found vent in the
terrible rovolution with which the
last century closed.

Almost coincident wath the practical
application of tho principles of indivi-
dualism was the growth of capitalism.
The inherent ovils of the inaividualistic
philoscphy were intensifiecd by the

Socialistic ideas will introdue. into
our existing industrial system profound
changes and modifieations. It s
equally probable that it will intrudace
8 charge in politics. It will give
social qaestions precedence over those
that are merely political. It will
likely abolish present party distiuctions
and divide politiciuns ratler according
to the social interests they represent
than according to the principles which
havo Intherto divided them in the
scramble for ottice.

Tho speaker then asked what part
the Church is going to take in these
movements, and how can sho exert
ber influenco for good in these trout
lous times.

Tho answer is, she can guide the
movement to ends of holiness and
pence, as she has done in great crises
in the past. From his frequent utter
ances on this subject, it is evidently
the wish of Leo X111. that the Church
should set herself to improve und edu-
cato the masses, and thue 8id in bring
ing about a peaceful solution of the
social problem. Thie work is being
done in Germany by Catholic agsocia-
tions modeled after the anciont guilds.
These associations have grown strong
and powerful and aro the mainstay of
conservatisminGermany. 1hosppaker
then urged the students of the Catholic
Summer School to become familiar
with the facts and forces at work in
our present industrial system ; to learn
the nature and aims of contemgorary
Socialism, so that they may aid in
making the transition from the old
