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Third-Up te this time ail the money and

munitions so iavisbly furnished by th(
friends of the Fenian cause, in the Unite<
States, throughout this and other ceuntries,
had been criminalIy diverted from theli
their original purposes, and wasted withoul
stint.

Fourth-That they wouid under ne possi.
ble crcumstances contribute any furthei
aid te the cause until they were assured
beyond peradventure of a doubt that sudl
aid would be used in the maintenance of an
army whose objective point sbould be Ire-
land and Ireland alone. It was aise rec-
ommended that similar meetings should be
everywhere heid.

The above embraces the spirit of the res-
olutions. The gathering was cf course a
novel one, but the proceedings were con-
ducted ini a very orderiy and proper manner,
the organization being similar te that of al
public meetings. To be suie, made up as
the singular conclave aimost whoily was, cf
tihe female broguish servant element, there
ivere many amusing informalities, botis of

atoanofsecbut the intent of the
mneeting, as above set forth, wvas firmiy ad-
hered te and earnestly and conspicuously
evident. The convention was the resuit cf
a cenhmon understanding among the ser-
vant girls, and the issuance cf a private cii--
cular.

At a future meeting it is proposed te
adopt au address in answer te t.he one te be
sent eut frein Cleveland by the Fenian C1on.
grcss now in session there.

THE EXECUTION 0F MAXIMI LIAN.

Às tîsere have been se miany false ac-
counits of the execution cf NMaxiinilian it
niay be cf interest te give the stery officiaily
vouched for as authentic, aitheugh it bas
been pai-tly t.old before. The feilowing is
frein the Qffir-ial J Veiner ei-(untzig:

"We are in a position te pullisli the fol-
lowing report, by an eve-witness, cf the
execution cf bis Majesiythe tisenpcror cf
Mexico, and it miay be considered an au-
thentic description cf the shocking' catastro-
phie. The report is as foilows:

"At six o'clock on the meornisg cf' Wed-
nesday. vhen the condlemnecdivweî-e broubit.
eut of the convent cf tihe Capucins, the
Eînper- turned on the thî-esliold tcovards
Ortega, his counsel. witls the woi-ds, iWhat
a beaatiful sky-just as. I shculd hiave (le-
sired for the day cf nsy (eath. Ail veî-e
dîessed in black. Eacb teck lus place ini a
separate carrnage. attessded by a pnîest.
Tuhe cai-iages brougbit thein to the Suri-e(de
la Campana te a iih outside the tewn cf
Ques-etaî-o, escos-teci ly 40(K) nmen . under
ai-ms,e, hundred ya-dâ fi-cm the laee iviei-e
tihe Ensperer had surrendered on tise l5tls
cf' lsst inonth. Ai-îived at tlic spot where
the execution mias te take place they loft
the carsiages, andte Uic -Esproir sloek thse
dlust fs-cm bis gai-ments, perfectly reseluto,
with lus iîead raised high. lie asked for
tie soidiers appoint.ed te fiîe,and gave ecd
an ounce cf goid, wth a i-e(uest that they
shouid aim at lus breast. The ycuing efficci'
who was te give the woî-d cf cemmnand, a.p-
I-roached tise Emperor, ansd expressod bis

anxiety lest lie shouid tie witls ani iil
tewards lus foi' comîssaiding the executien,
while iin bis heait licetiisapproved cf what hie
was.fercec te tic. 'JfuIchuchc' (Young mais),
said the Eiupeori, 'a seidior imust always
obey oi-(el-s. I1 thank you foi' youi- sympa-
thy, but dosure tisat yen shouid ext-cuto the
order ycu have i-eroivel.o

Me~II saniue egimîeîsî. oeïng sepas-atea lt-onu
bis mon, was attacked by t.hroo cf the enenmy.Ilis dirk haid slippctl bolind his back, and 'being very corpulent, hie could net reacli it.
lie defentlcd Iiniseif as woii as lue conli
witli luis fusil, and, watchissg lis oppcrtunity
seized the swoi-(lof crie cf bi-- ssians
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"The Emperor then approached tise Gen-
erals Miramon and Mejia, and embraced
then ccrdially, with the wo.rds, Il Ve shahl
seen meet thein in anothes' wonid.' Thse
Emperor, being then between the two, said
te, Miramen, 'Gerseral, a brave man is es-
teemed aise by menarclis, and at our death
1 will leave yen the place cf honorn' Tuin-
ing te Mejia, lie said, 'General, what is net
rewardedl on earth, ill certainly hocs-eward-
ed. in heaven.' Mejia was the mest down-
cast, as a few minutes befere lie had seen
bis wife, with a baby in lier as-ms and un-
cevered breasts, rushing wiidly thrcugi the
streets bereft cf reasen. The Emperer thon
advansced a few steps,and spoke with a clear
voice and remarkable compesure:

"Mexicans !-Men cf nuy rank snd liie-
age, and animated witb my idoas, ar-e des-
tined by Providence eithies'te ho benefac
tors cf their people or martyr's. When I
came among yen I hiad ne ccnceaied mo-
tive. I came at tihe caîl of weil meanirsg
Mexicasîs, cf those wbo huave ncw sacs'iticed
theinselves for mny adopted country. On
the peint cf death I have tise consola tien
that I bave done gced as far as it )vas in my
pcwver,' and that i am nont forsaken by my
beioved and faithfui Genoî'ais. Mexicans-
Let my bicod ho tthe las t that is shsed, and
niay it regenerate mny unappy adeptedl
country!'

"-lie stopped back, amnd piacing one foot
befcî-e lir and s'aising bis eyes te lîcaven,
lue pointed witli bis hand te ui.s breast anti
calnsly awaited deatb. Miramon used bis
handke'chief, ds'ow a paper frein bis pocket,
and tbrowving luis eyes over tlue 400) nuen like
a General on paradle, ho spFoke:

Il ' Seliers cf Mexico! Countr-y imess!-Ye u
sec nie bore condemned te tleatis as a trai-
ter.

At the close
cf tise engagement bis bayonot, once per-
fectiy straight, wvas twisted like a cork-screw.
At tise affair cf Castîchar, in Ireiand, when
men cf other regiments retreated, a Hlighi-
la.nd sontinel refnsed te, leave bis post
witheut os-dors. It was in vain they tried te
persuade hi-in te retire; hie stood there alone
against a hest. Five turnes ho loaded and
fired; a Froncliman fell at every shot. Be-
fore lie couid put bis mnsket te bis shonide-
at sixth turne, the enerny wei'e upon lis,
and many a bayonet passed thrcugh bis body.
The power cf discipline could scarcely carry
a man fai-ther than tîsis.
