Wheat Stuclis on Jane 1.

Ono year ago available stocks of wheat in
the United States cast of the Rocky Mountains
fell away 16,079,000 bushels during May, the
aleventh mouth in the cereal year, while in
May, 1895, the corresponding falling off was
only 11,617,000 bushels. In April, 1896, the
like shrinkage was nearly as largs as in Apri},
1895, but in preceding months of 1896
decroases in eastern stocks of available wheat
were disappointing as compared with like
changes one year before. On the Pacific
coast the May decrease was littlo more than
one-third in 1896 what it was in 1895, but in
April it wes twice as largoe in 1896 as in 1895.
The total shrinkage in stocks of available
wheat, United States and Canada. 1ast month
was, therefore, only 12,248,000 Ypshals,
against 17,784,000 bushels in the lika month
of 1895, which isa practical continuauce of
the records of smaller decreases in months of
this calundar yoar compared with last,

Total supplies of American wheat on June
1, 1896, amount to 71,829,000 bushels, com-
pared with 72,620,000 bushels one vear
before, 80,520,000 bushels two years pre-
viously, and as compared with 89,050,000
bushels on June 1, 1893. The quantity held
on June 1 has, therofore, been slowly growing
swaller for threo years past, although as
largo to-day as onp year ago, an increase of
75 percent as comparad with stocks held June
1, 1892, and heavier increases a8 compared
with supplies June 1, 1891, 1899, or 1889,

Details of stocks of wheat availuble, both
coasts of the United States, together with
thoee in Canada, on June 1, a2 reported to
Bradstreets, are contrasted with thoso on like
dates in preceding years as follows :

Unoxpectedly well maintained stocks of
visible Wheat during rccont months have

ovidon:}{ not been without significance to
the trade in importing countries, as shown
by aggregates of stooks of whoat hold in
Europo on June 1 out of farmers' hands plus
stocks afloat for Europe from all exportin

countries, On Ju=we 1 in 1892, 1893 an

1894 supplies of wheat afloat for and in
Europo amousted to about 78,000,000 or

- 79,000,000 busl.els. During tho same period

stacks in the United States and Canada wore
steadily increasing, ranging from 41,000,000
bushels on the date named in 1892 to 89,000,-
Q000 bushels in 1893, and to 80,000,000 on
June 1,1894, By that time tho succession of
undor-reported or underestimated crops of
wheat in the United States has become
Eenera.lly recognized, and Furope began to

edge to tho extent of permitting éxporters
of wheat, the United States among the rest,
to carry moro of the world's supplies, while
it bought aud carried less. Oa June 1, 1894,
stocks of wheat in and afloat for Burope
amounted to nearly 80,000,060 bushuls, cne
year later to only 68,656,000 bushols, and on
June 1, 1836, to only 46,640,000—a smaller
aggrogate than for years past at a correspond-
ing date.

The foregoing explains why thereisasharp
reduction in the volume of world’s available
wheat supplies as compared with Juune 1,
1895, Itis due to the sharp shrinksge in
stocke of wheat afloat for and in Europe as
compared with & year ago—not of supplies
in the United States and Canada, the latter
being about as heavy new as on June 1, 1895,
The disappointing character of the falling
away in supplies since January 1, 1896, i3
shown in an accompanying table, with a
decrease for five months of only 28,976,000
bushels east of the Rocky mountains sgainst
a shrinkage of 49.582,000 bushels in five
months of 1895, and 28 820,000 bushels from
January 1 to May 381, 1894, On the Pacific
coast wheat bins emptied more satisfactorily,
the falling off for the past five months being
4,560,000 bushels, against 4,864,000 bushels
in the like portion of 1893, and 2,015,000
bushels in 1834, Combining totals for both
coasts, the not loss of wheat 1n sight January
1 to March 81, United States and Canada,
both coats, is 83,586,000 bushels, whereas in
a like portion of 1895 it was 54,196,000, and
iua 1894 it was 80,335,000 bushels.

In May, 1890, there was no net falling off
in the world's wheat stocks, the early crop
reaulting in a net gain of about 1,800,000
bushels, In May, 1891, the not loss in
supplies in the United States, Europe and
afloat for Europe was about 5,100,000 bushels;
in 1892, 5,700,000 bushels; in 1893, 4,900,-
000 bushels; in 1894, 10,800,000 bushels;
in 1895, 18,510,000 bushe!ls, all bat about
1,000,000 bushels of the last decreass being
accounted for in this country and Canada.

The most bullish aspect of the world’s
wheat stocks situation is found in the total
June 1, 1896, 117,969,000, as compared with
118,857,000 bushelson August 1, 1835, With
an average decrease in stocks for June, 1896,
the outlook is for only about 106,000,000
000 busbels in the world's svailable July 1,
compared with 180,876,000 bushals one and
146,519,000 bushels two yoars ago.

United States Crop Report.

The government wheat crop report for June
atates that since the May report the condi-
tion of winter wheat hasfallen 4.8 points, that
of June being 77.9 against 82 7 on May first,
The_condition of spring wheat indicates a
yield that closely approximate afull crop, the
average for the country being 99.9 per cont.
The average for tho yoar 1895, was 97.8.
The report places tho acreage of osats at 98.9
per cent of last year’s area. Tho acerage of
Tye is 96.9 of 1ast year, The e of bar-
loy is 89,9 per cent, or area of 1895 and ity
condition gtands at 98 per cent,
