EXTonionossTs X Fraxce. The second Seige, by which Paris has
suffered so much, has spared the persons of entomolegists, but has utterly
annibifated or greatly damaged many of their collections and libraries,
D, Laboulbene, who resided in the rue da Bag, had @ part of his house
caugnt by the fiames, and a great part of his library destroyed. ML
Boulard's collection was shattered to atoms by shells, and many collee-
tions have suiferad great injusny from the partial eaplosion of the Luxem-
hourg powder-mills ¢ happily a tenth part only of the powder exploded :
had the project of expleding the whele heen saccessful, the coilections in
the Museum fself must have been destroyed. ML de Marseul's collection
is uninjured.  Alimost 2l the provincial enwomologists of France are in
safety, and cagerly pursuing their faverite study, a solace in their troubles.
At Strasbourg the fine collection of M. Gauber is safe, and likewise those
of MM. Koechlin and Zuber-FHofer at Dornach, while that of M. Guenee,
at Chateandun, has citively escaped the destriction of the town by the
Prassians, who have taken imin the collections and the books off M.
Fstienne, from the same town,-- Pefder Nouvcdies Futomoloziygues.
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
