HOME MISSIONS—LAKE SUPERIOR
AND MANITOBA

Editor BRIT1sH AMEBICAN PRESDYTRIIAN

Dear Str :—The following oxtracts trom |
Iotters recently recived from our Mission- |
aries in Lake Superivr aad Mandoba moy )
mterest your renders ,—

The Rev. Mr. Caswell of Silver Islet
wriles ;—

“I have noglected to writo to you sooner,

ocoupied, and partly because I was anxious
to be able to report what suczess there
might be in ferming a regular organisation
in this place.

Wheh I camo here in June, I found the
Wosleyan minister absent at conference,
and with the oxpestation of being sent
elgawhere and mly roturning here to re-
move lis household goods. I proceoded
with my work, preaching twice on Sabbatl,
and attending the Sabbath School for near-
Jy two months,.when the Wesleyan mims-

yoar. It tho moantime I had been visit-
-ing Trom louse to house,, Presbyterinus,
Methodists, and all indesd who wers Iru-
tesiats. I stated my object was not only
to proneh tho Gospol, but also to organize n
Churek: for tho full enjayment of all Cliuveh
privileges. When.I Leurd of the prubable
rotura of tho Wesleyau Brother, and the
probable division of the Protostants, I ba-
gan collecting s.untistics,
how many adherpnts zonld bo consted upon
iag woll'as of all desirous of becoming mem
hors in full communion. The numbers aro

they ave. Thore is alwaye & good atten
tive olass of young men at Sabbath sorvices,
and ndoed I have been surprised at thew
attondanze at the Taonday svening prayer
mostwg, Of tho Lrst named Jlags of adlier
ents, most of them are staunch Fiosbyles-
ians os far ag the name i3 conoorned, but
having lived on the Novth ®horo wmany
yoars and away frum Char sl crganization,
have united with no other Cuawcl, and
havo only oscasionally heard the vowce of
one of thelr own ministars of missionaries.
Those that ara members hinve mastly ba
lungod i « thoc places tu oar uwu Cuuwccly,
or to the Kirk or Congrogationulict vody.
* * * * ¥ *

“After many olays, awing tn tha busy
occupat.on here dadagibe sawmmer moutlia,
wa susceeded 1 getting togetuer a good
meeting on 21st July, and electod scven
managors, two nalditors and ‘wo olders.
Of the two olders chusen, ouly vus gave
lus congent. The eldor olooted who has
consonted to act will, we have nn doubt,
arove u man of sterling worth and of goad
nflaonce in the commuauiy —Mc Jolin
Lavingstone of the Custom House—whom
you met when tiere last year, nnd with
whom ysu have since been in ooriespon
dence.”

Upon my comung hore tho peopls had
taken ronms at tho hotel for Mis. Caswell
and myselr, for which board wo pay $40
per month. I amanxious to get a house,
g0 as to settle doswwn with tune foeling of a
homo, but I am put off from time to timae,
with the promise of one n the fall. Every
houso 1n the village belongs to the mining
company, and as they requiro all for thew
own workmen, I am begiuning to dispaur
of getting ono at ail. I have been asking the
peopld to buld amanse,for wathout a Church
or manse they can have but a shight hold
apon the place, besides tho comfort and

foeling of welcome that n manse would givo
to thexr Minmster.

“The school was pressed upor mo shortly
after T came, thongh I thouzht i5 would
interforo with my other laborss. But as the
Prosbyterians espocially 'wished mo to ac-
capt it T havo donoso. I now teach four
days in tho week, praach every Sabbath,
attend Sabbath School, and prayer meoting
on Tuesday evoning and do as muech as I
can m pastoral visitations. This1s surecly
enough work for one man. Of course ifI
find 1t too 1auch the teachking must be given
up T think that our young Chureh will
flourish and gather strength both in nam-

i bers and in Godliness as each year 18 addoed

to its age. The attendanco at services 1s
all that can be expected ; at the ovening
sorvice on Snbbuul; the hounse is filled to
tho doors.”

