REPLY T0 THE LAITY.

AN ELOQUENT ADDRESS

BY BISHOP CLEARY

At the conclusion of the induction cere-
monies yesterduy nfternoon, the address of the
clergy was read by Rev. Father Farrelly,
Vicar-General, aftar which that of the laity
was read by Dr.Sullivan. Before commencing,
the doctor said be hoped he would be par-
doned for mentioning the slogular coin-
cidence which occurred to his mind. The day
was the festival of St, Celestine, who it was
that sent St¢, Patrick to Ireland. On the an-
niversary of that day the descendanta of the
same people in an entirely new conntry were
receiving from the Pope, after the Japse of
ncarly fifteen centurles, a new Bishop also.
But be did not come with the fears and
anxieties of -St. Patrick—he came confident
in the love and affectlon of his people.

The committee who presented the address
on behalf of the people were: Dr. Sullivan,
and Messrse D. R. Murphy (Trenton), A.
McAuley (Picton), J. Mengher, W. Powers,
James Donoghue and P. Lenea.

At the conclusion ot the address His Lord-
ship ascended the pulpit aesd delivered a
most eloquent disconrre. He has not a
powerful voice, but his delivery is very easy
and fluent, and his languagas the very best of
English,

He began his dircourse by saying tbat the
address of which this (showing & paper in his
hand) wae & copy, and which bas been read
to me so feelingly and vigorously by Dr.
Sullivan, bas been presented to me in the
name not of the city of Kingston alone, but
of the entire Cathalic community of the dio-
cese. He accepted it most thankfully—it
gave him intense pleasure, He was bappy
to be with the people, and felt the sincerity
of {he sentiments uttered to him. As re-
garded the welcome given to him both on
the streets and in the church, it was another
evidence of the true-hesrtedness and loyalty
with whick they received their Bishop. For
the last six months he had yearned to see
this day, to rest his eyes upon the people
whom God had given iato his charge, whose
splritunl welfare he bhad faken into his snle-
keeping, in whose interest he would devote
the whola energy of his foul and look for-
ward towards God in the ways of plety, holi-
ness, justice and peace. ‘The welcome of
1hat day was a consolation for the

received by the reparaiion from His people
to whom he war bound by the ties of nature
as well an grace., They had loved him, he
had loved them; they had worked together
barmoniourly, and God blessed them io
their mntual operations. He waa grieved
at the separation, bnt was to-day consoled
—belng like the motber, who after the
paios of labour, rijoiced in having & new
-fold, new family, and a nmew flock in God.
He wag their pastor aud their epiritual
father, He had some apprebensions in
-coz_ning smong Btrange people ;—in a geogra-
-phical and secular sense they were strangers ;
but he felt, what the world knows, that they
~were a Catholic people in Canada ; that they
were a people of great and good works ; that
they had been tried aud not found wanting ;
that they had mace the sacrifices demanded
of them, and in coming among them he felt
he would meet such as those whom he bad
bteen among before, He had worked har-
moniously with the people he had leftand had
no doubt would do the same with his'flock
in Kiogston. Hs owed to bhis late
?ftﬂghloners, and wonld give .to them, to
Lis last breath, this affection, rumembrauce,

hold the bond ot freedom and the safe guards
of life, and regulate and make their own lawa
by which the rights of citizens are defined
and developed. May God give to their peo-
ple a similar state of affairs, whereby thay
may have a voice in their own legislation.
Then misery will bs driven from their doors
and sorrow turned into joy. Outside of this
daily prayer in behalf of his old people, how-
ever, from that day forward, he was the
Bighop of Kingston, and from that day for-
ward hie thoughts, his energies, his aspira—
tiona, his aim, projects, eflorts and calcula-
tions would be for Kingston and Kingston
along.  Its epiritual interest claimed hie
attention firet, and it would be his lot to ree
that all the means of grace were supplied
to them abundantly; that virtue should be
encouraged, strengthened and developed in
their hearts and that the seed of faith and
boliness should be planted jin the minds of
their children, so that if it pleased God to
call him away he could lay his hand upon his
beart and say: “I have done my work; 1
bave fulfilled my mission ; I bave preserved
the faith; I bave

