gight ” and ¢ Sixty-seven ” by the side of
« Nipety-eight.” Through sll this great gup
of time the author of the eeditious halind
which haa ** played 8o brave a port” in ani-
mating and  encouraging the ambition of
Irishmen has lived his guiet, studious life,
in self-chosen exile jrom the great world of
palitics, obiivious of the ficrce emotions nnd
Airouy passions which he dul so much to:
simulate. A Tyrtwus for ten miuutes, he
suve Ireland an sotbem and then retired for
ever intp scholastic ohscurity., Reuget de
Lisle, singing his oue wild war song, which
was (estined to become the vpice not of one,
cut of » hupdred revolutions, and straight-
way sliding back again into nothingness, an
idie writer uf foolish verses, known ngw
only to the curious, finds his historical paral-
lel in this Professor of Trinity who was once
the post of rebellion. *The Memory of
the Dead” was ouly & tour de force to him :
it wag destived to become the hymmu, the
anthem and the dirge ot millions of his coun-
trymen.

The Guvernment bided its time patiently
until it thought the moment hud come for
swooping wpon the United Irishweun and
fording u futile iusnrrection. The country
wus ripe for revolt, The infumies of Mujor
Sirr's gang had toused the anger and the
indiznation of others than revaolutionary
leaders. The words **Rlemember Orr” lingered
<on the lips of men who had pever taken the
secret oath., Men who might have been
sapposed 10 be friendly to the English Gov-
erument were forced into horrified protesta-
tions aygainet the atrovities which were beiog
smunutted in the Governmeny's name.  Lord
Maira, un Irish nobleman, who afterwurds
rose to high distinetion in  the Epglish
2olonial serviee, protested vehemently and
parnegtly against the way in which Ireland
was heitg gonded into revolution. But his
protest was met and answered by Black
Jack Firzgerald," the hated Lord Ciare,
perinps the basest of the many base tooks
which Pitt chose to employ pmainst the Irish
people,  Rir Rulph  Abercrombic was sent
aver to take commend of the troops in Ire-
iand, and wus so disgusted with tbe dis-
order, the riot and the nndisciplined ruffinn-
fam of the soldiers placed uoder him, thal
tie mude u strong effort to curb their brutal:
1wy 3 and when his action wes not surported
tw the Hume Government he promptly re-
sizned bis  command. The Government
toand o resdier isscument in hia sucecessor,
wion, Take: sud the picketiog, the flogging,
te terttring and the bloodshed went on
morily ns Leiore.

The' receipt was excellent, and effeered -the
purpose of the Government in eunforcing the
rebellion,

The Governmens now proparved to strike
their final blow, Their fuvorito spy at the
tine was Thomws Reynolds of Kitkes, the
bivther-n-law of Toue’s wife, a nuan decp ju
the secrets of the United Irishmen. Oo
March 12, 1798, the Dublin wuthorities, sct-
ing on the intormation of Royuclds, made &
descent upon Oliver Bond's house, got iz by
meang of the password sugplied by the
traitor, and seized Bond and thirtéen dele-
wates, with te most importent papors of the
United Irishmen. Lord Edward Fitzgerald
wis on his way to ‘Bond’s house when he re-
ceived warning, snd hid himself until he
could head the general rising which ‘wus
now resolved upon. ‘Bub the Government
spies were .more than & match for the
United Irishmen. Captain "Armstrong, ol
the Kiwug’s County Militia, who »fterwards
sent the brethers Sheaves to the gallows,
was, like Ruy 2olds, deep in the co. ucile of
the United Ivishmen ; and faithfully travs-
i to the CGovernment ail the plens of
the ;, uposed rising. Another trattor, Fraa-
ci1 Higgine, thu ' editor of the [heeman's
Junrnal, sent \word to the Taatle that itz

the walls and floor were splashed with
his blood, and the blood of his enemies;
and it was notv until he had wounded oue
vt his adversnries to the death, and was
himself wounded in many places, that the
soldiers were enabled to overpower him, and
curry him to prison. In the prison Lord
Edward Fitegerald died of his wounde, and
the revolutionary movement lost in him one
of the bravest, the poblest, and the ablest of
its leadery. To this day strangers in Dublin
reek eagerly for the place where he met his
death. Thomus Francis Meagher, in one of
the finest of his speeches, epenks of *'the
ducal pulace in this city, where the memory
of the gallant and seditious Geraldine en-
hances moare than royal faver tne splendor
of his race.” The memory of Hdward IMtz-
eerald, however, iz more closely assaciated
with that small, dismul room in Thomas
gtreet, in which the last Gernldine who pluyed
uny purt in Irish history met his death.

The great insurrection which had heen
schemed out in the brain of Fitzgerald and
his friends was destined to be dissipated in
s series of untimely and uesuccessful local
risings, the chief of which tock place in
Wexford, The rebels fought bravely, and
in some parts. for a time, with something
like success ; but the adds against th2m were
too heavy, and the revolution was crushed
out with pitiless severity. The Catholic
clergy played a conspicuous part in the ris-
ing. Many of them entered the rebel
ranks, nad Jed the rebel bands to action.
Futher Juhn Murphy, Father Phillip Roche,
and Father Michnel Murphy were couspicu

ous amoung the revolutionary priesthood.

