THE MURDER OF MAJOR BARTTELOT.

The tidings of the murder of Stanley's chief
lieutenant, Major Barttelob, created & great
genation here in London, as it is now generally
credited, and led to a genersl expression of
pessimistic views regarding the fate of Stanley
himsgelf, which have long bzen gathering, There
ia really no close connection between the two,
for Major Barttelob was mony hundred miles
behind Stanley when the fatal meeting occurred,
and could scarcely yet have had time to over-
take him if trere bad been no interruption of
his progress, What is mora importaut i8 the
news that Tippoo Tib wses in July last, when
the present message'wag despatched, sulking 1o
his own home ay Nravgive, which iz 300 miles
south of Stanley ¥alls and away from the line
of the relief route. This raises suspicious there
that Tippoo Tib knows Stanley is beyond the
help of & reecuing party.

Young Barttelot was a very clever and ener-
getic officer, with & distmet vocation for adven-
tures, but posssared n mosb arrogant manner
with bis inferiors, and fuall of the notion that
the natives could only be mansged by shooting
on the epot the firat who showed signs of die-
content. The officers who served with him
in the Soudan told me to-day numerous
sneclotes nf this nature, which probably
will explain why he got into tronble
with his carriera, Stanley told me just before
he starbed that he had a great general liking for
Msjor Barttelot’s qualitics, but specially valued
his intrepid resolve to have his own way, no
matter ‘what it cost. Apparently this quality
also hos its disadvantages, Major Barbtelot
was a tall younﬁman with a strong face, butan
ugly mouth, He went through the Afghan
campaign as a mere striplivg, volunteered for
the Soudan service when only 24 yeara old, an

On Auguet 5 he was seized with
atbacks fof vomi*iog; on August 6 he became
violent, aud on August 7 he was placed in the
hospital at Necker and died of rabies on
Angust 8. .

The third cate was thad of Ferdinand La-
baume, bitten by a cat and placed under treat-
ment on May 30. He died in July. Two others
died after completion of treabment.

LoxnoN, Sept. 17—The Commiesion ap-
rointed by parliament to examine into_the
charges made by the Times against Mr. Par-
nsll and other Paruel'tte members of the Housa
of Commons opened its first session at 11
o’clock this morning, in the Probate Court.
Owing to the limited size of the court room, it
was impossible to admit more than a select few
of the public. .

Representativas of the press octupied the
qulk of the space, two hundred reporters, re-
presenting promiuent Loundon and American
newspivers, having obtained tickets of admis-
gion, Judges Hanuon, Smith and Day, who
compose the commission, entered the courtrcom
at 11 o'clock. .

Sic_ Charlen Rusgell and_ Herbert Henry
Asquith, Liberal member of Parliament _for the
Fast division of Fife, appeared for the Parnell-
ites, and Mr, Ruegg watched the case for Mr.
O'Donnell. Judge Hanoon said the circum-
stances under which the Commission met were
novel. He stated briefly the scope and nature
of the principle on which the Commission. pro-
posed to conduct the inquiry. The Commission,
he eaid, were directed to 1nquire into and repors
upon charges made sgainst certain members of
the House of Commons and other persons in
connection with the O'Donnell-Times action.

The Commission held thab the enquiry should
be restricted to the charges that were made the
cause ot that action, Parliament also gave
them in addition to their spacial powers all the
powera vested in judgea of the high courts
of juatice. They progoted in the firet instance
to make the enquiry as though it were an issue
between Mr. O’Donnell and the Times, rererv-
ing to themselves the poweér to call anybody
who might ba able to throw light on the issue
therein iuvolved. The enquiry would be car-
ried on in accordance wist the rules of the ordi-
pary courd, ' 5

Befors proceeding Judge Haonon asked Sir
Charles Russell for whom he appeared. Sir
Charles replied that he represented eighty-four
Trish members of Parliament. Mr. Graham
said he was ratain:d with Attorney-General
Webster for the Times. Application was made
for permission of the representation of ch‘oland
VYard by counsel. Judge Hannon said be
would decide upou the application if it were
found that the enquiry involved the pclice.

Sir Charles Russell demanded that he be al-
lowed to inspect the letters and photographs
bearing on the case, and that the commission
issue ar order for the discovery of the docu-
mer ts upon the authority of which soms of the
Times' chaiges wers made. He asked that »
commiesion appointed to take evidence in
the United States, and that an order be issned
releasing Mr. Dillon from jail, eo that he mﬁy
give testimony before the commission, He
wanted especially to see the Egan Harris letter,
which, be claimed, was a forgery.

