tter Enjoy Hearing ¢ The
T%tlln‘:r S8ide” Ably Presented.

The snnouncement thst the Rev. Fasher
Drummond, S.J., wauld lecture in St. Mery's
Charch, Winnipeg, on Whitsunday evening
on “The Jeauits,” attracted a large number
of Protoatanss of different denominations, in
addition to & Iarge namber of Oathollos whe
attend thas Ohoreh, to hear what so abls an
advocate wonld may in taver of the Soalety of
Jeaus, After the oslebraticn of the presorib-
od yervice Father Drummond nacended the
pulpit. He observed In the outset that he

. did not ntend to enter Ioto the burning con-
troversy of the time, but to state the Jesuits’
side of \he osee, having grest oonfidence in

. the maxim * Great I the truthand It will
-prcnl!." He first apoke briely of religlous
ordera In genera], stating that wuch had ex-

{ated, under mome form or othes from the
very begloulng of Obhrlstianity. When the
Holy Ghost came down upon the apoatles at
‘Penteccat, snoh a changs was wrought In
them that, from cewards and worldly men,
‘thinking only of thelr own aggrandisement,
4hey were turned in one moment into heross
and martyrs, snd almost she first thing they
414 waa to put all thelr goods in common and
tolead the life of religlous ordera. 1t was
slmers impoasible $o put one's finger upon
say period of the Churoh's existence when re:
liglons ordern were not found ; but they wers

It was a miatake to say that the Jesnits were
the only order that arcse then, aas threeor
four other resembling to & certain extent the
Soclety of Jesun were formed then. Since
that time religlous orders and congregations
of men and women had been formed withont
sumber, Our own centary had witnessed an
extraordinary ontgrowth of them In all ceun-
tries of the werld. The lecturer queted from
the works of ssveral Protestant authors testl-
{ying to the influsnce for goed of religious

-erders, In carrying the light ef truth to dis-
tant nations, in educating youth, in advanc.
ing art and sofence, and in asslating the sick,
the wretohed and condemued, The speaker
refuted the falee idem ourrent among soms
poople that religlous oxders are secret asscoia-
tlons.

Doring bis
sojourn at the then world renowned Unlver-

Unreserved'y to the Pope

Salnt Ignatios saw that the great misfor-
tune of the 163h century was the denial of all
aothority and obedlence to constituted auper-
lors. He determined to fight againat this un.
reasonakla revolt, and therefore made ita
point with his followers that they should be
speclally devoted to the Viear of Corist
They presented themselves to the Pope and
scbmitted a mmmary of what was afterwards
the conatitntion of the acolety. The Pops
examined this formuls, and was reported to
bave sald * The finger of God Iu there.” It
has been asserted by some saperficlal people
that the Jeanlts rule the Pops and she Bishope
and the Obmrch ; but they oould not bave
been recognizsd by the Oathellc Church if
the Pope had not approved of them. Not
only do they depend upon the Pope abeolutely
for their existence, but upon the Bishops for
the exercise of their jurladiotion. No Blahop
oan Introdnos the Jesuits into his diecess un.
lesn he gots permisslon of the Pope; and no
Jaanit oan enter a dlooese without permiaion
of the Blshop.

The speaker could not preach In thischurch
without the anthorization of Archbishcp
Tacke and ths spprobasion of Father Ouel.
leste, ¢ho pariah priest. The order wax firat
spproved in 1540, and approbations followed
{n 200 years from nineteen different Popes,
Clement XIV. suppressed the mociety, and
| since that time the socioty has been approved
by evary Pope, Igunotine died in 15566, hav-
fng bad 16 years In which o develope the aen-
stitution. Kveryoae of his fundamental rules
wan examined by him in the presenos of God,
and sent ont for practice into all parta of the
world, 8t lIgnatiuzs was a reformer of the
trae Obriatlan Uathollo type; he wasnota
destroyer, but a recomstructer. The world
bad religions orders whioh had done very
much good, but momething different was
wanted, and that he supplied. Aainanarmy
there are troopa of the line, artillery, cavalry,
huesars, dragoons, all necessary to thein-
tegrity of the service; so inthe Church the
Pope {s the commander.in-chief, the Bishopa
the generals of divislons, and the secular
prieats the troeps of the lins, who are always
the great bulk of the army of Christ, and
other troops that may be called on ave the
orders Dominjoaus, Franclacans, Benedio-
tines, Trapplets, Jeaults, Oblates, and differ-
et congregations and orders. No Blahop 1s
obliged to use one or the other of thess, and
every Bishop has power to keep them away,
The Soolety of Jesur, like other orders, Ia not
to be found In every locality ; each order ia
deatined to a certaiu sphere. It has beem
asid thas the followers of St. Benediot love
the mountalns, those of St. Bernard choone
the valleys, those of St Franols the small
towns and the Jeanits generally the large
oltles.

