The Centre of Christian Unity.

There are three bundred and seven sects,
yeot there is but one God, one trath, one faith,
one eplrit, one way, one fold, one shepherd,
and bat ope trus Charch. **All roads lead
to Rome,” and tiere, in the successor of
Peter, is the entre ol Obristlan onity—s
unlty of belief, a unity of doctrins, a unlty of
hierarchial obedience. Here we hod a baptism
that can save, as St, Fulizentine wrote in the
sixth century. Here we fiad the t-us sacra.
meute, as Heory VIII wrote {e his Latin de-
{ense of the seven saoramenta in the sixteenth
century. Here we find '‘a trae prieeto0d,”
‘g true hapt'am, and the true Sacrament of
the Alta,’”” ne Luther stated in his public die-
pnte with Zwiogli. Thts iz not a guestien of
oplaion bus of faith—** without 1aith it 1»
impossible to pleass God.” Faith and ebedi-
ence produce unity, aud this ls of commsand
« He that belleveth not shall be sondemned.”
¢ Heo that will not hear the Church let him be
to thee as the heathea and putlican.” Thus
falth and obedlence are required.

UNITY FROM THE EXNTENSION OF THE INCAR-
NATION.

It has been shown that *‘the Sptrit of God
dwelleth in you" (1 Cor., iil, 16), and that
¢-yaur bodies are the mombers of His body,
of Ha floah, and of His bencs.”  (Ephes,, 4,
92 23). Thay it may be seen that tue Church
i: t1e extension and con'inuaticn of the Iacar-
patlon, we heing the Chureb, and “*members
of membor,” and also members of Cnriet.
The Church belng Cuariit's body, tha Spirit of
God dwills in her and 1o us, belug present
in every member as the =oul Ia presunt in
every pai t of the body.  Throagh thie effsct
of the Tacarnation the Cnurch le ralsed t> the
game with the personnlity of Obrist, sud
therefore placed in coniinnal communic ition
with the divine esrence inherent in the Holy
Trinity,  This renders the Courch a saper-
n-taral fostitution, The Cnuroch is alus the
spouee of Chrise (Ephes., v, 23 32), she being
born of Him, as Eve came from Adam.
What Adam raid of his bride, thut she wne,
“f,gh of his flash and bone of his bone,” S:.
P.ul repaats ot the Oburch.  Throngh the
Church Chriet generates new members, sona
of Gnd, and heirs to Himrelf and oitizens of
the New Jerurlalem. The Church iathere-
fire the mother of all the regenerated, and
through her the graces and gifte of tie
supernataral order flow to all who are mem-
hers of her congregation—that in, members of
Christ's body ; Christ and the Churoh being
ope—hone of bone, flesh of flash.

The unlon bitween Christ and the Church
{s likened ¢to ths relatlon between man
and wife, the Cnurch belng oalled his bride.
The aacred cantlcle describes that tendernesa
of love existing between them. Christ ad-
dresses His bride thus :-—‘ How beauntiful
art thon ! Thy eyes are as doves eyes, Thou
art all falr, O my lave ; and there i3 not a
apot in thee, Thy lips, My fepouse, are as a
dropping honegcomb ; heoey and milk are
under t1y toogue, and the smell of tny gar
ments as t1e smell of frankincenes, One fs
is My dove ; My perfeot one fa but one ; she
is the only one of her mothor, the chosen of
her that bore her.” The bride speake : ** I
adjure yeu, O deunghters of Jerusalem, if you
find my Beloved, that you t3ll Him that I
languish with love.”

The Inoarnation ls & sublime mystery
unexplained and unexplainable, and yet
it was not doubted by the Reformers. The
mystery of the Real Presence In the Holy
Eucharist wae denied, because the duties in-
separable from it ran counter {» man’s appe-
tites and paselons, and demanded a purity of
life almost supernatural,

UNITY BY INTERPENETRATION.

