
CONVENTION BETWEEN CANAD'4A AND THE UNITED STATES 0F MI
RELATING TO THE OPEATION BY CITIZENS 0F EnTHE COUNTY
CERTAIN RADIO EQUIPMENT OR STATIONS IN THE OTHER COUNTRY.

The Government of Canada and the Government of the United State
America, being desirous of establishing rules to permit the citizens of eil
country, upon certain conditions, to operate certain radio equipment or stati
in the other country, have agreed as follows:

AR~TICLE 1

With respect to, radio equipment installed on civil aircraft of eit
country and properly licensed by the country of registry for the prirn
purpose of navigation and safe operation of the aircraft, a United Stî
citizen holding a pilot license and, in addition, a radio operator license issi
by the United States of America, may operate such radio equipnient on
aircraft registered in Canada and operated in either country, and a Canad
citizen holding a pilot license and, in additon, a radio' operator certifie
issued by Canada, may operate suelh radio equaipmenton an aircraft registe
in the United States of America and operated in either country; provid
that the operation of such radio equipment shall be in accordance with le
law and regulation and complementary to his function or <huties as api
provided also, that either country may' require, for security purposes or
assure faxniliarity with domestic radio operating regulations and procedul
the regcistration or examination of citizenis of the other country and
issuance of -a permit for thê .4rivi1.ge set forh rein.

AnTicLE II

The respective countries agree that mobile radio stations properly licei
in one country are permitted to1 be opraed i the ýteritoy of the t
country (except that the provsins of$ this Arile do no apply to 5
or aircraft stations and are noct lntended tb change or moiy h ternis of E
agreements or treaties relatlng to such stations) subi ect to local operat
conditions and regulations, as f 'ollows:

(a) Mobile radio units 'installe d in public safety vehidles, in vehc
eniployed ini the operation or maintenance of a pipe Uine or t
industrial facility extending acrs the bodro in vehicles regua
engaged in the public caag f persons or gds between the t
countries, may be operated in the course of nra rendition of!eri
by persons properly authorized by either country, for communicai
with those radio stations of eite coun~try ta r iesd
operated in the sanie type of~ radio service.
