Article 5 of this Agreement priority forms of Cooperative
Activities for each calendar year,

(c) propose, pursuant to Article 5 of this Agreement, the pooling
of certain research and development projects wbich would ho
of mutual benefit and coniplementary;,

(d) advise the Parties on ways to enhance and improve
cooperation consistent with the principles set out i this
Agreement;

(e) review the fimctioning and implemontation of this Agreement;

(1) provide an annual report to the Parties on the status, the level
reachod and the effoctiveness of Cooperative Activities
undertaken pursuant to, this Agreement.

3. The Joint Committec shail meot annually according te a jointlydetermined schedule. 'Me meetings shail bo held alternately i India and inCanada. Extraordinary meetings may b. organized at the request of either Parte.

4. he costs incurred by mombers of the Joint Committee in the exorciseof their functions shall be borne by the Party who bas designated them. Thecosts, other than those for travel and accommodation, which are directlyassociated with the meetings of the Joint Committee shail b. borne by the host
Party'.

ARTICLES8

AvaIIabiity of Resoarces

Cooporative Activities shall b. subject te the availability of
appropriated fumds, personnel and other resources.

ARTICLE 9

Entry and Exit of Persons, Material, Information anid Equlpuient

Each Party, subject te its legisiation, shall take ail roasonable steps anduse its best efforts, to facilitate entry to, sojourn and exit from; its territoiy ofpersons, material, Information and equipment mnvolved in or used in Cooperative
Activities undertaken pursuant to this Agreement.
