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(4) engaged in establishing a business for the purpose of irnxediate attendance of the House in the Senatebecomning self employed,". Chamber.

RULING BY MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER
MR. DEPuTy SPEAKER: The honourable Minister, it seems

to me, has correctly cited the precedents. Citation 246 of
Beauchesne's is clear on the subject and if the honourable
Member wishes to consuit another author he might read
Erskine May, page 508 in the lSth Edition where it is stated
that an amendment is out of order if it is irrelevant to the
subject-matter or goes beyond the scope of a bill.

The honourabie Memnber knows that in accordance with
our practice any expenditure of money has to be accorn-
panied by a Royal Recommendation. When one looks at
the Bill one finds that the Royal Recommendation does
flot specify the enumeration of persons to be included or
exciuded but is attached to a measure in which one finds
these specifications. Even if the honourable Member is
tempted to make the argument that the Royal Recominen-
dation is sufficiently open to mnclude the persons he wishes
to inciude by his amnendmnent, in my view the Royal
Recominendation is iimited by the Bill. The honourabie
Member's proposai would go beyond the Bill and would
create an additional burden on the finances of the
country.

I would refer the honourable Member also to page 510 of
May's, l8th Edition, paragraph 12, where it is stated that
amnendrnents or new clauses creating public charges
cannot be proposed.

In the iight of ail these considerations the Chair must
reject the Motions as proposed by the honourable Member.
Motions numbered 4 and 6 cannot be accepted.
