DOMINION-PROVINCIAL RELATIONS

PROPOSED CONFERENCE WITH PROVINCES ON
RECOMMENDATIONS MADE BY ROYAL
COMMISSION

Right Hon. W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Minister) : Mr. Speaker, on Saturday,
November 2, I sent in identical terms to each
provincial premier a communication respecting
the report of the royal commission on
dominion-provincial relations. ' In that com-
munication I mentioned that the government
would seek an adjournment of the House of
Commons during the month of January in

order to permit of the dominion having a
conference with the provinces with respect
to this report.

In the letter I stated that the report com-
mended itself to the judgment of the govern-
ment, and that we should like to have an
opportunity of presenting our views to the
provinces in order that there might be a full
consideration of them. I expressed the hope
that at that time it might be possible to
reach an agreement between the provinces
and the dominion with respect to the recom-
mendations contained in the report.

I need not review what I set forth in the
communication, but I would suggest that the
letter itself might be printed in the votes and
proceedings in order that it may appear in
the records of the house and that hon. mem-
bers may be in a position to read the text
in full.
