2. The Ottawa Board of Trade proposed the
establishment of a zoo in the Ottawa area.
Envisioned was a zoological garden located
on a 200 acre site, partially on city of Ottawa
property and partially in the green belt, in
the vicinity of Green creek, north of the
Queensway.
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3. The centennial administrator, to whom
the proposal was referred by the then min-
ister of transport, reviewed it in consulta-
tion with the N.C.C. He concluded that this
was not an appropriate centennial project.
However, the chairman of the N.C.C. con-
sidered that a joint committee might be an
avenue for the consideration of the proposal
for the consideration of the proposal for the
establishment of a zoo.

4. The idea is not under active examination
at this time.

5 and 6. It was thought by the N.C.C. that
suitable land might be available in either the
green belt or the Gatineau park.
