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So there is no contradiction with what the minister says is
the kind of policy we are looking at.

Mr. Douglas: In view of the screening mechanism
recommended by the Minister of National Revenue, and
the fact that U.S. Secretary of the Treasury, Mr. Connally,
yesterday was again upbraiding Canada for its position
on trade matters, may I ask the Prime Minister if thîs
modification of the government's programn with respect to
foreign ownership is related to the dispute which is now
going on with the United States respecting trade matters?

Mr. Trudeau: Mr. Speaker, it is difficult to see how the
hon. member can talk about the modification of a pro-
gram of which he knows nothing.

Mr. Donald MacInnis (Cape Breton-East Richmond): Mr.
Speaker, I have a supplementary question for the Prime
Minister. Has he any intention to amend his statement
carried on national television news last night in view of
the remarks of Secretary Connally immediately before
him?

Mr. Trudeau: The one about the opposition shaking in
their boots every time Amnerica talks, Mr. Speaker?

Some hon. Members: Oh, oh!

Mr. MacInnis: Mr. Speaker-

Mr. Speaker: Is the hon. member rising on a point of
order?
