LAW ENFORCEMENT INTELLIGENCE UNIT—SUGGESTION
UNIT HAS BEEN SPYING ON CITIZENS WITH NO LINKS TO
ORGANIZED CRIME

Mr. Perrin Beatty (Wellington-Grey-Dufferin-Water-
loo): Mr. Speaker, last Wednesday I asked the Solicitor
General a question about the Law Enforcement Intelli-
gence Unit, a co-operative international police organiza-
tion which has about 19,000 files on Canadian and Ameri-
can citizens. In light of the fact that the Houston, Texas
police force has said that LEIU is involved in surveillance
of citizens not involved in criminal activity and has col-
