MEASURE TO AMEND

The House resumed consideration of Bill C-1 10, to amend
the Export Development Act, as reported (with amendments)
from the Standing Committee on Finance, Trade and Econom-
ic Affairs; and Motion No. 1 (Mr. Blenkarn).

Mr. Gordon Taylor (Bow River): Mr. Speaker, 1 arn very
pleased today to have the opportunity to speak to the amend-
ment to this Bill. This amendment shows faith in free enter-
prise, and tbrough the appointment to the board of largely
non-civil servants it is paying tribute to tbe free enterprisers of
this country.

The Hon. Member for Kootenay West (Mr. Kristiansen), a
member of the NDP, spent practically bis full ten minutes just
before lunch projecting tbat the PC Government after the next
election would use this section for patronage purposes. The
New Democratic Party bas been in bed so long witb its Liberal
counterpart tbat it bas become înbibited by patronage disease.
My onîy comment to members of the New Democratic Party
and members of the Liberal Party is expressed in tbe words of
the poet wbo wrote: "AIl is yellow to the jaundiced eye".

1 want to deal witb the real reason own Party wants to
change tbis section of tbe Bill. Tbe Bill will provide tbe
Government witb an open cheque to appoint wboever tbe
Government would like to appoint. It could appoint only public
servants. 1 realize there are some excellent public servants, but
tbere are also some real duds. If we are to bave this corpora-
tion at aIl, I tbink tbe people on its board sbould bave some
knowîedge of business and know sometbing about tbe export
and import business, not someone who bas lived in the sbelter
of tbe Public Service aIl bis life. Public servants may have a lot
of book knowledge, but most of them bave neyer bad to meet
payrolîs or find ways and means of keeping businesses going.
Tbeir pay cbeques bave corne from the Government at tbe end
of eacb month over tbeîr years of service. To appoint sucb
individuals to a board of directors to bandle export business
would be suicidaI as far as improving export business in
Canada is concerned.