Sault Ste Marie, whore the Rev. W Kay
18 settled, is in many respects o more diffi-
cult field, nccessitating tiireo sormons
ovory Sabbath, and n drive over a road
vluch 18 roported by every ouo who have
travelled 1t to be ono of the very worss in
Canada.

Mr Kay in two commanications roceived
says :—Whon we arnived here we found
that we had our choice of two houses :—
ona tho half of a new duublo house bslong-
1og to the Shenff of Algoma and within a
fow weoks of being fimished, and tho other
an old house gard to be voery cold w winter.
We chose tho former and although 1t 18 a
vory smail house, we are to pay 8100 a
your of ront. We expocted to iEmd it veory
oxpensive living here, but the rea lity con-
siderably excecds our expectstions. Until
our furniture arrived wo had to buard at a
Luuse whase asual rate was $1.50 per day
foreach porson. Prowvisions aroe very dear,
milk 10 cents a quart and rwater carted
from the river at the rato of 10 conts & brr-
rol, with overytiung olse in proportion ¥

The congregations are very smalt—es-
pecially the one at Korah, in the country.
‘Tho people in the country ha»e apparently
herd work to mako ends meet. and can
raiso I foarbut little for the support of a
minister. * * * When I camo hore, I was
told that I would have to preach twice overy
Sabbath at the Sault. I dwd ic¢ calenlate
on this, but was willing to try. . find it
vory hard work, however, as tho road to
Korah is very bad,—tho worst I over
travelled, and soven miles instaad of four
as reported to mo, The people at Korah
oxpect mo to pcoach every day also. If
T woro relieved-of tho Koruh station, it
would siiaplify matters considorably as I
find the ,overning of a horse and convey
ance the greatest difficulty I have to con-
tond with. I have trie? to make arrange-
ments to Inre a horse, that I might always
depend on gelting, but have ot yet suc
ceeded.

““r'he people hero are very kind to usand
wo may soon foel at home hers, at least
agiong families wha do not asoe liquor,
which I am surry to say are_vory few.
Drinkingis a groat evil here. Pooplo use
it unblushingly, and somo oven boast of it.

“The attandance at Xorall and: at the
Sault aro very good. Tho building used
at the Sault and the situstion (zear some
stablos) is very much agninst.vs. I don

“Althongh I have beon horo but a short
time, X begin to feel u doep interest in the
work. The Presbyterinu eleloment is Inrgo
17 ropresented, indesd it constitutes the
majority of the new gettlers in the western
district of tho Province. And although we
should alwaya bo_glad to have our people,
wheu not suppliod by our own mussionarice,
nsmted by Boghshi Charch and Wesleyan
miaisters, yot out Church must not have
her people too long nnder the influence of
othors. The other denominations aro notf
wdle bore. They have zealous and pains
taking men, wherovor sofileusenis fte
sptinging up, to mattor Luw few may be
the namber of their adhervuls. The pre
sent prospect of our Church 18as good andin
somo rospoct3 bottor thaa that of any other
Protestant denomiuation iu tlio now settle
menis, provided that a saffieieut number
uf able and self Jeuying missionaries ave
sont out from timo to time, wha will follow
tho tilo of emigration if need be to the fool
of the Rocky Mountains, Among the emi
grants comiug ap with us un the Dawson
Toute it was easily soen that the majority
of them were Presbytorians. I have four
mussion atationsto supply, at cousiderable
digtances apart, The tuoetiugs aro nub
vory large, bt encouraging. All the four
stations aro likely to roccive large ncoes-
sions to their number noxt snmmer, Other
now settlements are s{pvmging up rapidly on
every hand. About fifty miles west of this
there are two lucalities which aro attrast
ing considerable attention, viz: —The
Little Saskatchewan and Riding Mountain
settlements. Theso are likely to become
placea uof cunsiderable smportance, from
ihe fact that it is propused to setile one
with Canadiang from Michigan aad the
other with Scotch emigrants. Mr Ralaton,
the agent for the American colony, puaged
through about three weoks sinca with one
of the advanced parties forming the colony
ond another is cxpooted in Soptember. I
hope to bo able to get .t soon to visit
these new aud rising settlomonts. * ¥