according to my power and as occasion de-
manded, and have sown the fruitful work of
Jesus Christ among you.” Not only
spiritually would he he their adviser, but in
gazial questions, if his word had any weight,
if his counsel could hwve any guidance, they
would always find him their devoted servant
and faithful friend. He came to Kingston
with a commission similar to that of the

apostles who were sent nortb, south, east
and west, without friends, political alliances,
worldly interests or treasures, but solely
with the cross of Cbrist to preach the Goapel
to rich and poor, strong and weak, learned
and unlearned, Joew and Pagan, aund every
creature on the face of the earth. The word
of God came to him through the Vicar of
Christ, from Him who had said # whatsoever
18 bound on earth shall be bound in Heaven,
and whatsosver is loosed on earth shall be
loosed in Heaven."” He (Hir Lordship) when
called by the Vicar of Christ to & new field
took the command « go” as firmly as if 1t
were ths word of God tg bim, and it was the
conviction of his heart that God was with
him. Naturally he was weak and had no
reason to feel confident in himself ; no one
could tell him of his infirmities better than
his own conscience, but it was not upon

that he relied for success. In the affairs of
worldly life they would naturally consider
each one's dispositions, and each one would
choose for himself, calculate iz chances in
lifs snd look for a position whersby he could
establish a tamily and provide for them. Bot
in the supernatural order of things mature
counted for nothing, and grace counted for
everything. Once Jesus said to His Apos-
tles, iest they should think that any succers
attending their efforts was the result of their
own knowledge: «I have chosen you; ye
have not chosen me.” Having sketched the
character of the apostles’ work on earth bricfly
but fluently, he alluded to tue fact ihat poets,
warriors, painters, sculptors, legislators, and
otherg had been passed by, and that those
selected by Christ for his special work were
poor, illiterate fishermen, to whom he #aid
«come with me and I will make yuu fishers of
men.” Whils passing a certain vineyard
Christ beheld .2 man basking indolently in
the sun, and calling upon him to join Him,
He sent him f{orth to do a work of universal
activity, to go from nation to mation and
evangelize the world, and to stand in the
f;ce of persecution, and bring soulsto God i1n
the

Again Christ in passing through the street
noticed & man counting money—he was a
hard,1elentless, grasplug man, and never gave
a thought for the poor—He said tn him
uFollow me.” He too was sent forth to
preach the Gospel and in his poverty latterly
was heard to declare that it was * better to
givethan to receive.” Again a learned man,
a bigot of pow+-r and influence in the State,
on his way to Dumascus, surrounded by sol-
drers, seeking the followors of Christ to bind
aud put them to deatb, was, in his breathing
of fury and slsughter, ppoken to irom Heaveu
by a voice saying, “Saul, Barl, why persecu—
test thou me 7" He was made an Apostle to
go befora princes and nations converting the
people. The reacon of God’s selection of there
men for his seivice was that His ways were
vot the ways of men ; that the priociples
which govern the world were not the priuv-
cipler which ruled with Jesus Christ ; thatin
the selection of men it was not the world's
culculations that were considered by God—
He would choose the instruments which the
world would condemn, It was the #ame
voice that appealed to Saul in the lightning
that rang in his (the speaker's) heart, there-
fore was he strong and hopetnl, having no ap-
prebension in regard to his people’s co-opera-
tion. Ho felt that if he discherged- his duty
God would bless his labours and cause the
poed fown to fructify. Why then should he
bs happy when hereceived ruch a hearty wel-
come; when the people gathered arouud him
and gave in their saiutations, was such not
an expression of thelr fuith 7 It was ao ex-
presgion of faith.” Becauss he represented
the principles of divine faith and the mission
of Chiist, thiough his Vicar, aud because he
was the impersonation of the power of the
Catholic Church. He was glad to 'see go
many gathered together from various por—
tions of this extensive diocess, at great incon-
venlence, and to meet a strauger. When
placed upon the thrume by the venerable
Archbishop, who gave s salutation, and
"when the clergy kissed his bund, 80 chwer-
fully showing tbeir allegiance, sbould he not
naturally feel happy and rej ice with the re-
joiclog of the spostles? It was an evidence
that they were of the one mind '~ He referred
to the presenco of the representatives ot the
Hierarchy from other parts of this and the
ueighbouring provinces-~they bad all em-
braced hira nnd declaréd bim a brother In the