The men who followed Father Michuel
Murphy believed him to be invulperable :
but he was killed at last by « cannon hall ag
the fizht of Arklow. Father Phillip Locbe
also fell in battle. Father John Murpby,
more famous, perhaps, than either of the
others, and less fortunste in his fate, was
saptured and  hapgel.  The assistance
which the revolutinary party hnd boped
for from France came to nothing. A fow
troops, indead, under General Humbert, did
land in Killals Bay : but they were surround-
ed hy the Eaglish ot Ballynamack, and com.
pelled to surrender at diseretion, The French
goldiers were made prisoners of war ; the un-

happy pessants who were with them
were sluughtered without mercy. The

rebellion of '08 was over. Many of its
leaders died on the gallows. Bagenal Harvey,
of Bargy Castle, snd Anthony Perry, both
Frotestant gentlemen of fortune and position,
who had been forced intv tho rebellion
by the persecution of the Government,
were hanged., The two brothers Sheares
were hanged, McCann was hanged. Of
the other leaders, Oliver Bond died in New-
gate, Arthur O’Connor, Thomas Addis Em-
met and McNevin were banished, Arthur
O'Connor eatered the French service, and
livad long enough to send, nearly half a cen-
tury later, kindly messages of sympathy and
encouragement to a subsequent body of reve-
Intionaries—the young Irelanders.

Great und unjust use bas been made by the
enemies of lreland of some unhappy episodes
in the history of the rising. It has surprised
certain English historians beyond outrage,
that torture, jnsult and oppression of every
kind shonld, when their hour came, have
attempted some reprisals. The marvel rather
is that so few reprisals have to be re-
corded. The Jrish historinn would be indeed
happy who could swy that the rebel cause
was unstained by other thun the ivev.
itable bloodshed of war, Unfortunately this
capnot be said. * Blood will have blood,”
says Macbeth, 1t is not surprisivg that some
fierce revenge wus teken for the wen who had
heen flogped, tortured and wurdered, for the
women whe had Been outraged by « licentions
and  brutal soldiery. Mr. Iroude, who is at
cnce the most fawous und the most uufuir
of anti-lrish historinns, seems almost par-
ulyzed with amazement beeause ignorant
and unhappy niwen treated with merciless
cruelty should have bren crued in their
turn to their oppressors.  Another histo-
ring, of & very dilferent temper from Mr,
Froude, has criticised Mr. Froude in langnage
which it will be well to Borrow. He sternly
and justly condemns tine utrocities that were
committed by eorne of the rebels, but he poes
on—-** An impartial historian would not have
forgotten that they were perpuetrated by
undisciplined men, driven to Inwdness by a
long course of savage cruelties, and in most
cages without the knowledge or approval of
their leaders, that from the beginuing of the
struggle the yeoman rarely gave quarters to
the rebels ; that with the one horrible ex-
ception of Scullabogue the rebels in their
treatment of women cootrosted most favor-
ably and most remarkably with the troops,
and that oope of the earliest episodes
of the strugyle was the butchery. near
Kildare, of three hundred and ffty in-
stugents who had surrendered on the express
promise that their lives should be spured.”
Even of Scullabogue itself another writar, the
Hon. Lewis Wingfield, has writterjao'fn his
powerful novel, “*My Lords of Strogu®,"” after
& fashion and with a temperance rarein those
who write for an Euglish andience:-—** The
three hundred innucent women and children
Lad Dbeen consumed as a holocsust on the
altar of his Majesty King George, who, large
minded mav, was consistently without merey
for tha Isle which God had given to his keep-
ing ; who was pitilesa for the professors of a
faith which did .ot rgree with his own faney;
who, by renson of his policy regarding
Troland, must be held nccountable for the
tragedy which took place on that fifth of
Jure within the barn of Seullubogue.” T
there were rwore thinkers cnd weiters in
Engla:d Ike Mr. Lecky and Mr, Lewis
Winghi.d, and less like Mr, Froude, the
quarrel between the two nations would not
Do where it is to-day.

1f
anything serivus were gaing to occur_he would
know 1, even on the 2Hth of May thore
would  have been uno  distwibaoces had
not the police provoked it.  © Now,”
contined Rochefors, ** the only time when a
revolution might bave occurred was the day
when Ferry full.  The night before T saw
Clenenceau and told hin T believed the minis-
try would be turned out the next afternoon, If
they ave not, said 1, thirty thousand men will
be ~ ontsde the Chamber, and what will
fullow, it {s impossible to foresee. Clemen-
cean went straight to Diisson and repeated
my words.

anti-Christian character. The Catholics, goaded
by the utterances of clerical organs, are furious
at what they call the confiscation of the
Panthe« n.