Counsel for the Times agreed to produce cer
tain letters, but objected to the commmssion
1ssung an order for the discovery of the docu-

ments,

DAVITT ON AGITATION,

WHY HE CONCLUDED THAT ¢ -
LIRS WERE NOT ADAPTED Fu..
[T BY SECRET CONSPIRACY,

1 thiaclones the Feud that Extsted Between
1hie Fenlan Party and Those in Favor
of Consttiutional Agitation—
Haw he wan Tracked to
be Murdered.

LoxpDoy, Sept. 12,—Mr., Davitt in his nbs:i ct
of vhe statemwnt be proposes to make before the
eommission, ¢ommencing with occurrences of
1G5, snys shat he became acquainted with Mr.
Peruvell and Mr. O'Dongell o his release from
Portland Prison. During bis imprisonment,
after much thought. be concluded thay the Irish
were nob adapted for sgitation by secret con-
epicacy, and formed a plan of open combina-
tion. He communicated his views to the leaders
of both the revolutionary and constitutional
parties, Among the latter he found a disposi-
tion to resent Butt's policy of conciliation.
Among the Fenians fie received more encourage-
ment than he had expsoted. After his tour in
America ho started u movement to make the
1and quest'on the basis of agitation. :

He controverts the Times’s theory that this
new departure had anythiag to do with the new
departura originated in New York. Although
defendiu(ithe American proposal so far as it
included h!s scheme for supplanting secret con-
apiracy, he says he was convinced that an alli-
auce between the Constitutionalists and Revo-
lutionaries was impossible, and therefore took
an independent line withiut consulting either
Mr. Parnell or the Fenian leaders. In 1879 he
started an agitation agninss landlordism with
funds received from hiy American lectures, He
applied to John Boyle O'Reilly, Patrick Ford
and John Devoy for assistance, Hea received
£300 from the National or skirmishing fund.
but as the Fenian press objected to the use of
the fund for constitutional agitation he returned
the amount., Mr. Parnell offered money from
the resources of the League.

Mr. Parnell’s officinl connection with the
movement began with the organization of the
Lesgue in October, 1879, Parnell during his
abasnce in Americn, in the winter of 1879, for-
warded to the Laague £60,000, to be distributed
for the relief of distres. In 1880, Davist, going
to Awerica to form an auxiliary Lengue, was
expelled from the Irish Republicen Brotherhood
for advocacy of constitutional agitation. Since
then there has been conatant hostility between
the Leaguers and the Fenians, Early in 1880
four men visited his lodgings in Dablin, design-
iog 62 murder him. At the same time a Yenian
gang, headed by *Phwnix Park” Carey, broke
up his meetings in the Rotunda,

About this time, if he and other leaders in
favor of open agitation had not been removed
from the control of the League by the Govern-
ment imprisonieg them, tho inviocisle con-
spiracy would never have been ‘heard of. On
the morning following the Pheaix Park mur-
ders he met Paraell, who, greatly excited, said
be had resolved to send his resignation to the
Cork slectors that very day, retiring utterly
from Irish politics,. Parnell deciared that wo
man could be safe where irresponsible conspir-
ators organized deedn of that kind, aiming
deadly blows at the constitutionsl movement on
the threshold of victory. Davitt succeeded in
persuading him to reconeider. On the rame
day the manifesto condemning the murders was
gent to Ireland

Mr. Davits, although taking a prominens
part in the National League, co-operated with
My, Parnell’s delegates to Chicago in 18806 in
trying to influesce the convention in the direc-
tion of n pacific policy. He was afterwsrds
condemned to_be shot by the council of dyaa-
miters of the Rosra faction becsuss he had de-
nounced the uee of dynamite in Chicago,

Mr. Davitt coucludes with a reference to the
plan of campaign, of which he disapproves as
only proposing to lower rents, thus tending to
prolong landlordism,

We seo it in the touching, simple, terrible
ncconnt that John Roche, ot Woodtord, gives
of his treatment In Gilway jsll. He was
foremost umonyr the hrave men wko stood up
to defend the Clanricarde tenanre againet the
mercilegs  drrigne of their Most Ignoble
landlord ; thie Guverunient, os allies of
Lord Cianricarde, bhsve brought him to
death’s door. They ordsred his relcase be-
fore hie eontonce had expired, when they be-
lioverd that he war ahout to dieon their hnnds,
The lotter of Mr. Blu.c L.is up thie omissiona
in Mr. Roche’s lotter as to the respinsibility
for the policy of torture. Mr. Balfour has
bzen as gnod =8 hlg word.