Olement XILI. ssked for prools of the Jesuilt
conapivacy. The only latter that was sent
to him as s convincing document was ane
which, on being held up $e the light, was
found to bear a water-mark two years later
than the date at which (¢t was supposed to
bave been written. Yet Chariea sent an
order to all hix colonies that on a given day
and at a gliven hoor certain sccompanying
pspers should be opened and the orders im-
mediately executed. These wers, turn out
the Jesuits from thelr homes, put them on
ships and send them to the Papal states. So
6,000 men were caat Into vesiale and sent
awsy without belng asked to glve a defence
of their conduct, Bat It is no dichonor, it fs
a very great honor to be periecutsd by sooun-
drels and unreasoning despots. When
Cloment XIV, was about to be elected, inflo-
encer were brought to bear upon him in the
Conolave, and-he was {nduced to aay that the
Pops who might be elocted might think it
his doty to suppress the Soolety of Jeaun,
He was persecuted and urged to do the act,
and in & moment of weakness he yielded ; he
In reported to have gone out of his mind
aftercarde. Pope Pima VII,, when sakad for
ooncersiony, saii: **I canoot censent to
them; do you want me to dle mad like
Olement X1V.? The Popa himeelf, after the
suppreasion, took all means to make f¢ aa In-
effioscious as poasible. It he had wanted to
make it binding, he would bave lssued a bull;
but instead, hes suppremed the sosisty by a
brief which no one consideralrfalitble, Then
the brie! of suppression must be read to all
the Jesulta of the tewn ar village called to-
gether. Fredarick the Great, an {nfidel szd
a great friend of Voltalre, nlso Catherine 11.,
Autoarat of Rusels, would not allow 1t to be
read, If the soclety had been completely
suppressed that would not have been any-
thing agaimst it. The Pops wan in a moat
fearfol atorm and he theught by sacrifislog a
part of his oargo he might save his vesssl;
hs had no intentlon to condemn the sotion
of his nineteen predecessors, Father Drum-
mond went on to epeak of the vows of

Poverty, Chastity and Obedience,
which all religlous orders make aococding to
thelr constitations. These vowy are intended
a8 a protast againet the thres sources of evi)
—the love of riches, the love of pleasure and
the feeling of pride or the love of henor. A
member of a religlous order doss notuse
monsy or anything of valne without permis.

A Shert Imatruction In Anawer te Prevalent
Heresles,

It is an irticle of falth, that after the Con-
secration the bedy and blood, together with
the soul .and divinity of our Lerd Jesus
Christ, are contalned * truly, really, and
subatantially” in the Sacrswment of the Moat
Holy Euchariss. This i what Is called the
doctrine of the Real Presence. The dootrine
of the Real Presence was one of the first
traths taunght by our Lord, aa it waa ons
of the first masalled by the principles of
heresy.

There It no article of falth, perbaps, more
clearly implied In the Sacred Soriptures than
the Real Presence. Our Lord Himaelf firat
tangbt It in ths Synagogue at Oapbarnaom,
one year before His pamlon. The day after
oar Lerd fed the five thomsaxd in the desert
with tho five lonves, the crowd went to Ca-
pbarnaum In quest of Bim. Ohrlst rebnked

onrthly bread than the bread of the soul;
and they ssked of Hima ‘algn” for Hb
authority, The miracle of the day previous
waa not, ju shelr minds, enoagh. Did not
God feed their fathers with manna for forty
yoars in the desert ! which waa by far a great.

Bat heresy never dies. About the middle
of the eleventh centary Beungarlur, Avchdea-
conof Angus, Fravce, amsailed the Mystery
of the Eucharlst. He malatained *¢ that the
presence of the body of Christ In the Saora
ment wan only real in so far anx 1 was con.
celved,"” and that there was no real or objec-
tive change in the bread and wine after oon-
secratlon, Beongariure,; more than once re-
canted to his error, but only to- reamert it,
Finally he made a reosntation from which
he seems not to have receded. Dying on the
fesst of Epiphany, his last words were :
¢¢ To-day being the day of His manifestation,
my Lord Jesns Christ will appear to me
elther, ar I hope, to ralse me to glory for my
repentance, or, as I fesr, to punish me for
the hereay which I have been Instrumental In
spreading.” Boungarios in his hereay anticl-
pated Luther and the so-called Reformers ¢!
the aixtaenth century. -

In no perlod of the Charch's exlatence wan
the bellef in the Real Presenoe more violent:
ly samalled than in she sixteenth oemtury,