Redemption eatlefisd God’s justice, but it
wan not enongh to eatiefy divive love. The
end of all love is unity, identity, oneness of
all existence, bedily and spiritusl. Human
love in its wildest flighte never has and never
can attsln its end. The distance between
ono’s soul and anether is 80 vast that only the
Oreator oan fill it. lcven & union ef hearte
in & strict eense s imposeibls among the
oreatnres, Interpenetation re¢quiries omni-
poetnce ; it ocan only be accompliched by
God. Ieour Lord love i omnipetent, and
therefore attalusitsend—oneness of identity
of being ; not, indeed, delficatigp, but a won
derfal participation of it according to St.
Peter (2 Ep., I, 4)—!‘By whom he hath given
us very great and preclons promises ; that by
these you may be made partakera of the
divine ngbure.” St. Cyril compares It ‘‘to
the unfon of the two pleces of wax meltid
into one,” Thusthe law of love achieved the
Euchariet, and by this, love reached 1s high-
est perfection and accomplished ite end.
¢Oome, my beloved ; eat, drink, and be In-
ebriated,” sald the ppouse in the saored can-
ticle, “Thiais My body, this is My bjood.
He that eateth My flesh and drinketh My
blood abldeth In Me and I'in him,” eaid the

Saviour, St. Jobn eays (xili)—'‘Jesns,
knowlng that His hour was come,
that He shounld pass out of this

world nnto the Father ; having loved His
own who were In she world, He loved them
to the end.” By His inoaruation and sub-
mission to the ills of our pature He had
shown His love, bntin the Last Supper He
left & perpetual plsage of that leve, In the
language of & lover who desires to be kept in
memory,He says: **Do this for & commemora

tlon of me,” (Luke xxif, 19.) It wae a pledge
between Him and His Apsatles to never for-
got. The pledge has been kept ; the minis-
:ters of the Church have continued to-bless the
bread and wice in His name and by His
power to thls day. Ounr Saviour loved us te
the end. 1o His last moments of parting He
aummont up all His tenderness and shows the
depth of His feeliogs by His words as record-
od In 8¢, Luke (xxll, 15), saylng : ** With de-
sire, I have desired to eat this pasch with you
before I anfler.” That is, with a langulsh de-
alre. 1% ls the property of love to desire the

w'rictest union. ** He tbat eateth My flesh
and drinketh My blnnod abledth {a Me and [
in him ” (John, vi, 57). Jesusin-t tuted this
sacrament that He might make us ene with
Himeelf, By His inoarnation He teek our
bomanity ; by this holy sacrament we parti-
clpate in His divinity. Is net thie a perfeoct
gie?

The Second Person always desired to be
¢ with the ohildren of men.” He craved near-
nems, He louged for contact with the beloved
otjact. Tuisle acoomplirhed in the reception
of the Blessed Euocharist. )

UNITY THE EFFECT OF THE EUCHARIST,

Christ might vay of tas Charch as He said
of the breud : ¢ This i« My body,” For S§.
Paul says (1 Cor., x,17): **For we belng
many, are one bread, one body, ail who par-
take of one bread.” To ure the expression
of St, Cyril of Jerusalom (Car. 22, page 319):
<< For the effecta of the Holy Eunohariat in our
souls are: that by [t we are made conoor:
roral with Uhrlet.” Aund St. Chryscstom
s+ye (Hom. vi. In Heb.): **Onriet miogles
Aimee!f with us, and makes Himaelf our
epiritual food. But whereas our corporal
f0cod Is converted into our snbstance, we, by
this epiritusl nouriehment, are changed and
trapsformed fzt> Chriet aod made moet per-
fectly His members,” Whence St Austin
mskes Chrlst thua t1 address Himsell to a
roul {Conk. t. 7, C. 10): ** Grow thou up,
and thou shalt feed om Me; peither shalt
thou c~overt Me Into thee, ke thy corporal
food ; bat thou shalt be changed inte Me.”
Aand St. Leo writes (Serm. 14, de Paes):
* The particlpation of the bodv and bleod of
Christ makes us to pase Iato that which we
recelve,

St. Cvril of Alexandriaanys : *“Qur Lord,
by His fl:eb, hides ] {o in ue, und, as it were,
plants a ecod of immortslicy, which takee
away ali corruption,” The Savicur rald :—
*“ The bread thet [ will glve is My flesh for
ti life of the world” [Jahn, vi) St
Ite- cue remarks : ¢ It plarts in ne & saed of
iocorruption and lmmortelity.” And the
S.vicur suld—*' He who eateth Me hath cver.
asting }fe ard I will ralee him vp at the lart
dav.” Ths life which the Holy Euchariet im-
p1t to the soul is, an It were, the heginning
and foretaste ¢f the life of blise, This divioe
gpacramert acts on our bodies, implanting a
gorm of immortality which will («1.the usat
the resurrectton with every glorlous guality ;
for Chrlst abides in us and wo in Him. The
presence of Cbrist within ue becomes an as
sured pledgs of our fmmortality, St, Paul
eaya—*Jt is no more I wholive, It la Jeaue
Curist who liveth in me.” Thus we find man
ts ralsed to a wondrous dlgnifty through the
the means of the Bleased Eucharict becoming
one with Christ.