“The grasshoppor plague has dons much
damage throughout the whole of the wes-
torn district of the Province. It is thought
the .wheat will yield about half & crop, apd
those who have a fair quantity of it sown
hoso to have what will koep themselves
and families in flour during the winter.
The potate crop is gouerally very good;
oats are badly damaged and barloy eatirely
destroyed. This Inctor romark, may also
bo made in regard to il vogetable and .gav-
den produce. No doubt -thero' will be a
considorable number of poople throughout
the Provinco who must bo supported
during the winter from othor sources than
tho viold of their farms.”

1 trust, Mr Eduor those oxtracts will
bo sufficiont to show the members of our
Churoly, the absolute noecessity of mcroased
contributions to the Homo Mission Fand
for the present yoar. If tho work it Manis
toba is to keep peace with enmgration tite
outlay wiil be at lcast one half more than
last year, while tho stations in Liake Super-
1or not Intherto supplied durtng the win.er
season, will be largely dependent for sup-
port upon thoe Home Mission Fund.

NORTH WESTERN STATES.

JFrom our own Correspondent.)

Your roaders meed hardly bo informeg
at this late day that Presbytorianism in its
practieal workings is not the same wuver
here, that 1418 with youin Canada. To
dwell on thrs would I fear bo almost
s thrend bare story mnow.  Porhaps,
Liowever, it may not Le 8o very unprofitable
tu call attention to some of the difforentia
onco again. It may holp to strengthen
you in that which is stable and conserva-
tive, in that which your correspondent be-
licves Lo bo one of the groatest glories of our
form and oxder, and if these words happen
to meot the eyo of any candid reader on
this sido it may possibly awakon a desire
for o necarer approach to that which pre-
vails with you, Iknow that very many,
both munisters and people, are longmg for
such o result, not only longing but labour-
ing to bung 1t nrbout. As I attonded a
meoting of the Presbytery of this distriot a
fow days ago, I can give impres: ‘ons that
ars based on personal observations as well
as on the lhearing of tho ear.

Ono of the most marked characteristics,
ono thet anybody with the eyes open can
avoid sesing, is the smeall amount of over-
sizht that the Presbytery exercisoz over
congregations hero compared with what
is dono in Canada. Wit you the authority
of Prosbytery 1s ao‘llnething tangible; here
1t 13 oxceedingly shadowy. The suppiying

.of vacant cougregations and of mission
_stationg with ordinances is in Canada the

duty of Presbytery, & duty which that court
always discharges itself or through a com-
wittea appomted for thay purposo ; herothe
congregation Goes that workatself, It 1=
not {hio Session a3 such that attonds to tho
duty, "but n committee appointed by the
congregation, and somotuncs the mom-

Jbors of the comnmutteo are not even Com.-
‘municants,

To suck an oxtont, sud the
same teamag 15 obvious-in other.directions'
ns well, doos Gongregatiousiism prevail

fhevo. The cousequencos of that mode of
procedare are.the folloaing, If-tho con

gregation be large and wealthy onough
thote wili bn s regnlar supply of pronching
of some kind, but the Preshytery hind no
guatantes that the pulpit is mwoys filled by