Holy Ghobt; gave him the kiss of poace and
a .uat on e Ejlee pal penco; sud ebard

with him their counsel in regard to the public
interest. He would no* scon forget ths
solemnities nor ceremonies of the day.
Again, he said he was pleased to see such s
large representation of his flock. He be-
lieved that the declarations made to him
were in
PXRFECT SINCERITY ;

he trusied they would believé in him and
that God would bless and give them one mind
and beart; he would do his best in their
public interest, also that of their homes,
families and gociety, and in all things he
would be their bishop and fatber. He bad
heard of their patient spirit, and was of opin-
jon thet the more he would know them the
more would love them,—he knew he would
be beloved by them. He had been assured
af this by the Sovereign Pontiff himseif.
When be visited the Holy Father before his
consecration he asked for a

for theday of his epizcopal elevation when
tbe Pope, in a solemn and most pathetic
manoer, laid his bands upon bis head and
invoked the Holy Spirit to come upon him,
fill bis heart with boly aspirations aud fit him
for the Diocese of Kingaton. He (His Lord-
ship) fold the Holy Father that he was going
amang atrangers, the face of uat one of whom
he hed geen, wherenpon the Pope, in a pater-
nal and affectionate mannper, stroked his
cheek and said :
"t HAYE GOOD COURAGE;

you are going among people whom you will
like ; you will find them faithful and loving."”
Thig prophecy ho huad seen verified. They
nad shown him a genuine snd sincere wel-
come. He loved them the more for it. He
concluded as he began by stating that he
would be to them a father and a pastor ; that
he would lJove them us bis first love; he was
the Bishop of Kingston and they were his
people.

THE IRISH LAND WAR.

DETAILS OF THE FIGHT BETWEEN THE
POLICE AND} PEOPL¥ OF
BALLAGHADEREEN.,

——

The Irish World has received the follow-
ing cavle despatch :—

Dosiy, April 7.—~Thke Crowbar Brigade is
agaln at itg davllish work. Landlordism in-
furiated by the spectacle of an uprisen people
to reclaim those rights which are inalienable
to humanily, has cast its life upon the bazard
of a single throw. The enemie¢s of the Land
League are bent on bringing on a physical
conflict. A desperate encounter between
the poliee and the people took place
near filogher, in the County Sligo,
on Saturday last. A process server tried
to serve a number of ejectment writs on the
Thursday previous and failed. Popular op-
position proved to formidable. Driven back
by the peeple, he sought nod was afforded
protection by the police. [“orty men of the
constabulary, with ritles londed with buck-
shot, escorted him to the nenrest barracks.
Word was likewise sent to the military com-
mandant at Ballaghadareen, who gave ordery
to the soldiery to hold themselves in instant
raadiuess. DMenntime, the process server,
guarded by Police Sergeant Armstrong and
five men, set out from the burricks deterivined
to serve the writs oo the devoted tenantry.

Very soon they wereinsight. On theirap-
proach, they wers met by a crowd of men,
women, and children, who groaned for the
process-server and landlord French, in whose
service he was now acting. The process—
aerver gnashed his teeth and pushed on, Ar-
rived at the scene, Sergennt Armstrong halted
hiz men. The people staod betwosn tha
potice and the to be demolishiad cubins.