he belonged and for  mrchuological
science, of which he was one of
the  most brillinnt  lwmninwsries.  lor

nearly half a century the tame of Father
(+arrucci as o living oracle ef antiguities waw
almost universal, i authority in archwo-
logical questions wus indivputable, soversign,
wb:olute ; his decivions in controversies re-
garding Hobrew, K ryptian, Greek and Reo-
man antiquitics were without wppeal. When-
ever some unknown ruin was discovered
reanurce was had ta Futher Garrucci to de-
acribe its crigin, history and vicissitudes ; ho
wae & famihar with antiquity as if Le was
horn and had lived in it. Threc duys before
his death he said to his compauvions that he
thanked the Lord for having jrranted him life
to see the eompletion of the three works to
which he bad, since his enrly youth, dedi-
cated his thoughts, These works will con.
stitite a8 it were a monument to his memory.
They wre : ““Tho Monuments of Christisn

Art,” a  pigantic werk in six  lurge
volumes, which eantain the hiatory and

description of all Christist monuments down
tu the cighth century ; the complote colleetion
of all his ** Arci.ienlogical Dissertations,” 1D
which there is an itmnense treasure of snererd
anid profane ermdition ; and the Y Nnis-
wnatica,” in which Father Garrucei hag given
a description of wt lLalian coine heginniog
at the pericd of the ws 7ude down to the
present day. Although thix last work is not
vet publivhed, it s, buppily, complote, the
Hev. Pather having corrected the last sheets
lor the prees u fow hours beforo his death.
Father Garrmcel was horn at Naples of 2 rich
anl honorable family. on the23rd of January,
1512, and in 1826, being then in his fiftcenth
veur, he entered the Socicty of Jusus, to
which he wes most devotedly atteched.

WITH A MADMAN ABOARD.

UNPLEASANT EXPERIENCE OF A TRAIN BE-
TWEEN KANSAS CITY AND
CHICAGO.

Cuicauo, June 1. —Passenger train No. 6
on the Wabash lailroad arrived here yester-
duy an hour and a half late, in charge of a
madman, Out of twelve or fifteen otficers
and citizens who finally secured him, one
otficer is dead, shot through the body, an-
other probably futally wounded, and several
citizens are injured, The lunatic himself
lies in the hospitsl mortally wounded, with
three hullets in his body. Shortly bLefore
won the station policeman at the Wabash
lepot received w message fram the conductor
»f the incoming train stating that a lunatic
ad possession of the trwin and that oflicers
at all the stations along the lino were afraid
to tnke him. Nine officers in uniforo and
four in civilians’ dress wore started to meet
the truin. As the traiu approached the depot
the whistle sounded s number of warning
notes, and peoplo hunging half way outof the
car windows gesticulated widely.  Beforo the
truin came to n atendstill a dozen passsngers

jumped to the pround agd tled. Officer
Burrett  was  the first to observe the
lugatic. Barrett was standing near the rewr

end of the smoking car and the nadmun with
a levelled revoiver “glared at him from the
front platform of the chair car, a car length
distant. Burrett turned half round, and
stopped  ingtantly, but a ball from the
lunatic’s revolver struck him in the side and
in five minutes he was dead. One lock at
the maninc satisfied the spectators that while
his ammunitien lasted he would not he taken
alive. Seeing this the oflicers, after remov-
ing their wounded comrade, began a fusilade
through the windows of the smoking car |
where the madman hnd taken retuge.
Shortly aftorwards he rushed out to the plat-
form, fired a couple of shots into the
erowd, losped from the train, wnd dashed
down Fourth avenne., Oflicer Loughlin
started in hot pursuit ; the lunatic tired his
tast shiot at him without efluct, nnd swaited
Loughlin’s coming with gleataing cycs wnd
frothing mouth, They clinched and fell, the
mudmun  mesnwhile beswting  Loughlin un-
mercifully on the head with his revolver,
The ofticer waa in citizen’s clothes, and wna
sot upon and terribly pounded by sn exeited
negro who mistook the oflicer for the mad-

man.  The manisc was linslly secured and
tuken to the hespital. When he reslized
that further rewistance was  uselesas tho

prisoner grew cuhin, and anid quite rationally
that his name was Leuis Renune, that be wan
3% years ald, and wias en route to his henie
near Detroit, from Denver.  Trainmen tell o
thrilling story of the trip from Kansas City.
When the mun bonrded the train there he
remarked that peoplo were after him to lynch
him, and that if let wlone he would molwet
no one. At Kl Paso, I'l, he bocame violent,
and with revolver in huod orderod the
trainmen to cease muking nome chunges in
the make-up of the train. The pusscngern
ail jeft the chair car, which the madman
made his hesdquarters, No one dared
approach the lunatic, aml after he had
exchanged acveral shots with the city marshal
he ordered tho train to proceed, aud from
there to Chicage his will was the only luw
obeyed.  After his wounds hud been dressed
lenume bocame more communicative, He
says ho is a French-Cunadian by birth and o
fresco puinter by trade, and has a wife and
three ehildren in Detroit.  The doctors think
he will recover.,  Keaume bourded the train
at Kansag city, e had a bottle of whiskey,
was very noisy and wanted to beat every-
body. It wasnot until the next morwing
thut he began driving people out of the cars.