Oa that sublime occaelon in whick Christ,
atanding in the midet of His Apostles, whilc
addressing a prayer for unity to Hls divine
Psther in heaven, He spacifically adda (Sr.
Jehn, xwil, 20 21) : *‘And notfor them only
do I pray, but for those also who through
them shall belleve in Me. That they all muy
be one, ag Thon, Father, in Me, and I in
Thee, that they alsc may be in us’” My
friends, this nnity by divioe ‘nterpenetration
1a the unlty of the Trinity, if Cbriet's praycr
was anawered. Do you doubt it ?

UNITY OF SAINTHOOD,

“The Communicn of Sainta” is the ninth
article of Christlsn profeselon contained in
the Aposatles’ Creed, and is a dogmatic expres-
sion of tne Unity of the Church,

From the beginning it was called Com-
maunion of Salnts, All the members having
been santified by by baptiem, being holy ro
long as they preserve that grace, er having
fallen, recoived 1t again by penancs ; hence
St. Paul cslle the faithful of bls time salnte.
(Rem,, §,17; 1.Cor.,1,2) The Chauroh is
ons body, ef which Chriet ia the hesd, so It
{a truo to eay that we are all members of
the mystical body of Chrlet. This unlen
consltt of an interior and exterior particl-
pation of the same spirit, and an intercom-
muntoatfon of all spiritusl benefits arleing
from Masses, Bacramerts, prayers, graces,
and goed works, Thie unlon or communion
embracass the saints ia hesven, who present
our prayers to God, and are called the
Church Trinmphant ; {t embraces alse those
in chalns—that is, the souls in purgatory, for
whom we off:r Maegees, prayers, and suppli-
oatlons dally These are called tie Church
Soffering. The commuolon it also maln-
talned among the livieg faithful, each
one of whom receiving a participation of the
henefits resulting from every good work of
every other member, and t1ese are oalled the
Chburob Militant, Thus will be seen that the
Ohurch embraces the living and the dead in
Its wondraua unlty, as aleo in the distributlon
of its epiritual benefits, (St. Aug., Tract 32,
in St. Jon, n. 7 8.)

GREGORY THE GREAT.

A Few Roman Traditions Concern-
ing His History.

Descent from the Noble Famlly of
Auicians, Whoie Ancestor, Anicins Fan-
lknu°, Narrowly Escaped Martyrdom for
the Falth.

A few Roman traditions of Pope Gregory the
Greab will be of interest t¢ readers, as we are
on the eve of the 13th centenary of his election
to the Pontificate. All ancient writers nre
agreed in the descent of Sb. Gregory the Great
from the noble Anician family, whose ansesvor
the 8 »nstor, Anpicius Pauliaue, narrowly escaped
martyrdom for the faith under Maxentius,
wuile Constantine was marching upoen Rome,
His Father waa Gordiap, Senator of Home,
afterwards Cardinal, and his mother Sylvia,
who early dedicated heraelf to a life of holiness.
According te a legend to be fuund in mauy
diffcrent dinlects in Italian folk lore, Gregory's
parents were within the forbidden degrees ;
forced to separate, ever afterwards leading a
life of penitence. The child was placed in
a bor wrappad in coatly clothes, with
jaweled clasps, and exposed to the mercy
of the waves, Picked up by a fishermun, he
was nursed by his wife; snd, when he had
renched the age of understandiog, the jeers of
bis playtellows druve him to seek the protection
of an aged hermit, by whom he was led to an
early renupceation of the world. So much for
legeud which coonects Sicily with Gregosy’s in
fancy. Ibis remarkable that whbeno we retura
to history and 6nd Gregory Piretor of Rome 10
572, it lollows that, bis father dying in 575, he
became possessor of vaeb riches, and founded
gix cunvents in Sicily, besides eatablishing a
monaslery of Benediotines in his paterval
palace on the Cwelian hill. Here he devoted
himsell to religi'n and study. Ar Cardinsl-
deacon he was 1o 583 sent by Pope Pelagius II.
on an embaesy to Constantinople, where he held
at the baptistnal font the infaut son uf Emperor
Maurice. Gregory returned to Rome laden
with relica of great imp.rtance, such ae the arm
of Suv. Andrew and the head of St, Luke,
When elected Pope in 530, he entreated the
interference of the Byzaotine Xmperor, who

then po+sesaad the veto; but Germano,
Prefect of Rome, arrested Gregory's cou-
rier, eeized his letter, and instead of