men that have s right toba the ro, tho preach.
ors may he be Anythwgsrian or Noth.
ingurian according to the tasw oy tempor of
the Cussantice ot supply, vt a8 vlance may
arise. On th: other hiand if the coungrega-
tion be amall and weak in a financial sense
there may not bo preaching haif the time
tliers tuless proashers ars avadavle that
oun sl will give thetr setvises free. The
Busgtegation may go to 1.0k and ruin
iu such circutustances aud tho Presbytery
kuows nothing about it, and ean do very
little af at did know.  Another conseqnence
of suo waut of uversizht 8 Ly, that pren-
clivrs, whotuet Lhicentiates or vidained mia-
isters without charge, liave no regular
work asgiguned thom, and maany of them
that are ablo and willag to work nnd
whoss proaching 18 acceptablio do not gob
cwploywent half ther tune. I depends
on o man's triends whether lio cannoi gob
as much taml;:ornry omplymunt ag will -
eare hun pockot monoy. Iius s in striking
coniinst wih the state of thiugs in Canadn
whore oach proacher gots empluyment
every Sabbath of the year with a rosonable
smount of romunoration guaranteed. To
show that I am nut deawing on imagina-
tion I quote & case that I juwve heard of
pad that I Liave uveiy reason to beliove is
strictly and necurately true. A minister
without charge in an Eastern Presbylory
thought that there was more neod for his
porvices i the West. He had noticed that
theie was a constant ory maiuinined tor Ine
bourers, that the field was inviting aud em-
ploywent was ample. Such eries ontor the
ears of every one, of that thsre can be no
doubt, Well, he eame West and took up
his abode wibhin she bounds of & Presby-
tery in which tlierv weve several vacancies.
Now for four monihs experience. Hb was
willing to work, ke was able to work, he
lot it be hnown as widely as he could
within the bounds of molesty 'that he
was eager to got omploymant. At tho end
of four months he had received for
services the sum of 830, and ten of that he
got for & day thiat he preached in a Baptist
Church. Here are a fow instances worth
poting and remembering. Soon after his
arrival in the Weat, he was asked to supply
n day in Church near to where he twas
staying. It was vacant at the time, a man
was called bat ho had not wrrived. Itis
gerhaps the largest Church so far as mem-

ership goes in the state of Michigan, ab
all events the largest ont of Detroit, and
shere i: considerable wealth, cornmercial as
woll as agricultural in it. The pulpit was
filled that day, time passod, months went
by, and no ofler of remuneration was
made. When ton or twelve weeks had
elasped the brother dropped a modest note
to one of the elders that asked him, reo-
minding him of the oversight, he did not
believe for a moment that there was any
oversight but he wautad to se counrtoous.
At tho ond of three weoks mors ho got a
note from tho Treasurar of the Church that
numbers about 400 cominuniennts enclos-
ing the magnificont sum, »f $101!1 o had
saflicient sell-respeet left to send it back
with alittle bit of his mind. Sinco then he
has heard no more from that model
treasurer, and the model officers that stand
bohind him and direot his Zmovoments.
Woere a privato porson to serve n man he
has employed in that way the world would
aay Le was dishonost, but Boards of Trus-
teos liko other corperation are said to have
neither a soul to be saved.nor n body to bo
kicked. When aboxt a munth 1n the place
Lie was iuvited to fill a4 vacancy somo dis-
tance off, to discharge the duty he was
somo $2.50 out of pocket going and return-
ng, and although he wroto twico ho nover
hoard from that Church since, not evon to
got his railway fare. Tho third instance i3
a contrast to these. He was mnvited o an-
other vacancy, and but for a circumstance
that arose mught have been pastor there to-
day. Sute wocks after 310 was sent for
his services with the request to say whether
that was enough. He rephed that it was
not and 810 more was sent. It is ta be
hoped thnt the experience of this brothoris
not common, but there it is, 2 plain un-
varnished taste, The two first instances
prove that Trustees ot Churches are no
more honest and honourabie, than other
men, that 1t 18 not the office in the Church
that makes tho men, but somsthing else.
This is too trite a specimon of philesophis-
ing, 1tis one that your readers know already,
However lot it pass.

This letter has become long onough, and
I will reserve further comparitons for
futurs communications.