Intense interest wusdepicted on the assom-
bled crowd. Old white-buired women wept
and little children clung to their mothers.
They were to sleep that night in the readside
ditch! The yonng und middlu-aged men
looked sullen and cnst menacing eyes on ths
armed evictors, The aged men wore an

anxious face, and with prayers nnd geatures

colleges, libraries and hospitala. Throughout
thoe Levant, as in Western Europe, the Chinus
had established the wealthiest and most con-
siderable greenhouses. Their characters par-
took of the softness of thefr climate and of
the delicacy of the products of their soil.
Milg, gay, lively, acute and industrious; tho
men succeeded allke In commorce and its
literature, the women were celebrated for
their charms aud grace, and the whole psople,
busy nand contented, neither sought nor
wished for a change in their political condi-
tion theywere burried into the insurrection of
1822 by bands of adventurers from the neigh-
horing island of Samos. An army of fanatical
Moslems was ferried across {rom Asia Minor
and let loose upon the Islana. ‘T'he in-
bal:itants, taken by surprise, and enervated
by long peace and prorperity, offerad no
effectuanl resistance. The archbishop and
the head of the clergy, with many ot the
leading citizens were banged with every
mark of ignominy, nond their bodies were
thrown into the sea,where with shoals of other
corpses,they floated around the Otteman ships,
A populons city, fifty flourishing villages and
muny splendid convents and churches, all re-
duced to nshes, attested the fierceness of the
Mahommedan revenge, and it was calculated
that within two years 25,000 Chiuns had
fallen by the swora snd 45000 hud been
dragged irto slavery. Buot the Grecks of
neighboriog Psyra were preparing their re-
venge. Constantine Canaris and hia thirty-
three comrades ran inio the midst of the
Turkish fleet, grappled their firealipa to the
huge vessels of the Cuptain I'ucha, blew it
up with its crew and 2,000 men, sud, shout-
ing u Victory to the Crosa!" made gond their
escape to Pryra without a single wound,
Groek independence wasd won, but Chios was
ruined. Ffty years have pnssed without
effscing the signe of the havoc which then
was wrought, and the earthqunke of Scndny
comes to desolate the groves of olive and
mastic thut were slowly bringing buck pros—
perity to the island.

The treacherous volley bronght down five
of the crowd. There fell dead Farmer
Corcaran, into whose breast had entered a
charge of buckshot, penetrating his heart ;
while 8 young man nsmed F'lannery was
plerced through the head with a bullet whiclh
the process-server Lad fired from his revolver.
Fivs were injured altogether, of whom two
were mortally wounded.

Incensed by this unprovoked and dastardly

attack. the people rushed upon the police,
seized two of the constables, wrenched their
riflee from them, and then beat them merci-
lessly with sticks und stones. Armstrong,
the eergeant, was left dying on the ground.
Then began a stampede by the rest of the
police. Leaving tbeir wounded comrades in
deviltry to thair fate, they fled to the meigh-
boring hill, where, hid behind rocks and
bushes, they changed their tunics, in erder
that they might the better avoid detection;
and then, trailing thelr rifies after them, they
escaped 1o the barracks.
Hays, another policeman, was beaten
severely, but he managed to crawl to the
barracks, which he rwached befors the
process-server and the others who head run
away. )

T.e news of this terrible event filled the
barracks with consternation. A general
rising of the people of the entire district
wag amoung the ftearful possibilities. The.
reserva force immediately turned oat, and
with forced march proceeded to the scene,
where they found Armstrong a mass of
wounds, with his tifle broken in fifty pieces,
not yet dead but with no chance of recovery.
The murdered men wereall Land Leaguers
and were Rctive srd untiringly zealoun in
vattling for the principles of tbe cause.