5 despatched to the Emperor the decres of
Gregory's election, which waa instantly ratified,
The Churchof S3. Cosma aod Damiano in the
Forum was the scene of the dove lighting upon
Sb. Gregory when he was trying to bhide from
the Romaun clergy and pecple desirous of eleot-
inghim. I fiad m Moruni's Ecclesiastical Dic-
tionary a curions detail about the plague at
Rome during the Pontificabe of Gregory the
Greav which indicates a resemblance o
the influenza of the present day. *“L'he persons
attected were seized with inces2ant sneezing and
yawniog, and many died. From this criginated
the custom still prevailing, of makiog the sign
of a crosa ~ver the mouth when; one yawns, and
saying : God save thee ! on hearing a person
sneez3a.” Gregory the Great abolished the for-
ciblejbaptiems of the Jews, und was kind in his
treatment of them. Heused to purchase rich
stuffs and embroideries in gold and ailver for
them for church nses. According to prejudices
of the timen, his household could have no per-
sonal communications with them ; so the Jewish
dealeras used to lay their precious wares upon
the steps of Gregory's palace and retire until
they were removed by an sttendant of the
Plopa, and a heavy purse depcsited in the sgame
place.

and China he was aocredited to the court of Sy,
Patersburg, It was by him that the treaty of
St. Petersburg, replecing that of Livadia, was
negotiated, and in 1883 he endeavored to come
to an arrangemend wish France on the subject
of Tonguin, He returned to China a year ago,

W ASHINGTON, April 13 —COopgressman Snmuel

J. Randall, the mnost famous Democratic pro-
tectwounist 1a Congresz, died av 5 o’clock thie
worping.
- Mr. Randall’s death waas painiess, and he was
unconscious dnring the greater part of his las
hours. Mr. Randall’s death bad been expicved
at any time during the past three days, aand his
family and friends knew he could not last much
longer, The physiciane last night told Mrs,
Randsll his endurance could not prolong his
life through another day.

Mr. Randall had been ill for the past two
years, and during the past year took very little
part in bhe proceedings in Qongress. He was
born in Philadelphia in 1828, and recsived an
academic eduoation, after which he engaged 1n
mercantile pursuits, His firsd political ex-
perience was ag » member of the City Council
of Philadelphia, in which he served four years,
12 1858-9 he waa & member of the Penneylvania
State Senate, where his remarkable abilivy was
developed. Then he went to Congress, serving
uninterruptedly in every Congress from the
'hi"y'e]igf th to the fittieth, He was Speaker
ot the House of Representatives in the forty-
fourth, forth-fifth and forty-sixth Oongresses.
There was only one member of Congresa longer

LonDpoX, April 12 —A new town has just
been established 1o Irsland and starts off
with thoueands of Inhabltants and an estab-
T he ceremonies took plage to-
day. ILhe story of New Tipperary is one of
the most unlque which recent Irish histery
has developed, I was started by the people
of hictorle Tipperary, and aa they sll now
have moved inte the new town the old ons
has not a single inbabitant remaining. The
old town wae owned by Arthur Hagh Smith-
Barry, and he made himvelf so obnoxicus and
unpopular by evioting wholesale the tenants
on the Poneonby et .ty that the people of
Tipperary resolved to make him suffor for it
by leaving the place. They hired a large
tract ot land for & nominal sam on a nelgh-
boring cetate and gave the contract to build
the new town to & Duablin builder, whe has
put up all the hounses, astores, churches and
schools, Smith Barry loser $15,000 a year
by the operation, as the old town fs now
worthless and the people galn by having new
houtes and much lower rent to pay to a land.

Duntis, Aprll 12 —UOwling to the late ar-
rival of Mesers O'Brien and Davitt and the
English vlsltors the ceremonlier attonding the
opaning of the town of New Tipperary wera
delayed until the afternoon, Depatles from
all parts of Iroland attended, Mesars, Picton,
Stewart, Bruoner, Loake and Schwann, mem-
bars of Parliament, Lady Sandburat,Jountess
Saback, the Mlsses Orme and Bryaot, Mra,
Davirt, the Hon, Mr. and Mre.

The
houses weore gayly decorated with fiags and
evergrecus, and ploturea of (Gladatone, Par-
vell, O'Brien, Davitt, KEmmett and other pa-
trints wera everywhers displayed.

Upon arriving st a platform whioh had
heen erected opposite the mart the procession
hnlted.
